Whether we are or are nol, members of

that great family, of which he asked us
to regerd him as the head, we can all respect
him as a man for his unswerving loyalty (o
lis unsought doties, for the consecration of
his whole life and being fo them. e spared
ot his own strength when others, more for-
tunately placed, would have been compelled
by their medical advisers to do so: he died,
as he would have wished to do, in harness.

It can be said by historians that King
George realised more highly, nobly and truly
the sacrifices entailed by devotion to a lofty
ideal than his predecessors, Failing health
and powers brought no defection from that
standard; it brought if anything a defermin
tion to fit himself for permanent enthrone-
ment in the hearts of his people, of all peoples.
[n international as in national affairs, in hig
public utterances, there was never an un-
worthy word or the slightest Indication of
personal bias or animus.

In death as in life he weats a crown; but
not fashioned by men's hands, eternal in the
heavens; a just man made perfect.

As a philatelist his Majesty stood as
hulwark between the cynic and the collector.
How, it was argued, could a pastime so en-
grossing to the King-emperor, be anything
but worhy of the attention of others less high-
ly placed? Hig collection, not having bee
passed (o the nation, remains, as it should
do, characteristic of and purely personal (o
ity creator, In its entirety it has never been
seen by any other than Sir Edward Bacon.
It is to be hoped that King Edward VIII
will authorise a complete catalogue and de:
scription fo be prepared and published for
(he permanent benefit of stamp-collectors the
world over. Housed in some 150 albums,
it i a monument to the late King's endea-
vour, quiet and patient as himself
