Egypte, la Haute-Egypte, le Soudan, elle ny 

installa de véritables bureaux de poste qu’a- 

prés la liaison par chemin de fer des princi- 
paux points de la Haute-Egypte. 

  

Le 1er aotit 1867, l’Administration ouvrit 

ses bureaux & Guizeh, Beni-Souef, Fayoum, 
Wasta, Fachn, Maghagha, Minieh, et le tet 

octobre 1873, Ouvrit des bureaux & <Assiout, 

Guirgueh, Sohag, Kéneh, Louxor, Esna, As- 
souan, Korousko, Wadi MHalfa, Dongolah, 
Berber, Khartoum. 

L’ Administration ouvrit um bureau a Soua- 

kin. en 1867 et un autre, 4 Massaoua, en 1869 

et un troisiéme 4 Kassala, en 1875. 

En 1877, 1’ Administration ouvrit au Sou-

Prenant, ensuite, en considération 1l’impor- 
tance des relations entre ]’Egypte et la Tur- 
quie, l’'Administration des Postes Egyptiennes 
estima nécessaire, surtout apres l’organisation 

de services maritimes entre les deux pays, 
de fonder un bureau égyptien de poste dans 
"Empire Ottoman et en 1865, elle Jinstalla 
a Istanboul. mn | : | 

La régularité des postes égyptiennes, et les 
soins méticuleix apportés dans 1’accomplis- 
sement du service gagnérent 4 un tel degré 
la confiance. des. hommes d’affaires, qu’ils 
demandérent a Jl’Administration d’installer 
des bureaux dans certains pays vassaux de 
"Empire, _ Donnant suite a leur demande, 
Administration en installa en 1866 a Djed- 
dah et & Smyrne. En 1870, elle en installa 
d’autres a Gallipoli, Mytiléne, Beyrouth puis 
a Cavalla, Salonique, Tripoli et Rhédes.*

L’Administration se servit des courriers a 

pied pour la transmission de la correspondan- 

ce aux bureaux de poste éloignés deg gares 

des chemins de fer. Elle institua les services 

de la poste rurale en 1889 et les bureaux de 

villages en I916. 

Aucun sacrifice, aucun effort ne fut épar- 

gné par l’Administration pour donner satis- 

faction au public, installant les Bureaux Cen- 

traux, les bureaux de village, les stations 

pour la poste rurale dans la plupart des lo- 

calités, sans compter les petites gares des che- 

mins de fer dont les chefs sont chargés de 

la distribution du courrier et les bureaux do 

poste provisoires installés a l'occasion des 

Expositions, des Congrés, dans les grands 

hdédtels et les stations d’estivage pour la com- 
modité des touristes et des estiveurs. 

Du point de vue de leur importance, et 
du travail a fournir les bureaux de poste se 

divisent comme suit:

BUREAUX No. III.—Admis au_ service 
des correspondances ordinaires, recommandées 
et aux colis ordinaires. 

BUREAUX DE VILLAGE.—Confiés aux 
Omdehs et admis aux services des correspon- 
dances ordinaires et & la vente des timbres- 
poste. 
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STATIONS FLUVIALES. — Admises au 

service des correspondances ordinaires et re- 

commandées, aux colis et aux mandats ordi- 

naires. 

STATIONS RURALES. -— Desservies par 

des facteurs ruraux, admises aux services des 

correspondances ordinaires et recommandeées, 

aux colis ordinaires (en arrivée), jusqu’au 

poids de 3 kilos. 

STATIONS DE CHEMINS DE FER. — 

Desservies par des bureaux ambulants pour 

les correspondances ordinaires et recomman- 

dées, ainsi que pour les colis ordinaires en 

arrivée. 

Au début de leur installation, les bureaux 

de poste vendaient également des timbres 

pour le sel et la soda (ces timbres furent 

supprimés le rer novembre 1899), les billets 

du pélerinage, billets de voyage sur les ba- 

teaux de la poste khédiviale, les titres de la 

Dette Unifiée, Privilégiée, les papiers timbrés 

et s’occupaient également de payer les cou- 

pons de la Dette. Graduellement, tout ceci 

fut supprimé et les bureaux de poste se limi- 

térent aux travaux de la Poste a la vente des 

papiers timbrés. Certains petits bureaux pro- 

cédent également au Phonogram Service, con- 

tre gratification que paye a ces fonctionnai- 

res l’Administration des Télégraphes et des 

Téléphones a raison de 5 milli¢émes pour cha- 

que message télégraphique. 

Le nombre de bureaux de poste atteignit 

en 1932, le chiffre de 4566 bureaux, soit un 

bureau pour chaque 2120 kilométres ou 335c¢ 

habitants. 

L’Administration est propriétaire de 33 lo 

caux, spécialement aménagés pour étre des 

bureaux de poste, dans les endroits suivants: 
Zagazig, Zifta, Abou Kébir, Assouan, Louxor, 

Mansourah, Assiout, Minieh, Tantah, Mehalla 
el Kobra, Kafr el Zayat, Benha, Menouf,

Port-Fouad, Kantarah, Le Caire, Alexandrie, 
Service des colis du Caire, Service des colis 
d’Alexandrie, Suez, Port-Tewfik, Ismailieh, 

Béni-Souef, Maghagha, Abchwaye, El Adwa, 
Al-Salhieh, Damanhour, Etiay el Baroud. 

Quant aux autres bureaux, ils sont tous 

pris en location, appartenant a des particu- 

liers ou des Sociétés. Mais 1’ Administration 
ne manque pas une occasion de se réserver 
des parcelles de terrains des Domaines de 1’E- 
tat, dans diverses localités, pour y construire 
au fur et & mesure que le permet le budget
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Les Timbres du Sel 

du Département des Batiments de 1l’Etat 
des nouvelles batisses, devant servir de bu- 
reaux de poste. 

L’Administration veille & ce que tous les 

bureaux de poste présentent les conditions né- 
cessaires d’hygiéne et de confort, tant dans 
lintérét de ses propres fonctionnaires que 
dans celui du public. La plupart des nou- 
veaux locaux appartenant a 1’ Administration 
sont méme entourés d’un jardin. 

L’Administration s’était mise d’accord, en 
1889, avec le Ministére de l’Intérieur pour 
que les agents de la loi surveillent les bureaux 

de poste et le numéraire qui sy trouve. En 

outre, les agents de la poste, dans la plupart 

des bureaux dont les locaux appartiennent a 
l’Administration, habitent dans fe local mé- 

me afin de pouvoir toujours surveiller les bu- 
reaux. | 

Dans sa phase actuelle, 1’Administration 
des Postes est fiére de son personnel qui com- 
prend un trés grand nombre de jeunes gens 
porteurs d’un dipléme supérieur ou secondai- 
re, quelques dipl6més de |l’Ecole de commer- 
ce. L’Administration ne prend a son service 
que des jeunes gens ayant atteint les dix-huit 
ans ou les ayant dépassés et qui répondent 
a toutes les conditions exigées pour le recru- 
tement du personnel de l’Etat, diplémes, bon- 
ne santé physique, bonne’ conduite. 

Les fonctionnaires sont de deux catégories, 
cadrés et non cadrés. Aux premiers,’ sont 
confiés les postes importants, les travaux fi- 
nanciers, la direction des grands bureaux, 
tout ce qui comporte une responsabilité. Dans 
l'autre catégorie, 
postaux, les trieurs ambulants, les distribu- 
teurs. Tout l’ensemble des fonctionnaires, ca- 
drés ou non, est régi par les dispositions du 
code financier, exactement comme les autres 

eenetes de 1l’Etat. 

oa! Dans cece ne localités de peu d’importan- 
ce, le service de > la. poste est confié aux chefs    

  

on nomme les sous-agents 

de gare ou aux fonctionnaires du.bureau du 
Télégraphe, ou aux Omdehs (maires de * vil- 
lages) et une gratification leur est payée men- 
suellement. Ce systéme permet de réaliser: de 
notables économies. 

Les heures ‘de travail A l’Administration 
sont de six a huit heures, journellement. 
L’horaire n’est pas toujours le méme, car ii 
est réglé par les exigences du travail. A la 
Direction Générale, le travail en été commen- 
ce a sept heures et demie du matin et finit 
a une heure trente de l’aprés-midi. En hiver, 
il commence a huit heures du matin pour 
finir & deux heures de l’aprés-midi. 

Les fonctionnaires des postes 

Dans les bureaux de poste, le travail com- 
mence aux mémeg heures mais finit a 5 h. 30 
p.m. en été et a 6 heures p.m. en_hiver, 
avec naturellement une interruption pour les 
cepas, entre midi et trois heures de l’aprés- 
midi. 

Dans les services du mouvement, dont le 
travail commence a l’aube pour finir trés 
tard dans la nuit — comme les services du 
trafic, de la distribution dans les bureaux 
centraux et les stations principales — _ les 
fonctionnaires se relaient dans leur travail et 

jouissent d’heures suffisantes de repos. 

Dans certaines circonstances exceptionnelles, 
les fonctionnaires interrompéent leur repos 
quotidien ou hebdomadaire pour donner- un 
coup de main — les jours de féte, a l’arrivée 
et au départ du courrier étranger, par exem- 
ple — mais ces heures supplémentaires de 
travail leur sont payées a part. En 1931, on 
a diminué de moitié, par mesure d’écono- 
mie, le tarif des heures supplémentaires. 

D'une fagon générale, les fonctionnaires 
touchent leurs traitements au’ commencement 
du mois et les heures supplémentaires. au. mi- 
lieu du mois.

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Comme les travaux de |’Administration ont 

pour la plupart des rapports étroits avec 

lactivité des banques et des maisons com- 

merciales ou financiéres, et comme ces mai- 

sons sont d’accord pour chémer le dimanche, 

on a également décidé que le jour du repos 

hebdomadaire pour les fonctionnaires de la 

Poste serait le dimanche, contrairement aux 

autres Administrations de l’Etat Egyptien qui 

sont fermées le vendredi. Cependant, les ser- 

vices de distribution et d’enregistrement ne 

ferment leurs bureaux qu'une demi-journée 

seulement, l’aprés-midi du dimanche. 

Les fonctionnaires de la Poste sont consi- 

dérés comme un modéle d’activité, de probi- 

té, de discipline, veillant avec conscience sur 

les intéréts du public. La Chambre des Dé- 

putés et le Sénat ont rendu, en discutant le 

budget des Postes, un hommage public aux 
qualités de ces fonctionnaires. Dans le Dis 
cours du Iréne de 1931, les Postes ont été 

citées dans leg termes suivants 

« Il est a signaler avec satisfaction que Mon 

Gouvernement a réussi a faire supprimer les 
deux bureaux de Poste Frangaise d’Alexan-

En 1883, quand l’épidémie de choléra fit 
de terribles ravages, que le public fut en proie 

panique, les fonctionnaires de la Poste 
continuérent a accomplir leur service, bien

le public et par la manipulation de lettres 
pouvant transmettre l’implacable microbe. 

En 1884, quand les Derviches rebelles for-

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Further Notes on the Military Seals 

Octobre, 1936. 

by G. Seymour Thompson. 

  

Wanted. 

With so many collectors and dealers away 

on holiday it is rather difficult to find out 

the state of the market. The mew season's 

catalogues have appeared. Scott, Yvert and 

Gibbons omit the seals and their slavish fol- 

lowers will perhaps regret having purchased 

the Jubilee seal, so that we shall have to 

look for our support to Whitfield King and 

Robson Lowe with their growing but not so 

ubiquitous following. However, none of these 

standard catalogues are as complete in their 

recognition of sub-varieties as we should like 

them to be. We need a priced catalogue on 
Zeheri’s lines. By the way, is there to be a 
supplement to that excellent work? 

Of the 500,000 first issue ‘‘Postal Seals’’ 

of 1932 very few mint copies seem to have 

been preserved. They were duly recorded by 
the philatelic press at the time but there was 
no particular call for them: in consequence 
they were practically all used. When the 
‘Letter Seal’’ appeared in 1933 the demand 
strengthened. There are so few mint that the 
Jubilee is a common stamp compared with 
it, The ‘Delta’ price of 30/-, if somewhat 
anticipatory, is of the post-marks of the af- 
fected stations but there is little romance 
in the current ‘‘Army, Posts’’ of which it 
appears the first order was for 1,000,000. A 
3 milliéme value in olive green for next Xmas 
has already been printed and the quantity 
ordered, if my information is correct, is 5 
times the total output of the 3 issues of last 
Xmas: but 1937 is bound to see a Farouk 
design in the two values. Evidently the 
stamp-market’s interest in these issues has 
been anticipated. 

Mr. Stanley Phillips (Gibbons) recently 
proclaimed his right to be inconsistent. If 
he catalogues the ‘‘Army Posts’’ and refuses 
to catalogue the seals Ke will be exercising 
his very feminine prerogative. It is at least 
reasonable to suppose that if he did cata- 
logue the seals he would put the values so low 
as to kill speculation, but it would at least 
serve to establish them as stamps. My own

On numbers the provisional Xmas seal of 
1935 is too cheap at tos/-. Of these only 

10,000 were printed, 9,800 sold, of which 4000 

went to Mersa, it appears, the other 6,000 
to the other.stations. A considerable number 
are floating around the English market. 

The first red seal, perf. 15x 14 mint, is also 

elusive, 

I am still looking for a 1932 Xmas seal 

on cover: recently some cancelled on flaps of 
envelopes have reached me and several very 
fine first-day covers of the. Jubilee. 

Of the ‘‘Canteen Numbers’’ several are 

elusive, notably Port Said 9 and to, Abu 
Suwér II, Moascar 1, 3, 4 and 8, Cairo 21 

and 25. Moascar 7 is said to have been lost 

and no examples have been seen so far as 

I can ascertain. 

_ The recent announcement of the movements 

of troops will naturally affect the scarcity, 

they are at least worth as good a place in 

the catalogue as the Suez Canals, Lady McLeod 

(Trinidad) , La Guairas, Scifide Dawks and 

other locals to say nothing of certain early 

features which still encumber Gibbons, but 

which the present editor has not the courage 

to eliminate (Great Britain, Columbia, etc.). 

All of which rather brings us back to 

where we started, rather a wail for recogni- 

tion and a really first-class text-book. It is 

astounding that there is nothing for English 

readers more pretentious or later than Mel- 

ville’s handbook of 1914 designed for the 

very mild specialist. Numbering amongst us 

as we do three philatelic publishers, Arm- 
strong, Hurt and Robson Lowe, this scheme 
should prove practicable. The efforts of

Unrecorded types. It is quite likely that 

there are a number of types which I have 
not yet seen and so have been unable to 
illustrate. It is my intention to make my 
study as complete a check list as possible, 
so if any readers have types ‘not shown, it 
will be greatly appreciated if they will sub- 
mit cuts to ‘‘L’Orient Philatélique’’ for illu- 
stration. Or, if they prefer, they may send 
accurate tracings or the stamps bearing the
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postmarks to me for preparation of illustra- 

tions. I can assure them that any stamps 

submitted will receive the greatest care and 

will be promptly returned. If and when a 

sufficient number of unrecorded types accu- 

mulate I will prepare a supplement to my 

present work. 

Description of types. Below will be found 

remarks on the various types, numbered ac- 

cording to the illustrations. It should be not- 

ed that the period of use given is merely 

tentative, being based on the examples seen 

or reported to me, and in many cases might 

be considerably extended. In many types 

the size of letters and their spacing varies 

more or less depending on the length of the 

postoffice name. Thus, in type I-3, in the 

case of ‘‘Tanta,’’ the letters are slightly 

smaller and the inscription ‘‘Poste Vice-Reali 

Egiziane’’ is considerably more extended than 

in. the case of ‘‘Alessandria.’” I have illu- 

strated only a couple of such variations where 

I considered them of sufficient importance 

and interest. . 

DATED MARKINGS. 

TYPE I.—I have included in this group 

all postmarks inscribed ‘‘Poste Vice-Reali 

Egiziane.’’ See also the article by Dr. Byam, 

mentioned in the first paragraph of this ar- 

ticle, for remarks on this group. 

Type I-1.—This type contains the date only 

in the center. The diameter varies’ from 2 

to 28 mm. It was used by the offices in the 

Turkish Empire and the smaller offices in 

Egypt. A very similar type with slightly 

smaller letters was used before the issue of 

stamps. The period of use, to cancel stamps, 

was from early Feb. 1866, to 1869 in Egypt, 

and to 1870 in the Levant offices. 

Type I-2.—This is similar to Type [L-1 ex- 

cept for the addition of the upright numerals 

1, 2 or 3 below the date. The diameter 

varies from 27 to 28 mm. This type is known 

in Black (Cairo), blue (Cairo), and red (Cairo 

and Alexandria). It was used from 1866 to 

1869 eee:

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TYPE II.—This group includes all post- 

marks inscribed ‘‘Regie Poste Egiziane’’ and 

also those which have had the word ‘‘Regie ” 

removed, 

Type II-1.—This type was in use only a 

short time and consequently is rather rare. 

The word ‘‘Regie’’ (Royal, State) was ob- 

jected to by the authorities in Constantinople 

and it was suppressed. It was _ formerly 

thought that it was in use only during June 

and July 1869 but data has since come to 

light which extends this period. In an article 

in the January 1934 issue of the ‘'Philatelic 

Journal of Great Britain’’ an illustration is 

given of a postmark of this type: ‘‘Ismailia, 

21 Mag. 69.’” Mr. Charles Fox of New York 

recently acquired a copy of the 1 piastre of 
1867 with an incomplete postmark, on which 

the month begins with ‘‘O-’’, no doubt Oc- 

tober, and the town begins ‘‘Me-’’, probably 

one of the towns prefixed Mehallet, as the 
spacing indicates a long name. Another in- 

complete example dated 18 Mag. 69 has just 

been found, which makes the period of use, 
so far as at present known, May 18 to Oc- 
tober, 1869. Cairo and Alexandria also used 

this type. The diameter is about 274 mm. 

Type II-2.—This is the same as Type II-1 

except that, the letters are much larger and 

heavier. .The diameter is 28 mm. It is known 

only from Beni Suef. | 

Type II-3.—The postmark dies of Type 
«II-1 were evidently continued in use by re- 

moving or defacing the word ‘‘Regie.’’ Prob- 

ably this procedure was followed by the 

various offices using Type II-1 and perhaps 
Type II-2. Some of the Alexandria postmarks 

show slight traces of the word ‘‘Regie,’’ in- 

dicating that it had probably been incom- 

pletely defaced by hammering it down. The 

diameter is about 274 mm. Mr. A.S. Mac- 

kenzie-Low has examples on cover dated “'12 

Ott. 69’’ for Cairo and Alexandria but I do 

not know how long the type was continued 

in use. 

Type II-4.—This type also seems to have 

had the word ‘‘Regie’’ removed. The letters 

“V.R.’’ (Vice-Reali) would have occupied. too 

small a space to fill the blank before ‘‘Poste 

Egiziane,’’ while ‘‘Regie’’ would have fitted 

nicely into it. The question arises as to the. 

existence of this type with the word ‘‘Regie’’ 

but, so far as I know, it has not been seen. 

Possibly the order to remove the’ offending. ~ 

part of the inscription came after the post- 

mark die was partially completed and so it
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was Only issued in the form illustrated. A 
distinctive feature of this type is the large 
size of the letters in the abbreviation of the 
month. The diameter is 274 mm. outside and 

16 mm. inside. So far, it is only known used 

at ‘“‘Dardanelli’’ (Dardanelles). I believe it 

is generally, if not always, found struck in 
blue. The earliest date of which I have a 

record is Dec. 17, 1869. I have an example 

on the i piastre of 1872 which is dated ‘'76 

altho the ‘‘6’’ is rather indistinct Possibly 
it continued in use until the final closure 

of the Dardanelles postoffice about 1881. The 
Egypt Study Circle consider that my illustra- 

tion is taken from a forgery of this postmark 
and suggest the following comparison: 

Genuine: Outer circle probably 29 mm. dia- 
meter. Inner circle, 174 mm. diameter, round. 

Date, ‘'7’’ of ‘‘7o’’ with serifs. 

Forgery: Outer circle, 28 mm. diameter. 

Inner circle, 16 mm. horizontally, 17 mm. 

vertically, not an exact circle. 

Date, ‘‘7’’ without serifs and smaller than 

the genuine. Personally, I would consider 
that in the genuine postmark the final “E”’ 

of ‘‘Poste’’ would be separated from the ini- 

tial “E’’ of ‘‘Egiziane’’ by a space as in 

the other postmark types. I have seen an 
example of this type with a space between 

the ‘‘E’s’’ and it may be the genuine post- 
mark. When I have obtained sufficient data 
I shall correct my illustration. 

Type II-5.—This type also appears to have 

had the word ‘‘Regie’’ removed and the re- 

marks under Type Il-4 regarding the removal 
apply here also. The diameter is 244 to 25 

mm. outside and 144 to 15 mm. inside. It is 
only known to me used at Alexandria and 
Mansura. The significance of the word ‘‘Cas- 
sa’’ at the bottom is in doubt. It has been 
suggested that it refers to a branch office 
but this idea does not seem to be very well 
substantiated. Further information on this 
point would be welcome. The question of 
the existence of this type without ‘‘Cassa”’ 
at the bottom arises. All examples in which 
the bottom of the postmark shows on the 
stamp, which I have seen or have had report- 

ed to me, bear the inscription ‘‘Cassa.’’ I 
have noted Type II-5 used from Jan. 31, 1870 
to Dec, 22, 1873 but this period can probably 
be more or less extended.

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ziane’’ (V.R. being Vice-Reali), with the ex- 

ception of Type III-5, q.v. 

Type III-1.—This type has only the date 

in the center, the year being expressed in 

full, as ‘'1872.’’ The diameter is about 22 

mm. I only know of it used by several of 

the offices in Turkey from Sept. 1871 to 

Dec. 1872, but it was probably used much 

longer. 

Type III-2.—This is similar to Type III-1 
except that the date is given in much smaller 
figures and ‘‘TI’’ (II or III) has been added 

below the year. The diameter varies slightly 
from 22 to 224 mm. I have seen these post- 
marks dated from Dec. 1869 to Sept. 13, 
1873. 

Type IlI-3.—This is essentially the same as 
Type Ill-r except that the year date is ab- 
breviated, as ‘‘74.’’ The diameter is a little 
over 22 mm. The postmark illustrated occurs 

as a backstamp on a cover in my collection, 
sent from Constantinople to Metelino (Mete- 
lin or Mytilene).and is the only example of 

this type I have seen. 

Type IlI-4.—In this type the date is 
similar to that of Type III-3, altho in smaller 
figures, and ‘‘TI’’ (II or III) has been added 
below it. The diameter varies slightly but 
averages about 22 mm. I have examples used 
from Jan. 4, 1874 to Feb. 1880. 

Type IlI-5.—This is apparently the same 

as Type III-4 with the letters ‘‘V.R.’’ re- 

moved or defaced by damage to the post- 

mark die. The latter hypothesis seems to me 

the most logical for I fail to see any reason 

for a deliberate removal inasmuch as Type 

III-4 continued in use for such a long period; 

however, the Study Circle consider that the 

letters were deliberately removed. The dia- 

meter is 224 mm. I have seen Suez post- 

marks of this type dated from Mar. I, 1879 

to April 28, 1880, one of them struck in blue. 

Mr. A.S. Mackenzie-Low reports a _ similar 

type from ‘‘Smirne’’ (Smyrne), dated Oct. 

30, 1876. The fact that these are the only 

offices known to me using this type bears 

out my contention of accidental damage to 

the letters ‘‘V.R.”’ 

TYPE IV.—Group IV comprises all circulat 
dated postmarks inscribed ‘‘Poste Khedeuie 
(or Kedeuie) Egiziane’’ (Egyptian Khedivial 
Post). 

Type IV-1.—Only the date, with the year 
abbreviated, is inserted in the center of this 
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type. The diameter is between 244 and 25 

mm., altho there may also have been a smail- 

er size, The only examples I have come across 

are from ‘‘Siut’’ (Assiut), Massowa, (now in 

fritrea), Suakim (Sudan), and ‘‘Gedda’’ 

(Djeddah or Jidda, the port of Mecca) and 
the dates run from Dec. 8, 1873 to May 5, 
1877. Perhaps this type was generally issued 
to the territorial offices in the Sudan and 
along the Red Sea.

Type 1V-2.—This type has the year in full, 
as “1873, ahd “‘Tl’’ (II or IL) below it. 
It is smaller in size, about 23 mm., and is 
known in black and bright blue. Alexandria 
is the only office I have seen but it was 
probably used by others, altho it seems rather 
scarce even for Alexandria. I have only noted 
examples dated.

Another one has a series 
of fine vertical bars ia place of the abbre- 
viated town name and possibly filling the 
whole center of the postmark. 

TYPES VI and VII.—All circular postmarks 
with French inscriptions have been included 
in these groups; that is, those which were 
placed in use before 1880. On January 1,1877 
Italian was replaced as the official language 
by French and Arabic. For some reason, 
postmarks bearing French inscriptions did not 
apparently come into general use until after 
1850. The examples illustrated are the only 
ones known to me and they are all from Alex- 
andria, altho there probably were other types 
in use by other towns, such as Cairo. Per- 
haps the reason for not adopting them more 
generally before 1880 was a sense of eco- 
nomy. The old dies may have been replaced 
only as they became worn out or as special 
types for new postal services were required. 
It would be interesting to obtain postmarks 
dated between Jan. 1, 1877 and 1880, of new 
offices opened during this period to seve if 
they bear inscriptions in French. 

TYPE VI.—This group contains all circular 
dated postmarks inscribed ‘‘Postes Egyptien- 
nes’’. The town name is also in the French 
rendering. 

Type VI-r1.—The horizontal lines above and 
below the date at once distinguish the 
French’ types from all those with Tialian 
inscriptions. The diameter of this one is al- 
most 224 mm. The dates noted run from 
Dec. 14, 1878 to Mar. 17, 1870. 

Type VI-2.—This type is almost identical 
with Type VI-1 except for its larger size and 
the addition of ‘“‘TI’’ (II, III, and higher?). 
The diameter is between 264 and 27 mm. 

TYPE VII.—This group is made up of du- 
plex markings in which the obliterator is at- 
tached to the circular postmark. Normally 
the postmark falls on the envelope and the 
obliterator on the stamp.

The 

Study Circle state that there is no evidence 

of their use as duplex obliterators with any 

of the circular dated postmarks (or other 

markings). 

Type B-1.—This obliterator.is a rhombus 

of 8x diamond shaped dots and is familiarly 

known as the “‘retta.’’ It invariably appears 

in black, at least on the early issues. From 

Jan. 1, 1866 to about July 1866 it served to 

cancel the stamps, while postmarks of Type 

II were applied to the envelope alongside it. 

The ‘‘retta’’ is also found on the later stamps, 

including the De La Rue issues. Its use here 

is less clear but it was probably used on let- 

iers arriving from places without a postoffice. 

TYPE C.—AIl markings bearing a star and 

crescent im the center are included here. These 

may be official markings, Type C-3 evidently 

is. 

Type C-1.—The significance of this type has 

not been determined as it has not been found 

on cover. The diameter is 28 mm. outside 

and 18 mm. inside. Dr. Byam notes Desuk 

as having used it. I have heard of an ap- 

parently similar type used by Kafer-Dawar, 

altho only ‘‘Pos-’’ of the top inscription 

shows.

Type C-2.—This type was reported to me 

by M. Gabriel Boulad and is the only example- 

known to me.

Fake postmarks, There are a number of 

fake markings which will probably be taken 
up in a study of forgeries of the stamps at a 
later date. A common type of fake oblitera- 
tion is composed of a group of large square 
dots. In the genuine “‘retta,’’ Type B-1, the 
dots are small and diamond shaped. There 
is a fake circular dated postmark, also fairly 
common, which I might mention here, It is 
a single circle, 274 mm. in diameter, inscribed 
Poste Vice-Reali Egiziane’’ at the top and 
Alessandria’ at the bottom. The date is 
placed vertically through the center and reads 
upwards, the month being abbreviated in two 
letters, as ‘‘FE.”’ This arrangement of the 
date at once distinguishes it from all genuine 
types. 
TYPE S-C.—The Study Circle consider this 

to be a Suez Canal Co. marking so it will 
probably be discussed in the study dealing 
with the Canal Company’s stamps. Due to its 
usé on Egyptian stamps I have illustrated it 
here but shall not enter into a discussion of 
it. This type also occurs with ‘‘KIL. 35’’ 
(Kilometre 35) or ‘‘KIL. 83’’ (Kilometre 83) 
in place of ‘‘Chantier VI.’’

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FORGERIES OF THE 1924 
OFFICIALS 

Mr. E.F. Hurt writing for the ‘Philatelic 
Magazine’ of August 21st last draws atten- 
tion to what he believes to be forgeries of 
the overprint. In the forgeries the ‘mim’ 
of “‘Amiri’’ is a blot, the two dots under the 
medial ‘‘ya’’ are amorphous instead of dia- 
mond-shaped and there are two types of 
‘hamza’ differing in shape from the genuine. 
The dimensions of the forgeries differ from 
the genuine but then, as Mr. Hurt doubtless 
knows, there are various settings of the ge- 
nuine, also differing in length. The absence 
of the large final ‘ya’ in a sheet might itself 
be sufficient to condemn it as a forgery. II- 
lustrations are given in the article. 

EGYPTIAN VARIETIES

Stamps print- 
ed both sides are found as early as 1866 and 
may he regarded as printer’s waste but they 
are no less popular on that account.

Stanley Gibbons’ Priced Catalogue of the 
Stamps of the World. 1987 Edition. 1816 
pages. Price 15/- net. (Stanley Gibbons, 
Ltd., 391, Strand, London, W.C.2.) 

The Silver Jubilee stamps of our late King 

started the biggest boom stamp collecting has 

ever known and, though it is sixteen months 

since those phenomenally popular issues ap- 

peared, the boom goes on and is, in fact, 

still increasing in intensity. Stamp dealers 

all over the world have been overwhelmed 

with business and this is only the beginning, 

for they are confidently expecting an even 

more hectic period next spring, when the 

Empire stamps of the new reign begin to 

appear. 

The new stamp season has opened officially 

with the publication of the standard phila- 

telic reference book, the Stanley Gibbons Cata- 

logue for 1937.

A MUSICIAN'S STAMP 

  

  

Brazil has struck a new note in the phila- 

telic world by using as a design ten bars of 

music. The new stamp, face value 700 reis, 

commemorates the centenary of Carlo Gomes, 

a native of Brazil, born 11th July 1836 (some 

say 1839). He received his musical training 

at Milan where he produced several operettis, 

returning at long last to his native country 

to take up the post of director of the Para 

Conservatoire but died before he could enter 

upon his duties. 
“Il Guarany,’’ the work quoted, was com- 

posed in 1870, and was apparently not his 

best effort: with the aid of a glass the music 

can be copied and will be found to be a 

rendering into piano score of the conclusion 

of some heroic episode in the opera. It 1s 

marked ‘‘Andante grandioso marcato,’’ four 

bars being practically identical except for 

pitch, and passes from F sharp minor through 

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

major and presumably to calm following the 
storm. 

The stamp is roughly perforated, very wide 
gauge, on thick paper and the watermark is 
a single coat of arms covering the whole sheet. 
Apart from its novelty it is less impressive 
than a portrait superimposed upon a _ sug- 
gestion of the score would have been. The 
stamp retails at 7 pence (14 c.). 

This 700 reis has been issued also in brown: 
two stamps of 300 reis denomination in rouge 
and sepia respectively, bearing a cameo of 
the composers profile are also available. These 
latter are in rhomboid form, 50 to the sheet, 
with an ornamental blank rectangle in the 
centre of each sheet. The margins bear a 
reproduction of the post-master’s signature 

and the watermark, as stated for the music-
