like Type 2, two stamps had to be used to 

show the complete overprint. 

Articles on the above overprints — which 

were used on the ‘‘Penasson” (1872) — ‘‘Bou- 

lac” (1875) — ‘‘De la Rue” (1879) etc. — 

‘appear to be few and far between, This may 

be explained because the exact significance of 

the ‘‘after departure’ is not clear, or because 

stamps bearing these overprints are compara- 

tively scarce, and covers—which would prob- 

ably give the necessary explanation—are un- 

known, or at any rate extremely rare. Having 

had the opportunity of examining a fairly 

representative collection of these stamps, 1 

thought it might interest your readers to fur- 

nish them with a few details, however incom- 

plete, so that others might come forward and 

supplement. the information given. 

In the well-known Mackenzie Low cata- 

logue these stamps are listed under the head- 

ing of “Post Offices abroad,’’? and it is not 

quite clear why they come under this classi- 

fication, as postmarks of Cairo, Alexandria, 

Minieh, etc. are known, which prove they were 

also used in Egypt. On the other hand I 
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have not come across one ‘‘used abroad.’’ In 
the same catalogue they are described as 
“Dopo la Partenza”’ followed by ‘Too late,’’ 
which presumably is the same as ‘‘Late fee,’’ 
signifying that an extra fee was paid in order 
to catch a certain mail, after it had been 
closed to correspondence in the normal way. 
The same theory was held by Mr, R. Sey- 
mour Blomfield in his article on ‘‘The Postal 
Markings of Egypt” in the “‘O.P.”’ of Oct. 

1936. 
However, there is also the opinion that no 

such facility as ‘“‘Late fee’’ existed in Egypt 
at that time, and that ‘‘Dopo la Partenza’’ 
was placed on the stamp or envelope to indi- 
cate that the letter had missed the mails, or 

| was posted “‘after departure,’’ thus preventing 
the possibility of a claim for delay on eventual 

| arrival at destination. This explanation is 
logical, particularly as foreign departures were 
not so frequent as at present. 

  

   

    

                                                          

   

Nevertheless, there are arguments against 

this theory. On all the stamps examined — 
particularly Type 1 — the ‘‘Dopo la Partenza”’ 
is nearly always well centred, and the im- 
pressions (Hand-made) clearly and neatly ap- 
plied, so it appears that this was aot a hur- 

ried last-minute operation, but was done in 
advance, and on complete sheets at a time. 
Moreover, if we agree that the overprint was 

to prove that letters were posted ‘‘too late” 

to catch a certain mail, why: was the hand- 
stamp not applied on the letter only, which 
would have been much quicker than on each 

individual stamp, and would have acIneved the 

same object. 

Again, on all the stamps I have seen, the 
postmark is over the overprint, and had the 
latter been specifically used to indicate letters 

had lost the post, the reverse would have 
probably happened, viz.: ‘‘Dopo la Fartenza’’ 

would have been over the postmark, as this 
hand-stamp would have been the last to be 
used, and after the cancellation of the stamp 

by the usual postmark. 

One pair (De la Rue 1879) shows ‘‘Recom- 

mandé’’ with date on the postmark, the latter 

being over the overprint. Now, with a Regis- 

tered Letter, one of the first operations is to 

obliterate the stamps, so it would appear that 

the ‘‘Dopo la Partenza’’ was placed on the 
stamp in advance, which would again support 

the theory that this particular marking was 

a “Too late’’ fee. 

On the later issues (Types 2 and 3), the 

| nd-stamp was of such a length that a pair 
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of stamps was necessary to carry the complete 
Overprint, or in other words, about double the 
size of the stamp used on Type rt. This new hand-stamp may have been enlarged to eco- 
nomise time, as it naturally follows that if 
same was double the size a sheet of stamps 
could be Over-stamped in half the time as 
compared with the previous smaller stamp. 

Another Stamp I examined bore the post- 
mark ‘'Poste K.E. Direzione Locale” with 
the Star and Crescent, which was placed over 
the “Dopo la Partenza.’’ Now, letters bearing 
these postmarks are generally considered to 
have been used for official correspondence, 
and it seems far more logical that the Govt. 
Dept. should have maintained a stock of these 
stamps, prepared in advance, than that the 
Post Office employee should have afterwards 
marked “‘Dopo la Partenza’’ on the stamp to 
prove letters had missed the mails. Moreover, 
as mentioned above, the ‘‘Dopo la Partenza’’ 
was undoubtedly placed on the stamp before 
the special Govt. postmark. 

There is also the possibility that at Alexan- 
dria there was a special Post Office on the 

quays where these stamps were sold after the 

regular mails had been sealed. This would 

enable the public to post up to the last mi- 

nute, the letters in question being collected 

and delivered on board just prior to sailing. 

This, however, would not explain postmarks 

of Cairo and other towns in Egypt, unless 

they had similar post-offices on the train, 

which the appearance of ‘‘Départ’” on some 

of the postmarks would seem to indicate. 

The conclusion is that the stamps them- 

selves were made for a special purpose, and 

prepared in advance, and that they were not 

just accidentally overprinted at the last mi- 

nute to prove letters had missed the post. 

Further, in practice they served the purpose 

of a ‘‘Too late fee,’’ although not officially 

termed same, because of the possibility they 

were sold without extra charge.

It will be observed that more values were 

dealt with than in any of the other printings. 

This is the only case in which the over- 

print was not made direct from original type. 

From the varieties detailed below it is clear 

that it was set up in a block of 25 (5%*5) and 

reproduce: four times to form the actual 

“winting plate of 100. 

I am inclined to think that this printing 

was made first for two reasons, (a) it con- 

tains all the values save, of course, the 50 

milliemes and (b) the printing plate was pre- 

pared by the same method as that adopted 

for the previous issue (S.G. Nos. 0.22-25). 

Dr. Byam’s theory that it was made from 

the bottom left hand corner of Printing ““B” 

cannot quite be reconciled with the “Dots 

missing” varieties on No. 54 of that printing. 

Yet it is a remarkable coincidence that stamps 

93 and 94 of both Printings “B’ and = 

shew similar varieties in the same pane po- 

sition. 

The characteristic varieties are. 

(a) Faint stop after “M”, sometimes near- 

ly invisible on the upper half of the pane. 

Occurs on stamps 43, 48, 93 and 98 (Figs. 

XV and XVI). 

It is not difficult to differentiate between 

either of these four stamps and No. 93 of 

Printing “B” provided one has sufficient ma- 

terial for comparison. The ideal piece is a 

pair containing this variety and the one des- 

cribed next, as the break or gap on the next 

stamp proves its printing. There is a choice 

of four pairs, viz., 43/4, 48/9, 93/4, or 98/9.

Failing one of these pairs, singles can be 

identified despite the fact that the variety 

does not manifest itself in exactly the same 

degree on each of the four stamps. 

On stamp 93 of Printing “B"’ the tip of 

the first “ta’’ in the bottom line (12) is 

straight whereas it is bent to the right on 

Stamps 43, 48, 93 and 98 of this printing. 

There are three values common to both 

printings, 4, 5 and 15 milhemes (0.33). 

The values appearing in one printing only 

might to taken as guides when. classifying 

singles of a value common to both printings. 

(b) The Arabic character with two dots 

above it (ta-12) about the middle of the bot- 

tom line should be joined at the foot to its 

neighbour on the right (ya-11r). 

In this variety there is a gap of over 1/2 

millimetre and the length of the whole of the 

line of overprint is correspondingly longer 

Occurs on stamps 44, 49, 94 and 99 (Figs. 

XV and XVI). 

(c) The dots on the left of the bottom 

line (dots below the final ya-17) are about 

3/4 m.m. below the normal level. Occurs on 

stamps 44, 49, 94 and 99 (Figs. XV and 

XVI). 

Single copies of the varieties described un- 

der (b) and (c) are, of course, identified by 

the gap described under (b) which is peculiar 

to the printing. 

(d) The dots mentioned in (c) above are 

small or faint, the variety is more noticeable 

on the upper half of the pane, not a pro- 

nounced variety and hardly worth mention. 

Occurs on stamps 34, 39, 84 and 89g (Figs. 

XV and XVI). 

(e) The second vertical character in the 

lowest line (lam-8) is defective towards the 

top. Occurs on stamp 8 (Fig. XVI). 

(f) The third vertical character in lowest 

line (lam-g) is defective at the base. Occurs 

on stamp 9 (Fig. XVI). 

As the varieties (e) and (f) are not repeat- 

ed they may be ascribed to damage to the 

printing plate. I have not seen these two va- 

rieties on stamps of the 5 milliemes value 

(Fig. XV) so the defect cannot be due to 

faulty casting. 

On No, 27 there is a gap in the horizontal 

line connecting “hah’’ with “kaf”’ (2 and 3)- 

The break varies in each value and is most 

apparent in the 5 milliemes value (Figs. XV 

and XVI).

Age a year ago the writer acquired 
an extremely interesting block (3x 3) 

of this ‘issue and these notes are writ- 

ten at the President’s suggestion in order that 

collectors who may become possessors of other 

stamps from the same sheet will know how 

the variety was caused, 

As will be seen from the illustration it would 

be impossible to explain the varying abnor- 

malities by a study of a single specimen only. 

It will be recalled that the stamp was issued 

in sheets of 200, arranged in two vertically 

disposed panes of 100 (10X10), and was overt- 

printed without being divided into panes and 

without removal of any of the margins. The 

sheet illustrated was accidentally folded or 

pleated during, or just before, the operation. 

The two creases of the original, wedge-shaped 

pleat run diagonally upwards to the right from 

the North-West corner of the first stamp in 

the third row of the lower pane (No. 121) 

and from the letter ‘‘I’’ of the word ‘‘FIVE” 

on the stamp above (No. 111) and nearly 

meet at about the centre of the sixth stamp in 

the first row of the lower pane (No. 106). 

When the sheet came into final contact with 

the printing stone the upper portion was pul- 

‘ed over to the left as a result of the fold. 

The consequence was that the first stamp of 

  

each of the first three rows (Nos. tT, f2 and 

21) received no overprint. The remaining 
stamps in the first vertical column, as far 
down as the stamp on which the fold origi- 
nated (No. 111), received the overprint in a 
successively increasing degree, €.¢:, the “O* 

of “'O.H.H.5."" appears in the south-east cor- 
ner of No. 31—actually this ‘‘O’’ belongs to 
No. 41. There are further complications as 
the perforatious tore vertically between the 

third and fourth and the seventh and eighth 

vertical columns as they could not withstand 

the strain thrown upon them by the folded 

sheet under pressure. Had they not torn the 

sheet would have crumpled generally. There 

is an oOverprint in the right margin which 

gradually works over to the left towards the 

bottom of the upper pane. Except for seven 

stamps the overprint on the lower pane is 

normal. 

At first glance one might be inclined to 

class this variety with that of the 2 mils. on 

3 mils. recently described in these pages, but 

the two varieties have nothing in common— 

except the date of issue! 

The sheet was issued in the normal course 

and there is no question that the variety 1s 

genuine; in other words it was not made for 

collectors,

N the introduction of 

some sort of a _ teést-coil become ne- 

cessary and it seems that Harrisons pro- 

duced a special design in green on G.V.R. 

paper, perforated as the normal stamps pro- 

bably a combination of a couple of proof de- 

signs, which has been irreverently termed “a 
poached egg’’. On the visit of the Bromley 

and District Philatelic Society to the local 

post-office for a lecture by the postmaster one 

of these coilamachines was demonstrated and 

we each appropriated some as souvenirs. Here 

is my loot, kindly illustrated for you by our 

editor. 
It appears also that one coil machine was 

established leaving the test-coil in it with the 

result that numbers of the public received 

these in exchange for their half-pence and 

pennies. The story goes that on this account 

the use of these labels as stamps had to be 

authorized. It would have been simpler to 

have authorised their exchange for stamps 

but that would have necessitated a circular 

notice to every post-office. Some covets have 

recently come on offer upon which the post- 

master has written his authorisation and 

such covers as curios are likely to have a 

fabulous value when their history has been 

definitely -estab'ished but it is quite unlikely 

that they wil! be given catalogue status. 

There is so much in specialised philately that 

is outside the catalogues. 

In their mint state they have, as already 

been stated, been given away: consequently 

the Post Office does not value them as stamps. 

To attempt to use them to-day would be fu- 

tile they would not be cancelled and any 

letter so franked would be taxed. I recently 

attempted without success to get our local 

post-master to “wangle’’ me a coil.
