Un réglement du 7 Février 1870, publié &
l'occasion de 'ouverture du Canal de Suez,
qui avait eu lien I'année pricédente, presenit
que les Jettres et dépiches, seront enfermees
dans une bolfe et désinfectées par le dégage-
ment du chlore (et nor pas du soufre), sans
ifre percées,

L réglement suivaat, du 7 Fevrier 1879,
maintient que la purification des correspon-
dances se fera par le chlore et dispose que
les lettres de provenance cholérique ne se-

Logro

ront pas percées,

[l semble que c'est en l'année 1888 seule-
ment que la désinfection des lettres a cessé
{étre pratiquée en Foypte, en méme temps
que celle de la plupart des marchandises.

Par ailleurs il est & noter que 1'Adminis-
tration Egyptienne n'y jamais apposé sur les
lettres désinfectées un cachet ou une estam-
pille quelconque, de sorte qu'on ne trouve
trace de rien de semblable dans les vieilles
lettres ayant passé par 1'Egypte. La seule
race de desinfection que j'ai constatée se
rouve sur une lettre partie de Beyrouth pour
Alexandrie Je 5 Octobre 1849 et arrivée dans
cette dermeére ville le 7 du méme mois, ou
clle a été percée par une lame fine, Cette
léttre porte les cachets de la poste francaise
de ces deux villes,

A défaut d'aufres traces, j'ai trouvé dans
des lettres ayant circulé en Bgypte en l'an-
née 1865 des allusions & la terrible épidémie

de choléra qui dévasta alors I'Egypte et plus
particuliérement Alexandrie (on dit que cette
ville perdit ln moitié de ses habitants). C'est
ainsi qu'une lettre Ju 2 Juillet 1865 dit que

craint qu'elle n'atteigne 1'Europe. Une autre
lettre, de la collection de Mr. Abdel Gawad
Bl Ghazali, datée du 5 Juillet 1865 donne des
détails sur les effets du mal & Mansoura;
elle dit que la veille i} y avait eu 38 déoes
ot mémes 48, d'apts certaines rumeurs. Il
est curieux de constater que dans ces deux
lettres, ainsi que dans une troisiéme datée
du 23 Aoilt 1865, le rédacteur, qui érit en
itabe, ne mentionne as le choléra par son
nom: 1l Uappelle &oldl  ce qui veut dire
« U'tvénement »,  On dirait que le rédactenr
évitait de prononcer ou d'éerire le nom du

1867 par l'inauguration du nouveau
service d'escale des beteaux-poste des Messa-
geries Impémiales de la ligne Marseille-Alexan-
drie-Smyrne, C'est le hatean « Le Volga |
qui, parti d'Alexandrie le 17 juin i 2 heures
du soir et arrivé 4 Port-Said Je 18 & 'aube,
naugura le nouveau service postal réoulier.

Il fut attribué 4 ce bureau postal un
« timbre oblitérant » constitué par les chif-
Ires 5129 dispesés au milien d'un « losang
arme de pointes coniques destinées & pénétrer
lo papier et y laisser des traces qui empi-
chent le lavage et le double emploi des figu-
rines », Ces chiffres représentaient le numé-
10 d'ordre de ce bureau dans la nomenclatur
postale et mesuraient 7 m/m. de hauteur. Ce
tvpe de cachet fut nfilisé jusqu'en 1876

Les différents spécialistes qui ont étudic
ces oblitérations, notamment MM. M. Langlois
¢ L. Francois (Les Oblitérations des Bu-
teaux Hrancais & |'Etranger) et EI. Hurt
(The Postal Markings of the French Post Of-
fices in Egypt — Stuly IT of the Egypt Study
Circle, London) ont découvert et classifi
trois types différents de ce cachet.

Un de mes collegues de burean dont le
grand=pere, Mr, Thévenet était en 1867 agent
e fa poste et du télégraphe de la Compagnic
du Canal de Suez 3 Ismailia, puis en 1868
agent du méme service & Port-Said, vient de
me soumettre le' « timbre oblitérant » méme
dont s éfait servi son prand-pere lorsqu'il éait
i Port-Said. Ce collbgue n'est pas du tou
collectionneur et ne s'y entend pas du tout en
philatélie, c'est toutvd fait par hasard qu'i
1 646 ammene & me parler et 4 me montrer ce
cachet,

J'en ai pris quelques empreintes et j'ai cons-
taté avee surprise quelles différaient en plu-
sieurs pomts avee les {rois types jusqu'alors
ctablis; dans son ensemble elle se rapproche
du rer type (6 T de MM, M. Tanglois et L.

example of this is provided by the 5 mils

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“No Control,” The existence of the defect
ou Stamp 35, “No Confrol,” links this
“Controll” with Types A and B (and, per-
baps, C) and the absence of the other defect
from Stamp 53, “No Control,” is puzeling,
If one could see compiete sheets of the other
types of this value it might be possible to
solv the puazle.
