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The "ESTERO" STAMPS OF ALY AND

WHERE THEY

WERE USED"

I—~THE STAMPS.

OR many years previous to 1874 the
ordinary postage stamps of Italy were
on sale at, and were used for the pre-

payment of postage from, various offices
established by the Italian Post Office within
the ternfory of certain foreign States, e.g.
Tunisia and Egypt. It was found, however,
that the varying rates of exchange permitted
an opening for speculation and that a lucrative
traffic was, in fact, being carried on at the
expense of the Italian Post Office. To coun-
teract this traffic the Ifalian Government
decided to 1ssue special stamps for use at its
foreign post offices which would not be avail-
able for the prepayment of postage in Italy.
This decision was announced by the following
Decreei—

(Translation)

“Victor Emmanuel, by the Grace of God
and the Will of the Nation, King of Ifaly.

“At the instance of Our Minister for Public
Works, we have decreed and do decree as
follows:—

“Article 1. For franking correspondence
posted in the boxes of the Italian post offices
now existing, or which may be established,
in foreign countries, there are created special
postage stamps of the same values as those
at present in use.

“Article 2.~These postage stamps will be
distinguished from those in circulation in the
interior of the Kingdom by the ormaments in
the comers and by the word 'ESTERO
[foreign], printed in black in the centre.

“Article 3.—The present Decree shall come

itto force on 15t January, 1874, and from
that date correspondence despatched by the
Italian post offices abroad which is franked
with postage stamps of any other nature wil
be regarded as if it were not franked.

“We ordain that the present Decree, duly
Sealed with the Seal of the State, be inscribed
in the official records of the laws and decrees
of the Kingdom of Italy, and we command
all whom it may concern to obey and cause
it to he obeyed,

“Given at Rome the 18th December, 1873.
VICTOR EMMANUEL
SPAVENTA,"

Apart from the overprint—"ESTERO"—
the stamps differed, as mentioned in the
Decree, from those issued for use in Italy i
that certain parts of the designs were removed
to give the stamps for the foreign offices a
distinctive appearance.

read w dozen philatelic journals and may
POSSERs a5 much or perhaps even more in-
‘ormation about stamps than the dealer him-
self, it is nevertheless a common fnstinct with-
in mankind that they like to talk leisurely
about things that inferest them—and parti-
Cularly about their hobbies which are quite
apart from the harder and harsher afipects
and the more compelling factors connected
with our workaday lives,

The stamp dealer who fails to recognize the
aforementioned factors and who fails to take
tme to courteously and cheerfully converse
With customers, imparting information and
isplayinig stamps that are of interest, is not
going to have a very long or profitable bu-
siness in the philatelic game, Dealers must
tecognize that collectors, when out ‘hunting
stamps' or perhaps out ‘hunting only phila-
lelic conversation, contact ~information and
friendshis, are out, more or less, on a picnic
party, They want cheerfulness; they want
pleasant talk and genuinely {nendly talk; they
want, in other words, philatelic fun, And
what is furthermore the amateur collectors
will demand this, If one particular depler
can't or doesn't supply these needs, the ama-
teur collectors will hunt out, en masse, the
dealer or dealers who de.

The real role of a stamp dealer is a unique
one, It should be one of the most pleasant.
His customers are always n their best, friend-
liest and most spirited wioods when they call
on hi If, therefore a stamp dealer isn't
an expert in human and personal relation-
ships or pretty close to that, he 13 going to
have o miserable time keeping his doors open.
(i this case, he can ran around the comer
and find his previous would-be customers all
hoddled in the shop of a dealer who does
know these things and who pmrticm these
things.

Many a new and prospective collector has
lmd his early hapes and aspirations at phil-

THE LATE FRED J. MELVILLE.

The death on 12th Jenuary last of Mr.
