Thirty-seven vears ago he joied us and it was not long before it was realised
what an uncommonly fortunate appointment his had been, Master of all trades con-
nected with printing and photography, an artist and a draughtsman, he provided
fountain of knowledge, broad, deep and growing which was placed ungrudgingly af
the service of all—and during this last war thev liave been many—who cane to consult
him, '

To his natural taste in design he added an educated power of execution and this
happy umion bore fruit m many a bond and banknote, stamp and calendar, hook
llustration and illuminated horder, One of his early and most suceessful designs was
that for the forst postage stamps of the new Kingdom of the Hijaz in 1916, When
reminiseing he dwelt with pride on the period when he was seconded to the Royal
Navy and served m Malta during the first great War, Old-fashioned enough to quote
Ruskin, he was sufficiently up to date to keep his department well to the fore in
making use of the latest of the evershining processes of map and stamp production.

Long ago he was a willing and a powerful ally in a departmental struggle that
was waged against the timid idea that field maps should not be published as they were
drawn bt should he held in reserve for the later—usually very much later—conipi-
lation of small scale general maps of Fgypt. That Dattle was won and in CONSeuence
it the ontbreak of the recont war Fgypt and her ally found that fo per cent of her
million square kilometres had not only heen acenrately surveved hut that the maps
were immediately available to the “public,” in this case the British Amiy, Five million
copies of maps and charts rolled from his presses during the War—a total that many
seen fivial to those “in the know” bt sufficiently fmpressive to the outside world
For these services e was awarded the 0.B.T.

There can he no doubt that for the
specialist most stamp issues with over-
prints present quite a special attraction.
He is usnally the fiest to discover an ab-
normality or a variety in the overprint, to
stiedy the make up of the sheet and to
detect the method by which the overprint
i made, lithography, typography, stereo-
type, clectrotype, ete,

This was the case also with our over-
printed issues which, as everyone knows,
were guite numerous, [ndeed, who amongst
Pgyptian  collectors of stamps was not
faseinated by the interesting articles on
averprints by Mackenzie Low, Byam, Doug
las McNeille, Smyth, Dazzi and so many
others published i the Journal of the Phi-
latelic Soeiety of Egypt.

All neweomers to the art of specialisation
begin, without exception, by studying the
writings of these pioneers, When at last
the intricacies of the subject have been
mastered it hecomes their ambition to ar-
range their own treasures according to the
accepted classifications, How many amongst
them have to battle agamst discouragement
caused pactly by the difficulty of the sub-
ject and frequently by lack of material.
However, as a result of thei elfort some
qucceed i discovering still other perm-
nent varieties and a few lucky ones may
even have the good fortune to identify
same unknown printing.
