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THE FIRST CAIRO PHILATELIC EXHIBTION 1046

by Dr. W, BYAM

Much of the snccess which the exhibition undoubtedly achieved nust be abtributed
to the personal efforts of Thrahim Chaftar and it is with particular pleasure that
wo learn he was created Bey by His Majesty, King Faronk in recognition of his
services to philately in Tgypt.  We, in England, wonld like to offer him our congra-
tulations and send him our thanks for the manner in which he has added to our
knowledge. i

It is with sincere regrets that T lave studied the admivable catalogue of the
exhibition, as its pages conjure up a feast for those mterested in the stamps and
postal history of Tigypt and yet leave so many tantalising gaps for students, like
mysel?, who were unable to be in Cairo during the early days of March. To read that
Frnest Kehr exhibited a “selection of forty pages from a collection of 22 volumes
on which are mounted veal rarities of all phases of Egyptian postal history” then
to be told an exemple of the Marc Pourpe air eachet was included, ag also a Swiss-
Fevptian combination cover, makes it chvions that only those who visited the exhi-
hition can know what new data were brought to light Nevertheless a study of the
cataloguie should not be without profit to the memners of the Circle in charge of our
various Studies and T therefore propose to draw attention to items T have moted
which suggest they reveal information of value, and T would invite our members
to engage in correspondence with the owners of the specimens which may help to
elucidate our problems if more exact details about them can be obtained.

The exhibit by the Survey Department of Egypt must have been one of the
most. instructive, as it showed in detail, and with clarity all the steps hy which the
photogravure stamps are now being produced,—the drawings, phote-originals, master
negatives and positives, progressive prints, scrcens, proof sheets and issued stamps.
We Must rely on Douglas McNeille to see that this knowledge hecomes available for
our hook and, as his collaborator, Gordon Ward con he trusted at onco to take up
the quest on behalf of the Editorial Committee,

The documents loaned by the Bevptian Postal Administration were of no less
importance, as they tell the tale of the inception of the first issue of adhesives,
Tneluded is a lotter trom Muzzi, dated 7 Juin 1864, written to the Khedive Tsmail
proposing tha issue of adhesives for franking pnrposes Thi is f followed by one
dated 10 Avril 1865, from the Minister of Public Works. instructing Muazi to proceed
with the project. Detals of the stamps printed appear in a letter from Pellas, Doc-
ments giving the postal rates for corvesnondence and for printed matter furnish
tnfarmation which na loneer need he songht from the studv of such early letters as
wa possess.
