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A reprint of a Commentary or

Egypt’s First Philatelic Exhibition

Those whose good fortune it was fo visit the First Philatelic Exhibition
at Cairo eld from 28th February to 8th March 1046 in the magnificent setting
0f the Palace of the Royal Agricultural Society under the ausnices of fhe
Société des Amis de I'Art must have immediately sensed the perfection of ifs
arrangements in the exceptionally elegant setting used for the occasion,

As might well be imagined the Egyptian Philatelic Society, and the Egypt
Study Circle selected the best leaves from their albums for display. First and
fnrgmost.there were the overwhelming collections of Monsieur Albert Ceysens
whlph without hesitation were awarded the Grand Prize of Egynt. This genial
exhibitor was not satisfied with only displaying the wealth of his Egyptian
and Sudan collections; there was scarcely a section in which he was not
prominently represenfed. In the circumstances it is little wonder that the
Jury awarded him three gold and one silver gilt medals, The fast was for his
displays of the Belgian Congo and Ruanda Arundi,

Ar}y account of this Exhibition that did not give special mention fo the
co[lechon of Egypt and a lot of remarkable covers displayed by Mrs, Gracie
Wissa of Alexandria would be incomplete, This exhibit won, apart from the

8old Jﬂlﬂedal, the Cup presented by the Belgian Government Commissioner
eneral,

Maitre Gabriel Boulad of Alexandria and Captain Douglas McNeille were
also awarded gold medals for their valuable exhibits. The latter owns rich
collections among which particularly worthy of mention is a specialised one
of Great Britain.

Mr. Alfieris whose great experience the Jury were happily inspired fo
enlist must have felt pleased to witness the number of enthusiasts of the
stamps of Greece that he had created. In this section Gold Medals were
awarded to Mr. Nicolas Dimitriou of Alexandria and to Mr, Nicolas Garas
of Athens, the latter in the category of dealers. Mrs. Hilda Fresco and Mr.
Jean Choremi also won Gold Medals, while Major Maurice de Termes—in
thet‘face of hot competition—was awarded the Gold Medal for the Air Mail
section,

limited in scope owing to the restrictions of Air travel, but what was there

Karlsruhe in 1865, as the government of Baden wished {o aseertain whether
the intended order for the printing of envelopes could be given to him, The
CSSay was produced by Eberle with the printing material of the Prussian
Government Press, which had been used for fhe manufacturing of the first
Isstie of envelopes, Subsequently, Eberle received the order (the so-called
Karlsruher Edition), But no values of 18 (and 12) Kreuzer were used

Eberle's Essay s distinguished from the ealier envelopes of the same
value Dy its stamp being in the right instead of the leit upper corner and
that it s carmine instead of orangered, The Wassermann piece previously
mentioned was in his possession according to Lindenberg's Monograph on
«The Envelopes of Baden», which was published in the nineties of the last
century, It appears that it had been acquired by Wassermann fiity years before,
It 15 said that he paid 1.000 Marks for it, a price which is comparatively low
considering that even the unused original envelopes of normal size were
Valued at 600 Marks, the large sized one at 1000 Marks, whilst used envelopes
are unsurpassable in rarity, The used envelope of 18 Kr., for example. yielded
t auction the price of 2.000 Marks, the unique used 12 Kr, large size, even
a00 Marks. The used large size of 18 Kr. is unknown,

A decision was also taken, obliging senders of correspondence to affix adhesives,
when same became available, to letfers or papers

Post offices were ordered fo convey corréspondence even if insufficiently franked,
and this in order fo give the public the opportunity to make use of the adhesive stamps.

If a lelter was franked with adhesives representing half of the ordinary dues, the
receiver of the letter was made to pay the difference of postage, without any surcharge.

If the adhesives did not represent at least half of the postal rate, the receiver was
charged double of the shorfpaid postage.

A year after the introduction of adhesive stamps, letters insufficiently franked,
were returned to senders within Greece if known; otherwise correspondence was
destroyed after a lapse of 6 months. This fook place in Greece proper, as postal
bureaux abroad continued to affix shortpaid postage on all correspondence, and col-
lected the difference from receivers. By a Greek Royal decree datéd 23/10/1867, it was
stipulated, that payment of postage was optional for correspondence fo Greek postal
offices to Alexandria and other bureaux abroad (Levant) conditional that such cor-
respondence was carried by ships of the Lloyd Triestino Navigation Co, On the other
hand correspondence handed over fo Greec postal bureaux abroad without adhesive
stamps was accepted, but the dues were paid by reeeivers, This order of things was
abolished on the 30/12/1868 by a Royal decree, which stipulated that senders of letfers
were expected fo affix adhesives to the correct amount, on the covers,

Postage due stamps of several denominations were infroduced on the 27/9/1872.
Prior to that date the ordinary adhesives were used as postage due stamps.

By a Greek Royal decree dated 23/10/1866, postage for letters carried by the Lloyd
Triestino Navigation Co. was fixed as follows' to Levant ports: letters 40 Lepta = for 15
grammes weight,

Letters weighing over 15 grammes 80 Lepla up to 30 grammes.
Samples carried by post 15 Lepta for every 15 grammes,
Printed matter: 6 Lepta for every 30 grammes,
