THE EGYPTIAN P.0. OF DARDANELLES
By AHMED MAZLOUM

This small town played an important part in the history of the Ottoman
Empire, on the political ground, and of some importance in postal history.
All ships bound (o Constantinople tIstanbul) had to make a stop there and
show the Imperial Firman allowing them to go to the Empire’s capital.
For communications this town, although small, was in constant touch with
Europe as other important towns, for instance Smyrna, Chio-Cesma or even
Milelino.  The Egyplian PP.O. of Dardanelles opened in 1867 probably in
September according lo the register of Postal Documents of the G.P.O.,
bhul according to the Postal Circulars in June 1868, il closed on the 30th
June 1881 with some other offices. According to the statement of expenses
and revenue of Lhe Post Offices for the financial year ending 1881, the
Dardanelles P.O. had a revenue of P.K. 1009.20 and expenses amounting to
P.E. 1800, a clear loss of P.K. 780.20: this was one of the reasons for closing
this P.O.

We all know thal the postal markings of the used abroad, have been
forged and the Dardanelles one is no exception to it The gypt Study
Girele in London has studied the matler and in the Interim Report No. 2
ot Study VI entrusted to My. Seymour Blomfield a useful comparison has

neen made belween the genuine and the forged postal markings.

As T have been able lo find about fifteen forged copies of this post-
mark, I have studied them and arrived o the conclusion that there exists
two Lypes of forgeries, which the following photo No. 2 shows to the

readers,

FORGED DARDANELLES POSTAL MARKINGS

They consist of all the values of the 1867-69 issue: some of the
I872-1874 issue with even a one piastre [éle-béche, and a pair of the b paras
plus one copy of the 20 paras of lhe De La Rue 1879 issue; one wonders
how a forger has by lhis way spoiled minl copies of the 867 issue such
as the 2 and 5 piastres; as well as the Boulagq one piastre téte béche : this
15 the besl proof (hat at the lime lhese forgeries were made, the value of
the stamps was of liltle importance as minl copies compared to lhe rare
used abroad.

Here are my views concerning difference belween genuine and forged
postal markings, bhased on investigation and on the work of the Egypt
study Cirele, London.,

1. In the forged copies the outer circle has 2% m/m instead of
281/2 m/m to 29 m/m.

2. In Lhe forged copies the inner circle has 16 m/m horizontally and
17 m/m verlically, and not an exact 171/2 m/m circle as in
genuine.

3. E of POSTE is nol separated from E of EGIZIANE: they are sepa-
raled in (he genuine: Lhis is a capilal difference.

4. Lower slrokes of A in DARDANELLI are clear and middle bar is
slightly — higher: in genuine copies the A is open and the bar 1s
lower.

5. G of BGIZIANE is around one in lower part: in the genuine they
are sbraight.

6. 7 of sevenlies is sans serifs: in genuine lhey arve with serifs.

R of DARDANELLI is not straight bul rounded, in the genuine
they are slraighl.

8. R of DARDANELLI is not straight bul sharp to the lefl, this is
a forgery which | qualify as of TYPE II.

9. Cancellalion is nol necessary blue bul exisls also in black.

I hope these hinls may be of some profil for collectors of Egypl inte-

rested in lhe used abroad stamps, of which unhappily many forgeries
exist.
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THE ITALIAN ROST OFFICE AT ALEXANDRIA

Supplementary Notes
By Prof. Peter A.S. Smith

[n the April-July issue of L'Orient Philatélique for 1960 there appeared
the Interim Report of the Kgypl Study Circle study on the Italian postal
service in BEgypl. Thal report was actually wrilten some lime ago, and il
is possible to amplify il considerably with the addilional informaltion thal
has since come lo light.

The establishmenl of sleamship service belween Ancona, Italy, and
Alexandria, via Corfu, by lhe Societa Adrialico-Orientale, a privale Ilalian
company, was the event direclly leading lo the opening of an Italian post
office in Kgypt. Service was begun with four frips in each direction per
month, the trips requiring three days each way, according to records con-
sulted by Charles Fox. 1In 1864 the stop al Corfu was dropped in favour
of one al Brindisi, and in 1866, mail from Egypl was landed al Brindisi.
Before establishmenl of this service, all mail between the (wo countries
was carried by the French postal service, apparvently according to an
official agreemenl, since lellers to Egypl were accepted as paid when
franked by Sardinian slamps, and lellers from Egypt, even to the interior
of Italy, were nol laxed when franked with French stamps. This agreement
was conlinued al leasl to some exlenl, as there is record of the facl that
the Ttalian Post Office accepled letlers for conveyance by French ships as
well as Tlalian ships, in 1868 (see A. Mazloum, 1.O.P., July, 1952, p. 41K)
n laler years other steamship companies carried the Italian mails.

Since in 1863 when the Italian office was opened, stamps were already
in use in Italy, there is no prestamp period, unlike other offices in Egypl.
The stamps first available, the lasl issue of Sardinia, were in use less
than a year before the stamps of the Kingdom of Ifaly took their place, su
it is understandable that the former are rare used in FEgypt. The Italian
Postal Reporls, quoted by Charles Fox (Quarterly Circular of the Egypl
Study Cirele, Vol. TII, p. 90), say that 150,108 stamps were sold in 1863,
with a value of 15,010 Lire, and that 22,257 lellers were carried from
Egypt. The actual rarily of Sardinian stamps used from Egypl is, however,
much grealer than appears from these facts alone, for many of them were
cancelled in such a way that their Egyptian origin cannot be recognized
when they are off cover. Furthermore, the 1863 issue for the Kingdom of
Ialy was sent to Egypt in the same year, so only a parl of the stamps sold
could have been Sardinian.
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As examples of recenl markel prices, the January 20th, 1957 sale of
the Talian Slates section of Lhe Caspary collection offered the 40c¢. and two
ROc. slamps of Sardinia as one lol, the cancellalion on each stamp being
the “Alessandria d’Egitlo”  dale-stamp, Type HHI-1.1 in blue. the lol
broughl nearly =40, in spile of small faulls in the stamps. In October,
1957, a 10c. and pair of the 40c. similarly cancelled were sold in London
for only 515 (Hinde Collection). Al the same sale, the cheapest cover with
these slamps broughl over S100.

All values of the 1863 Kingdom of Italy sel, including the imperf.
15 ¢, are known used from Alexandria, (bul nol the 10c. blue of 1877), and
also the 2¢. and the 20c. on 15¢. of 1865 and the 20c. blue of 1867. Owing
lo their much longer span of use (until 1874), these stamps are much
commoner than the Sardinian slamps, except for the 2 lire, which is rare.
Present market prices in the Uniled Slates are in the $1 lo %5 range for
mosl values, the 40c. and 60c. being the commonest, since these at dif-
ferent times paid the single lelter rate. The le. and 2c¢. are quite scarce,
bul parlicular care is necessary in buying them, since their cheapness in
unused condition makes ready malerial for the forger (see later). The
value of covers wilh these stamps varies understandably with fhe frank-
ing and the slrikes bul the commoner rales on unregistered covers have
been selling in the S5-315 range in the United Slates in recent years.

The stamps especially prepared for use in the Italian post offices
abroad, the “BSTERO” series of 1874, are all known used from Alexandria.
Since Alexandria was one of the major offices in commercial importance,
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ils cancellalions on these stamps are in general worth only a small pre-
mium, and such stamps should still sell for a lillle under catalogue value.
Since these slamps were sold unused in considerable quantities as remain-
ders in 1891, many values are cheaper unused than used, and the forgers
have not overlooked the cbvious templation (see laler). Covers of the
1874-78 series are nol very scarce, and usually sell for belween S5 and
510 for unregistered letters with simple franking. The 1881 stamps, how-
ever, were apparently little used, and are scarce lo rare with genuine
Alexandria cancellations. The 2 L. value, of course, was never issued,
bul il can be found decorated wilh a forgery of (he Alexandria numeral

cancellation.

The postage due slamps of the 1870-71. series of Ialy were used al
Alexandria both before and after the appearance of the ESTERO stamps.
Ihey are far scarcer than ordinary stamps, and [ know of only the be.,
10c., 30c., 40c., and 60c., with genuine Alexandria cancellations, bul others
undoubtedly exist. Covers are known. These stamps were cancelled
with the circular dale-stamp, and not with (he “234” numeral obliterator.
The very low value of the unused postage due slamps has made them
subject to forgery, and I have seen more forged than genuine Alexandria
[l is difficull to assess the value of the genuine,

cancellations on them.

Postul Ruales.

Most of our knowledge of the rates from the Ialian post office has
to be deduced from covers, and we can only speak with certainty aboul
rales Lo destinations in Italy, although even here lhere are covers recorded
whose franking has not been salisfactorily accounted for in terms of known
rates (for example, see Dr. W. Byain, L’O.P., July, 1958, p. 697-9). Al
first the single letter rate was 60c. The maximum weight for a single
.l(‘ll.(-‘r IS given in an 1868 guide book (Mazloum, loc. cit.) as 40 g., which
I8 unusually large.  Regislry cosl an additional 60c., and newspapers and
printed malter cosl only 10c. per 40g. The guide book also stated (hal
unstamped lelters were (0 be taxed 80c., which represenls an unusually
small penally. All (hese rales represent lhe charge for mail carried by
[alian ships, and most of them have been seen on covers. The guidle
hook stated in addition that the Italian post office would accept mail for
carriage by French ships, bul a special sel of rates then applied, based
on the quite small weight unil of 75 g. They were 60c. for letters, 90c.
tor unstamped letters, 1.20 L. for registralion fee, but the same for news-
papers as by TItalian ships. For most letters these rates would result in
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a much higher cost, and il 1s underslandable that the French ships would
seldom be used. I have yel lo see a cover carried by a French ship for
the Ttalian postal service, bul Colonel Danson has [wo covers of this type,
cach franked with 80c., dated I June, 1863, and 13 Sepl., 1864. This sug-
cests a change in rale before 1868. In later years, lellers from the Italian
P.O. were carried by French ships al no extra charge; such covers bear
the dale-stamp of the French P.O. al Alexandria as well as the Ttalian
one. A cover in my collection carried by French ship from Livorno to
\lexandria in January, 1863, just before the opening of the Ialian P.O..
s franked Lo the sum of 3.20 L. in Sardinian stamps, indicating a high
postage rale under those circumstances

Al some lime apparently in 1868 the Ilalian rale was dropped o 40c.,
although the dale is uncertain, and may have been as lale as February,
1869.  Dr. Byam has given (he date as 1 January, 1869 (1.O. P., July,
1958).  The rale was dropped lo 30c. in 1875, reporledly an July Ist or
January Isly 1876, and al a laler uncerlain date, no laler than Jan. 5.
1881, was dropped again, to 20c. It would be very helpful to have reports
of the dates of any covers held by readers, with the rales shown, in order
o fix the dates of change more exactly. The registry charge was also
dropped by 1878, if not earlier, to 30c.; this rale was still in effect in 1882,
and may have lasted until the closing of the office. The newspaper and
printed cireular rate was lowered lo He. in 1869 (or earlier?) where il
apparently remained, bheing known as late as 1877, and a 2c. rate for
greefing cards in unsealed envelopes has been reported in 1878 and 1883.
I have seen large pieces from printed circulars apparently franked at a
I15¢. rale; this must have been a rale for destinations beyond Ttaly, bul
the addresses are unfortunately nol available. T also have an example of
A 70c. rale on oa letler o Belgium in 1863, on a cover marked P.D. A
poslal card senl from Alexandria to Berlin in December; 1880, is in my
collection; the rvale is 1He., paid by the 10c. imprinted stamp plus a be.
adhesive slamp. This piece is also (he only example of Ttalian postal
stationery used in Egypl known o me: if others are known, it would be
very inleresting to hear of them.

Two new postmarks belonging Lo type 11

Postai Markings.

An additional marking of the Type 11 group reads “Piroscafi Postali
Dall’Kgitlo” in two lines of ilalic script. 1t has been seen on both Egyp-
fian and Indian stamps, contemporary with the operation of the Tfalian
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P.0. al Alexandria, bul is probably a port-of-arrival marking. Stili
another lype reads “PIROSCAFI POSTALI FRANCESI” in three lines of
shaded, serifed capitals; it has been seen obliteraling a 5 para/ 24 p.i.
of the 1879 issue of Egypt.

The dale when the time index was removed from Type [II-1.1 fo
convert il to Type 111-1 can now be specified to fall between June 11lh
and 19th, 1863.  Type 111-1 al firsl appeared in the same blue ink as was
ased exclusively for Type 111-1.1, bul within a few months black ink was
adopted.

Types [11-2 and IT1-3 differ only in the treatment of the date; the
first gives the month in letlters, the second in numbers. The two were
apparently in use simullaneously. They were introduced no earlier than
21 Dec., 1878, and no laler than 24 Sepl., 1880, bul presumably the date
can be fixed more precisely from covers in the collections of other mem-
bers. These lwo markings are known only in black. Although their
primary function was to give information, they were occasionally used
as obliterators also. Covers with lhese dale-stamps are distinctly scarcer
than those with Type I11-1.

Type IV 1, the numeral 234, in a truncated rectangle of dots, was ap-
parently introduced in May, 1866, before which lime either the date-stamp
or the Type T “PIROSCAFI POSTALI” markings were used as oblitera-
tors.  Sometime between March and November, 1877, Type 1V-2 replaced
Type IV-1. There was thus a shorl period when date-stamp Type TTI-1
and obliterator Type IV-2 must have been in use together. [ have nol
seen an example, but am told reliably thal they are known.

Type V-1, bearing the word “VAGLIA”, has now been seen on a 10c.
Kstero slamp dated 23 Feb., 1878, which considerably extends its known
period of use. Tl has also been reported impressed on a receipt for pay-
ment of post office box rental. Type V-2, bearing the word “CONSEGNE”,
has been seen with dates up to 28 August, 1879, and may therefore have
been in use until the closing of the Italian P.O.

Forgeries.

The dale-stamp Type IT1I-1 has been forged at least twice. Ome is a
poorly made rubber stamp with badly formed leltering. The bottom
inscription reads “POSTE D’ITALIA”, a dead giveaway. It is struck in
the gray-black characteristic of many rubber stamps. The second is a
metal die, very cleverly made. The measurements are exact, and it can
be recognized only by certain small differences in the form or position
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of certain letters. T have seen it on Italian stamps of the 1863-1877 issues;
when so used, it nearly gives ilself away, since it was not customary to
cancel these stamps with Type I1I-1, bult with the numeral obliterator.
Il is more dangerous when encountered on the postage due stamps, which
were properly cancelled with this dale-stamp. It might never have been
detected had not the forger been overzealous and applied it to postage
due values that were not issued until after the Alexandria office was closed.
The best advice I can give is to obtain an expert’s opinion; the next best
is lo make a careful study of the comparison with the dale-stamp of an
andoubtedly genuine cover. To describe the known points of distinetion
would only aid Lhe forger to improve his producl (however, see the illus-
trations).

Bolh Type IV-1 and Type IV-2 obliterators have been forged, and are
usually found cancelling stamps of the Kstero series that have a higher
calalogue value used than unused. [ have also seen forgeries of IV-1 on
ordinary Italian stamps of the 1863-H issues, loose or on piece. One forgery
is a crude rubber stamp, and another is apparently a meta! die. The nu-
merals differ noticeably from the genuine, however, and it is easily
detected by comparison with genuine examples. The hest source of a genuine
for comparison is one of the Estero stamps that catalogues more unused
than used. The forged numerals are wider than the genuine, and the form
of the 3 is distinctive. The forgery of Type IV-2 is easily recognized by the
shape of the 3 also; in the genuine it has a round top, and foot of the 2 is
curved, while the forgery that T have seen has a slraight top to the 3 and
a straight foot to the 2.
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A different sort of pitfall for the collector of cancellations is found in
incomplete syrikes. Since the numeral obliterators assigned to domestic
Italian towns went inlo the thousands, there are ten four-numeral obliter-
alors thal begin “234—"". When the right end does not fall on the stamp,
fhese numbers may easily be mistaken for the 234 of Alexandria. There is,
however, an easy way lo be sure : the spacing is different. Since the open
space in each grid was about the same size, when four numerals instead of
three were fitted in, they had fto come closer to the ends of the space. With
a complele 243 for comparison, the difference can be seen at once. Similar
remarks apply to four-numeral obliterators that end in 234.

The subject of forgeries should not be left without a word about
fergeries of the Estero stamps themselves. The commonest forgeries are
made from genuine Italian stamps, usually used (with domestic postmarks)
by adding a forged “ESTERO” overprint. If the postmark itself does not
give these away at once, examination of the corners of the stamps, which
were altered by culting away part of the ornamentation before the Estero
stamps were printed, will clinch the matter. There also exist more so-
phisticated forgeries, made by carefully removing parts of the design from
the corresponding ordinary Italian stamps, as well as applying a forged
overprint. Such forgeries seem fo be rare, and the work required fo do a
passable job probably limits this type to the crealion of the more valuable
unused stamps.

Mixed Frankings
Until the 1st of January, 1873, when a posial convention came into
offcel between Egypt and Ttaly, letters to er from the interior of Egypt re-
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quired additional franking. For the first three years of operation of the
talian posl office, the Egyplian franking consisted of the handstamped
Pesta Buropea franks.  Covers showing these along wilh Ilalian franking
are rare. Hven rarer are covers showing mixed franking with the Egyptian
Governmenl handstamped franks used during parlt of 1865 before Kgyptian
ctamps were issued.  From lhe Ist of January, [866, mixed franking with
Bgypltian adhesives can be found. Such mixed franking is commonest
with the 1867-0 issue, which had a currency of 512 vears compared to lhe

I1/2 years of the 866 issue, and but one year for the 1872 issue before the
vostal convention did away wilh the need for fixed franking. For the
period | January, 1873, to | July, 1875 (when Egypt and Italy joined the
Universal Postal Union), covers can be found showing the operation of the
Ialo-Kgyplian postal convenlion.. Such covers are addressed from Ilaly to
the interior of Kgypl franked only with Italian stamps, or from the interior
of Egypl lo Ttaly franked only wilh Egyptian stamps. They usually bear
ihe transil marks of both postal administrations. The rate from Egypl to
Ialy was 2 1/2 p.t. under this convention. In spite of (heir postal-historical
interesl, examples command little premium. A different sort of mixed
franking can also be found in this period — that with the stamps of Greal
Britain.  This arose when mail addressed to Italy was posted at olher
Levanl porls, where there were no Ilalian post offices. Beyrouth provides
the only examples T know of: such letlers were posted al the Brilish posl
office, and franked with British stamps cancelled “GO6”. to carry them to
the [Tlalian prisl office at Alexandria, where they received lhe (ransit mark
¢ the Italian office (Type I1I-1). Payment for the remainder of the journey
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was made with Talian ordinary or Eslero stamps, which were canczlled
cither al Alexandria or in Ilaly on arrival. A quite similar arrangement
is found with lelters from Beyrouth lo French deslinalions ai this period,
exeept that, of course, such letlers were handed over lo the French P.O. al
Alexandria and had Krench franking.

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AN UNKNOWN ESSAY OF OVERPRINT ?
By Rag. Alberto Gino Piperno (Member No. 696)

FFurther to my short note published in the October 1960 No. 103, oi
"I Orient Philatélique” regarding an “unknown essay of overprint for the
orovisional 3 Milliemes surcharge of 2 Piastres postage due stamp” I have
been really pleased to receive from Lieut. Col. J. R. Danson M.C. T.D. of
Westmorland, England, the following letter daled the 9th December 1960 .
“Dear Mr. Piperno,

“I' do not suppose that you will remember me, bul we mel in London
“al the International Stam Exhibition in 1950.

“I have just been reading your article in the I'0.P. No. 103 aboul the
“Essay of the 3 Mills. surcharge on 2 Piasires Egypl postage due stamp.

“I have a copy of this stamp and the inleresting thing about it, is
‘thal the surcharge is produced by lithography and nol by typography’
“as the issued stamp. There is a photo of a block of four, on page 98
“vol. 46 of the Philatelic Journal of Great Britain (June 1936) and
“the description — by the Late Mr. P.l.. Pemberton — reads as follows:

“Mr. H. G. Walson has sent to me the block of four which
“is illustrated in this page. He tells me that he bought it from
“collection of Major E. I. H. MOFFAT (sold at auction) whose
“note on it ran :

“Alater printing  (Typereset) very large Arabie with stop
“after Milliemes. This bloc was obfained al the G.P.O. Alexandria,
“personally from the Postmaster (the Curator of the Government
“stamp Collection).”

Dr. Byam who of course you know, also has a copy of this “essay”
“and on page 136 of the same Vol. of the P.J.G.B. he wriles :

“In - my colleclion T possess a copy of this stamp which was
“submitlted by me to the Expert Commillec of the Royal Philatelic
“Society some years ago and for which T received a certificate
“(No. 9891) slating thal the overprint is genuine, and produced
“by lithography.

“To date I have been unable to find a used copy and in my
opinion this surcharge was applied as a trial overprint for the 1905
“issue.

“I hope thal the above information will be of inlerest to you”

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above valuable information regarding lhis “essay of surcharge” and am
glad that it had been previously ascertained by other important colleclors,
the exislence of an “essay of surcharge for this provisional stamp.”

Calalogue 1965, his essay of overprint should regularly be listed exaclly
as in the recent 1960 edition of the same catalogue it has been listed for
the firsl lime, in the essay division under the number 64, the essay of 2
Milliemes surcharge on the 3 Milliemes 1914 postage stamp (Gibbons
Catalogue No. 129 or Zeheri Catalogue No. 54).

Note of the Editor :

I may say that I possess a pair of this essay which is illustrated here.

I found this pair in a colleclion of Postage Due stamps bought at one
of the London’s auclion sales, some years ago.

The collector who built this collection (unknown to me) wrote a note
on his album page, which ran as follows :

1017 o This is probably an Essay though il appears to have been
calalogued by Zeheri.

11 was catalogued by Gibbons in their Monthly Circular of March 19253
but afterwards deleted and the 1905 stamp put in ils place.”

This Essay has never been catalogued by Zeheri as an issued stamp,
bul the above mentioned collector was misled by the variely quoted by
Zeheri under No. 20e of lhe 1905 issue (stop afler Milliemes).

Any informalion or remarks on the date of “1917” given for this stamp
will be apprecialed; also if il was really catalogued by Gibbons® Monthly
Circular of March, 1923, as this circular is nol al my hand.

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NOTE ON THE BRADBURY WILKINSON ESSAYS FOR EGYPT
By Prof. P.A.S. Smilh

The new 1960 edition of “Zeheri” lists one essay allributed to Brad-
bury, Wilkinson & Co. — No. 63, — the 1956 edilion lisled two essays, Nos.
63 and 63a, and earlier editions listed none. Colors and prices are nol
reporled. I can now provide fuller details aboul these essays, and illuslrale
the neglected No. 63a.

The [wo essays are in quile different designs, in the denominations 5
mills. (No. 63) and 10 mills. (No. 63a). The 5 mill design is illustrated in
the catalogue ; the 10 mili is now shown here. A copy was in the Hinde
collection, Tol == 236 in Robson Lowe’s auclion sale of Oclober 16-17, 1957:
il realized £. 11.10.0. A pholograph was prinled in the auclion calalogue,
and the color was described as “black and red with horizontal background
of blue lines”; the illustration also showed that il was perforated SPECI-
MEN. This same essay was also illustraled on the front cover of the April,
1956, issue of I.Orvient Philatélique. Thal example, from the collection of
Mme Gracie Wissa, is also perforated SPECIMEN ; while it was illustraled
and we cannol be sure that they are the actual ones — perhaps Mme Wissa
with a blue frame and black cenler, the colors are not stated in the caplion,
will report them. The 5 mill value was illustrated on the front cover of
the July, 1948, issue of [’Orient Philalélique, entirely in green. The
caption explained that the essay was recess-printed, and that its origin and
date were unknown : the copy was in the collection of the lale Albert Cey-
sens.

In October, 1958, the Belmont Stamp Co. of Dallas, Texas, broke up
and sold at auction a Bradbury, Wilkinson sample-book, originally pre-
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pared for ils sales representalives. One lol consisled of the two essays in
queslion, which T was lucky enough lo oblain. Both are recess-printed
and both arve perforated SPECIMEN. The 5 mill is prinled wilh a green
frame and a black center, and the 10 mill has a red frame, a blue sky, and
o black vignetle of the camel caravan, apparently the same color scheme
as described for the Hinde copy. Bolh are imperforale, ungummed, and
on stoul paper. A third copy of the 10 mill. essay appeared in an auclion
sale by H. R. Harmer, Inc., in New York in November, 1960, and sold for
£26.

I have no informalion about the date when lhey were prepared other
than the dale January 22nd, 1906, given in Zeheri. Presumably this is
correcl, but it would be of inlerest lo have the authorily for this dale dis-
closed_ if the Editor or a reader can supply it.

Le cachel, qui est éllipsoidal, mesure 22mms X 4185mms. Au haut
du cachet se lit : EL FECHN, au dessous, le millésime 1862 (ou 1868 ?),
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puis une ligne courbe  divise le cachet en deux parties inégales, cetle
iigne peul se (raduire en arabe : SANA (année). Au dessous de celte
ligne, au cenlre, une pelile étoile creuse a six branches. Bt dans le bas,
le lexle : MAKRTAB BOSTA MASR MIRYE (Bureau de Poste Egyptien
Officiel).

Ce lype d'oblilération est cerlainement un des plus curieux parmi
ceux qui furenl en usage en ce temps et méme parmi ceux qui l'ont suivi
apres I'époque égyplienne classique.  D'ailleurs, les lecteurs pourront se
rendre comple par 'image ci-dessous, que ce cachel differe nettement des
aulres par les poinls suivanls :

I. — Son impression; blane sur fond noir.

2. — 11 esl entierement en arabe el ne porle pas les lextes générale-
menl employés dans les oblitérations de cetle période.

3. — 11 ne porle pas D'indication de la dale du départ. Le millésime
eravé sur le cachet, est celui de sa confection.

Nolre éminent collegue Mr. R. Seymour Blomfield, dans son inléres-
sanle élude sur les marques poslales en Egypte de 1866 a 1880, publiée
al illuslrée dans celte revue (Mars el Seplembre 1939) avait classé ce
groupe d’oblitération sous le type “A” avec six sous-types allant de “A-I",
SA-LIT A “A67. 11 a décrit avee méthode el palience le nom des loca-
lités, les textes el les dimensions de chaque type. Depuis lors, quelques
lieureuses découvertes, bien que rares, ont permis d’ajouter quelques nou-
veaux Bureaux que nous examinerons plus loin en détail.

Les localités qui ont employé ce genre d’oblitéralions étudiées el énu-
mérées par Mr. R. 8. Blomfield sont les suivantes :

Les types “A-1" et “A-LI", sonl respeclivement les cachets des Du-
reaux de poste d’Assiout et de Qena, deux villes de la Haute-lEgypte.

Le type “A-2”, le nom de la ville n'a pas encore élé identifié.

Le type “A-3", élait d’abord allribué au Bureau de Cheshmé, pelife
ville d’Analolie sur la mer Egée. Mais par la suile, grice a quelques
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découvertes dont loblitéralion élait plus lisible il s’est avéré que ce
cachel émanait du Bureau de Suakin el non du Bureau d» Cheshmé :
d*ailleurs, notre précurseur estimé Mr. Ibrahim Chaftar, qui avail fail
cette constatation dans son élude intitulée “SUAKIN ET MASSAWA",
parue dans cette revue dans le No. d'OCclobre 1953, avait conclu que le
Bureau de Cheshmé n’avait jamais existé en tanl que Bureau Postal
gyplien.

Le lype “A-4", esl celui du Bureau des Dardanelles. Le texle s
HE comme suil @ CIHANAK KALE /1868 /| MAKTUB BOSTA | MASREYIS
MIREYE (Chanak Kalé / 1868 | Bureau de Poste Egyplien Officiel). Le
iwom de la localité CHANAK KALE, est 'équivalent des Dardane'les en
hurce.

Le Lype “A-57, est celui du Bureau Mytilene. En décrivant ce cachet
Pauteur dit @ “Iinseriplion peul étre lue MEDILLI 1865 SANA MAKTUR
BOSTA KHEDIYEH MESRIYE (Mylilene 1865 année Poste Khedivisile
Kayplienne). Je dois alliver Patlention du lecleur sur une particularils
fort curieuse, car le texte el la dale de ce cachet me placent devant
un dilemne : en 1865 I'Egyple n’avail pas encore de Bureau do poste
a Mylilene, ce nesl qu'en 1870 qu’il fut ouvert el, le plus étrange, ¢ est
quilsmail a celle date, n’avail que le litre de “WALI” que les liuropéens
traduisaient par Vice-Roi. Le titre de “KHEDIVE” ne lui ful accordé qu’en
Juillel 1867. 11 n’est pas non plus question de penser & une lentalive
de la part d'Ismail de se proclamer “KHEDIVE” comme il le fil en 1869
pour “REGIE” ... TIsmail visait plus haut, c¢’élait le titre de “AZIZ”
quiil convoilail, qualificatif donné aulrefois au Mailre de I'BEgyple :
AZ1Z-EL-MASR.  Commenl expliquer des lors l'incohérence du lexle
el de la dale du cachel qui ne correspondent pas avee la période e
Pexisience du Bureau de poste Egyptien a Mylilene.

II' n’y a que deux conjonclures possibles : Ou bien le nom de la ville
n'a pas élé lu correclement car, tres souvent, le limbre ne recoil qu’une
partie de D'oblitération el, quand celte obliléralion mesure 26mms, on n’:
pas beaucoup de chances de lire le lexte enlier du cachet. Ou bien le
millésime “1865” esl douteux : la partie la plus vulnérable dans ces ca-
chets étanl la dale, parce que généralement gravée plus finement que le
reste de D'inscription, elle laisse malheureusement une empreinle souvent
cmpalée, presque indéchiffrable.

La solution la meilleure dans ce cas, serail peut-étre d’accepter un
compromis entre ces deux hypotheses. Pour ma part, jestime qu’il con-
vient de rapporter celte date & 1875, car elle s’accorde aussi bien avec le
fexle “KHEDIYEH” qu’avec la période de D'existence du Bureau de poste
Egyptien a Mytilene.
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Enfin, le lype “A-67 est celui du Bureau de poste du Caire ; lg cachel
porte I'inscription qui se traduit : “Bureau de Poste des Correspondances
Gouvernementales Caire”, avee, au-dessous, le millésime 1866.

Comme je P'ai déja dit plus haut, grice a la découverte de quelques
nouvelles pieces, nous sommes heureux d’ajouter a4 la nomenclature de
Mr. Blomfield, quatre autres Bureaux qui sont :

I. — Le cachel du Bureau de Massawa : presque identique au ca-
chet type “A-3" du Bureau de Suakin, il s’en différencie cependant par
un cerele fin a 'extérieur. Je¢ n’hésiterai pas a le classer sous “A-3.17.
A ma connaissance, on ne connail a ce jour qu'un seul cachel de ce type,
il esl apposé sur une enveloppe non affranchie, officielle el recommandée,
acrite de la main de Gordon Pacha. Cette enveloppe, mieux connue sous
le nom de “GORDON RELIC” (donl 'heureux possesseur est notre émi
nent collegue le Dr. William Byam) a élé reproduite, par deux fois, dans
cette revue dans les Nos. d’Avril el de Janvier 1951.

2. — Le cachel du Bureau d’Alexandrie : reproduil dans ceble revue
dans le No. d’Avril 1955 dans la communication de notre cher doyen Maitre
Gabriel Boulad. lie cachel esl frappé sur un entier sans timbre, émanant
d'une administration du Caire el adressé a une aubtre administration de
Conslantinople.  Le lexte de ce cachel se lraduit comme suit : “Bureau
Arabe Posle Egyplienne Gouvernementale Alexandrie”, on ne distingue
pas la dale généralement figurée sur le cachel en millésime, il est probable
qu'elle exisle mais elle a disparu sous un encrage excessif. Si  nous
prenions en considération le lexte “GOUVERNEMENTALE” comme base
de comparaison, il faudrail le classer sous “A-6.1", mais comme ici le
mol “ARABE” se renconlre pour la premiere fois, il serail judicieux de
lui donner un nouveau numéro d'ordre, soit “A-77, faisanl ainsi suite
a la nomenclature de Mr. Blomfield.

3. — Le cachet du Bureau de Galipoli : découvert en 1959 par le
Dr. Gordon Torrey, sur le timbre de la piastre de la seconde émission. On
it aisémenl une grande partie du lexte el trés clairement “GALIPOLI”.
Celle découverle a permis au Prof. A.P. Smith d’identifier un sien cachel
sur entier qui, n’étanl pas suffisamment clair, n’avait pu étre classifié jus-
que la. Le timbre isolé aussi bien que l'enveloppe ont été reproduits dans
cetle revue dans le No. d’Octobre 1960. Les deux cachets se complétent
ot on v it : “GALIPOLI / 1868 /| MAKTUB BOSTA /| MASREYE MIREYE”
{Galipoli 1868 ' Bureau de Posle Egyptien Officiel): le lexte de ce
cachel étant, en fous points, semblable & celui du type “A-4" du Bureau
de Chanak Kalé, sauf que ce dernier ne comporle pas un cercle a 1'ex
térieur, nous pourrons le classer sous “A-4.17.

4 — Le cachet du Bureau de Fechne, déerit au début de cette étude.
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ve cachetl differe de celui du type “A-4" par la petite éloile de centre.
Je le classerai done sous “A-4.2",

(e n'est pas seulement en kgypte quune pareille oblitération existail,
e’était chose courante en Turquie.

THE 15th., ANNIVERSARY OF THE UNITED NATIONS

In recenb years a new

kind of anniversary has been added to the

calendar of greal occasions — that of the Uniled Nalions. October 24, 1960
commemorates the coming into force of the Uniled Nations Charter fifteen
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yvears ago. The signing of the Charter and the establishiment of the United
Nations represented the beginning of the greatest effort by the peoples of
the world to be rid of war and to build logether a belter peace.

Yet, the fifteenth anniversary of the U.N. marks a special occasion
the admission of 16 new African nations and Cyprus ; thus, the U.N. mem-
hership now stands at 99 nations. It also marks the first U.N. session
where such a large number of heads of state have gathered in the world
forum.

President Gamal Abdel Nasser, in his historic speech to the current
U.N. Assembly session, lold Llhe member-delegations that the Arab
vefugees of Palestine should be granted their lawful rights as outlined in
(he U.N. vesolutions. He also said that the United Nations has to bear ils
responsibililies towards Palestine and the Arab people.

R

This is the only solution to the problem of the Arab refugees from Pa-
lesline. The United Nations here knows enough about the desperale con-
ditions of the refugees to sketeh a sad picture of the darkness that surrounds
one million of human beings ousted from their mother land and their
homes and robbed of all their possessions — or, rather, robbed of their

very lives.

“We do not intend {o solicit pity for the Arab refugees of Palestine,”
lhe President added, “but we demand the restoration of the full rights
of (he people of Palestine. Tt is a grave error and a grave violation of
principles to use the false justification of “stalus auo” in this connection.”

“I should say that a “status cquo,” based on a foundalion devoid of
justice and against the law, is a grave violation and an error which {he
sociely should put right.”

“In the name of the U.A.R. and expressing the way it thinks, T herecby
say before you thal we Lelieve thal the problem of peace and war belongs
to all peoples since this problem affects the fale of all peoples of the world”
[he President said.

“The problem of peace and war does nol belong lo the big powers
alone... 1t is the right of all the human race o have a word regarding this
problem. This right stems from the sacrifices made by various peoples to
build up world civilization and also from the fact thal all the peoples are
looking forward fowards peace and securily.

When il comes to peace, we become biased. We are no more neutral.
We side with peace against war. If we have to make one reservation in

Save the Monuments of Nubia :

Delegations of 82 counlries have allended the General Meeting of Lhe
UNESCO held in Paris on Nov. 14, 1960 lo discuss lhe various projecls
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related to safeguarding the lreasures of Nubia threatened by inundation
of the waters of the Aswan High Dam.

Dr. Sarwat Okasha, Minister of Cullure and Nalional Guidance, pre-
siding a group of Arab experts atlended this very important meeting to
pursue closely the step undertaken to safeguard the monuments of Nubia.

The most important problem, as regards the Egyptian Nubia, is with-
oul any doubt, the preservalion of the two monumenlal ensembles of Abu
Simbel and Philae on their original sites.

Al Philae the building of small dikes will be enough fo give an idea
of the ancient setting of this small island upon which stood the most
magnificent group of buildings surrounding the lemple of Isis.

As for Abu Simbel, a proteclive dam is proposed (o save these lwo
superh structures of Ramses II.

The question of safeguarding the ancienl monuments of Nubia also
includes the safeguarding of a number of temples scatlered along the two
hanks of Lhe Nubian Nile. During the summer of 1960, experls have
removed the temples of Dabod, Taffah and Kerlassi. The stones of these
three lemples are now on the Island of Elphantine al Aswan awailing the

lime when they can be rebuilt.

A mission of experls made two journeys lo Nubia in an altempl fo
discover the best way of fransporting several other temples, paris of which
are oul of the rocks whereas others are free-standing.

Several other missions are on the poinl going o various sites in Nubia
that have not yet been excavated or insufficiently so, in order to carry out
excavations there, as exhaustively as possible.

The Postal Authority in issuing this stamp on that occasion for the
second time in two successive years appeals for all the nations of the worid
lo offer their technical as well as financial assistance te gave a great part
