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UNRECORDED VARIETIES 

A part of a sheet (of 50 stamps) of the 10 M. 
value of the African Postal Union set, issued on April 
L.3rd, 1962, has been found with the watermark in­
verted. 

About fifteen stamps of this sheet were sold 
\.o various individuals bdore tl:e discovery cf tiw 
variety. 

On the photo illustrated here 
for two stamps (one beneath the 
other) of the 10 M. value, issued on 
the 16th April, 1959, in commemo­
ration of the First Arab Petroleum 
Congress, a clear pronounced dot 
can be seen on the Arabic character 
"ain" of the word ~ •-· . 11 » . . .) 
(Arabic or Arab) on the stamp 
placed at top, which can be com­
pared with the normal stamp 
beneath it. The existence of this 
dot converts the character "ain" to 
character "ghain" and thus makes 
the word read "el gharbia" (the 
western), instead of the correct 
word "el-arabia" (the Arabic or 
Arab) . 

It is amazing that this one dot changes the name of the country 
issuing the stamp from the "United Arab Republic" to the "United 
Western Republic". 

This variety exists on the 3rd stamp, from right-hand side, of the 
top row of many sheets. Collectors who have any stamps of this posi­
tion, can examine them, as they may be lucky to locate this variety 
on any of them.

ALBANIA FOOTBALL STAMPS 
The Committee notes that Albania has issued at the end of J'Uly a seri~s 

honouring the World Football Championships in Chile. The stamps (four 
values ) were accompanied by imperforated ~eries, and perforated and im­
p i! rforated miniature sh eets "circulated in small quantities" . 

The Committee cannot recommend the imperforated stamps, or miniature 
sheets. In the case of previous Albanian issues (Malaria, Flower, Olympic 
Games and Space Exploration ) such variants have been sold at between two 
and five times their nominal value.

I was very interested to see in the July 1962 issue uf L'Orient 
Philatelique the excellent article on the British Post Offices in Egypt 
by Mr. Jean Boulad d'Humieres. Although my Frei",ch is not very strong 
I was able to appreciate that the article is a wonderful summary of 
informati0n about these offices and of course the very fine illustrations 
which accompany i~ are of great assistance. 

As I find I have a few items in my own collection which extend the 
known dates I am supply i.ng the following details which may be of 
interest 

British P .O. at Alexandria 

I.-Circular date stamp of 19.5 to 20 mm of the first type in green, 
with Code Letter A, dated 19th May 1858. This is on a pre-stamp 
entire to London and is particularly interesting as it is also very 
much prior to 2nd August 1859 similar to the one of 5th October 
1858 referred to by note in the article. 

2. -Circular date stamp of 20 mm of the second type, without Code 
Letter, dated 31st March 1878. 

3.-Circular date stamp of the second type, with Code Letter A, dated 
24th July 1876 on a cover and a similar one on piece dated 12th 
November 1876. 

4.-0bliterator B01 with 8 bars on cover dated 26th January 1878 and 
also on cover dated 27th May 1871. 

5.-0bliterator B01 with 6 thick bars on seven part covers all dated 
prior to 19th July 1874, the earliest being 27th July 1873. It is 
also of interest that in three of these, dated 1st March, 31st March 
,and 24th May 1874 respectively, the "4" in 74 is sideways similar 
to that shown in Fig. II in the article. 

6.--0bliterator B01 with 6 thick bars on a cover dated 31st March 1878. 

7.-MORE TO PAY cachet on a piece also bearing Liverpool receiving 
mark dated 15th Sept. 1864. 

I was also pleased to see the Insufficiently Prepaid cachet shown 
on the cover in Fig. 6 as I have not seen it illustrated before but have 
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one on an Egypt-Great Britain combination front with Alexandri& c.d.s. 
dated 17th D cember 1866, the date mentioned by Mr. Boulad as thr 
ea rliest date known for this cachet.

FIRST CANADIAN CONTINGENT TO S!EIR.VE IN EGYPT 

A.ND THE SUU.AN 1884 - 1885 

Hy John !-I.E . GilbeTt (Memb er No. 745) 

We are indebted to 1\1!1'. John Gilber.t for 
fav ou?·ing our Journal with this interesting 
article, w ·hich Teveals an important event in 
the pos.tal history that has never been treated 
before. W e are also thankf1il to Mrs. ()ilbert 
for giving much help in the prepamtion of 
this article. 

Mr. Gilbert was the Chairman of the 
Philatelic Congress of Great Britain this 
year, and due to his kind influence and his 
spirit of friendliness, the Congress was a 
great success. The Editor. 

The Egyptian Authorities w ere having trouble in 1881 with the Mahdi 
of Sudan who des troyed every Forc9 that he came up against. It wa:-; 
lh erefore decided to Evacuate the Sudan for the Lime being. 

Thi s .en tailed a big militar.y operation an d Genel'n,l Gordon was 
appointed for the tasl<. He rEached Khartoum -earl.y in 188-i . He soon 
fo und, however, that the only way to secure peace in Egypt was to smash 
~he Mahdi. By the end of May, 1884, thE Mahdi had captured Bel'ber on 
the Nile and thus General Gordon and his troops were compleV~ly cut off. 

The RriLish Govemment decided to send a r-elief expadition under the: 
rli-recbon of Lord W olseley. He decided to send the dismounted portio r. 
of the Force up thE Nile to Khartoum. Large quantil.ies of supplies w er-a 
lost owing- to bad boatmanship, and co-nsiderable t ime was wast-2d. ll 
vvas therefore d-ecided to recruit some Canadian Voyageurs. Some of 
lhES8 Cancdians had -exp2rience under Loru vVolseley during the Canadian 
Red River Exp·3dition of 18'70. ATso, many of them were emplc,yed in 
the Lumber 'l'rade and so had exp-3ri-:mce of rivH work which was very 
valuable in dealing ·with lhe Nile cataracts. Th3 Voyageurs w~l'e paid 40 

Canadian dollars a month and were provid2cl with clothing and rations . 
This was the first time that Canadians had taken part in an overseas War. 

The 380 VoyageUI' who joined the Expedition consisted of 77 Ind !ans, 
36 English and Scottish, 93 French Canadians, J58 ot-her Canadians am! 
16 oth:Jr nationalities. The men r emained civilians -a~though under Army 
orders, disobedience bei rrg- punishable by fine. - They wore their ordinary 
1ype of dress, consisting of smock, trousers and jackEt in dark grey with 
:j larl:ie felt hal. Five Canadian Officers joined them in Eg.ypt. About ::t 
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clozen men mi ssed Lhe train at Ottrl"Wfl ovving to Lhe fact Lhat they had 
imbibEd loo freely! J lowevel·, they w ere put on the 113Ai. train and 
l'eached Montreal in lime to sai l with th3 Contingent on S.S. Oc:mn King 
on September '14th, i88L1 , and they reach ed Alexand;·ia on October 17th. 

The boats which w ere used on th ·3 Nile were of a whaleboat type, 
rd)ouL 32 feel long, 7 fe eL in br.eadth and 2 fEet 8 inches in depth, and they 
were fitted with sails and 12 oars. They W·3r e m ade in many areas of 
Englana and Scot 1and and sen t ouL lo Alexandria, thE fir sL L100 arriving 
liy mid-S-3ptember and a furth er 4.00 by Octob er. 'fhe,y were tak<m by 
rai l as far as Assi.ul, Lhen as cargo on Lhe Nile until Lhe first cnl.aracl 
had bEen passed. They were then floated and lrave:led on the Nile t J 

Canadian Boatm en at bn ali:j'ast . 

\Vady Halfa. The whol e transy;o rt operation was carried out by Thomas 
Cool< and Son. A railway op2rat ed between Wady Halfa and Sarras and 
r ations were carr ied by rail to Sarras and the n by b oat, but Troops 
tcrnbal'l<ed aL G·Emai. IL is interesting to note that owing to a. misunder­
standing with Thomas Cook and Son, there was no coal for tunning the 
Nile s~eamers between Novemb3r 6Lh and 10th, .and consequenlly Troops 

and suppliEs were h eld up for 5 days . 

A~ lhe Voyageurs had been engaged fe r 6 months only th ey w ere 
permilt?d to start their retmn journ ey lo Canada in January , 1885. 
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BaTges dischaTging boats on the Nilr at Assouan

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Volun teErs lo remain for a further period w er.e soug·ht and 89 men did ir1 
fnct stay. They reached Khartoum on January 28th, just 56 hours after 
the town had fallen to the enemy and General Gor·don had bEen killed. 
The Canadians were pr2sent, however, when thE enemy was defeat cl at 
1\irbekan on iOth February, 1885, and one offic.er and 43 men w erE 
ilWardEd the "Kirbekan" clasp to the Campaign Medal, and the Kredivu 
Star . 

As a mark of appr~cialion it \vas arranged for the men to see Gain, 
iirld the Pyramids before lEaving Egypt. The following is a copy of ont~ 

uf the original Army Notices giving details of th·3 tour : 

"'rhe VOYAGEURS ar.e informed that the follo;wing arrang.:m~ n t : ; 

have bet: n made to enable th 2m to see Ca.iro and the Pyramids at th::• 
expense of Her Majesty 's Government. 

The expense has been sanctiontd by the Commander-in-Chi·3f of the 
Expedition in consideration of the excellent s·? rvice p 2rformEd by the 
Voyageurs in thE Sudan, in that they ·have so large~y contributed to th~: 

success of the present campaign for the relief of Q.ener.al Gordon.

At 7 a .m. - SpEcia l train arrives at Boulac Dacrour Station, Cairo, 
\V here breakfast will be ready, and should l}e taken at once to avoid delay 
in starting. 

One pipe and 1j4lb of t0bacco will be issued per man. 

At 8 a.m. - Carriages will bE provided to take th :J VOYAGEURS intu 
Cairo. To prevent confusion, the VOYAGEURS will proc·: ed in detach­
ments of about eight oarriages at a time, and passing Kasr-el-Nil Bridg.e, 
the Kasr-el-Nil Barracks, Abclin SquarE and Palace, the Mosque Sultan 
Hassan they will be driven to the Citadel and Mosque of Mohamed Ali. 
where guides will be in attendance . 

ThE parties will return by the Native Bazaar and Mousl\i to the Esbel ... 
Gardens, thence to Kasr-el-Nil Bridge, Gizeh and the P,yramids . 

At 2 p.m. - Dinner will be provided at the Pyramids, viz : a portion 
01' meat, vegetables, chEese, bread ana fruit, with one bottle of beer or 
ginger ale pe-r man upon the production of the co1omed ticket. 

Special guides, assisted by Bedouins of thco Libyan Desert, will be in 
attendance to assist parties in ascending the Gr~at Pyramid, and in visiting 
Lhe Sphinx, i he tombs, and other objects of inler Est. 

At 4 p.'m. - The return will begin to Boul.ac Dacrom, where supper 
will be provided. 

At 6.30 p.m. - The train will leav,e for Alexandria. 
At 6 a.m., 5th inst. - The train reaches Alexandria. 
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N.B. i. A military guard will be at the Railway StaLion Lo take charge 
of all baggage, etc. 

2. A Staff Officer of the ExpediL:onary Fotce will be present , to 
whom all enqui l"i es should be address~:d.

The Canadian Voyageurs retumed to Canada by way of England and 

would havE been receiv-ed by Qm~en Victoria at Winds~::n' but for the fact 
!hat it was inadvisable owing Lo an outbreak of smallpox among th·3 men. 

It will be seen that the who~e Expedition last-ed only about 6 months. 
This, coupled with the fact that a great many of the b JatmE.n were illi ­
Leut.e, makes it understandable that, of the letters which passed h?twe~: n 

the Voyageurs and their relativ~:s in Canada, only a fevv an'l known to 
have survived and these axe practically all fl"om or to the Offic.e.rs of the 
Expedition. Of the 380 men who snved, 6 are lmown to have be.en drown­
t:d, 2 were killed by falling from a train , and 6 died from disease. 

Litile is known about the carrying of mail, but prasumably it 
lravell€d the same route as the rations, i.e. by train from Alexandria 
Lo Assiut, by steamer (two were being operated on the Nile by the Navy 
with the help of 8 Canadian vVheelsmtn) to Wady Halfa, by tr.ain from 
there lo Sarras and then again by steamer, m a lternat-ively, all the way 
liy steamer while this suvice was op·srating . No special Postal ar.range­
ments were made, and no d-:Jtachment of the Army Postal Corps accom­
panied the troops. 

The Canadian Officer in charge of thE. Voyageurs was Lt. Colonel F .C 
Denison. In his diary he records having r-eceived letters on arrival aL 
Alexandria from R.J. Moss & Co., to whom they were assign~:d. He re­
ceived letters fwm Canada on 27th October, 2nd , J.9th and 20th November, 
.l884, the latter being delivtt'ed by mule from Lhe camp at. Sarkamatto. 
Ho received his Christmas mail by boat on 4t-h January, 1885, when sta­
tioned near Sheeban. He sent lEtters to Canada on 10Lh March, :L885, from 
1\odi and received lelters on 29th March, 1883 at Wady Halfa.

Postal rate from Egyp t to Canad a for postcards was 20 Paras and from 
Canada to Egypt for letters the rate was 5 Cents. 

This is a synopsis of all that is known so far of the corrEspondence 
connected with th2 Canadian Voyageurs' Expedition and my thanks are 
due to all collectors who have given me informa tion. I would be most 
grateful for any further information concuning other correspondence for 
record purposes.

The U.A.R. Military Academy 

On the 18th of June, 1962, the Military Academy celebrates its 150th anni­
versary. Next only to Al-Azhar University, it is the oldest institution in the 
U.A.R. being established in 1811. It moved from one place to another, until 
it finally settled down in its present premises which were inaugurated by 
President GAMAL ABD EL-NASSER on March 1955. At present, it occupies 
366 acres containing military, technical, and athletic establishments and faci­
lities which contribu~e to its carrying out its mission in the best way. 

Thousands of those holding the Secondary School Certificate (scientific) 
submit application for joining the Academy. F-rom those, the Academy selects 
its cadets in accordance with certain specifications and qualifications-they 
are medically tested.

Univer sity graduates are allowed to join the Military Academy where they 
are qualified for service in the Armed Forces according to their specialisation 
and the requirements of the Armed Forces. They serve as engineers, Judge 
advocates, and m edical officers, etc. 
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The Military Academy carries out the achievem,ent of basic training both 
for the Naval and the Air Force Colleges. This ensures the spirit of comrade­
ship and brotherhood among the cadets of all the three colleges (being the 
prospective officers of the Armed forces ). 

The Military Academy cad~ts from the liberate.j countries of the Arab 
World or of Africa and Asm. 1hese cadets attend courses on the same footing 
as their brothers of the U.A.R. ; these courses qualify them to shoulder their 
n :sponsibilities in their liberated countries. 

The training programmes have been set in accordance wth the latest 
academic theories and principles . The syllabus thus comprises military, social, 
and cultural subjects, besides military administration and training. 

Training is undertaken by members of the staff who are efficient and well­
cultured officers, besides instructors, holding university and post graduate 
degrees. 

The Military Academy does not charge any tuition fees ; on the contrary 
it provides for housing, clothing and feeding the cadets as best as it can. 

1he Military Academy, the builder of men, goes on carrying out its noble 
mis~ion. Its greatest pride is .occasionsd by the fact that president NASSER, 
the leader of our present generation and the founder of the Arab Renais­
sance is one of its graduates. The Military Academy stands equal to the latest 
and most progressive military institutes in the world.

The World United Against Malaria 

The world has suffered from the ravages of Malaria since the daw.a of 
history. The pa1·a .>1te reeds on the red blood corpu11c.es, ·undermines the general 
health, reduces t ne capac1ty t o work and grea Gly hmders economic develop­
ment, thus leading to poverty which in turn leads to ·disease by increasing 
the chances of it.> further o.pread. It is estimated that anout 800 million 
people i.e. &-bout on e third of the world population, are living under the risk 
of Malaria infection exposed to death and complete destruction. Malaria kills 
the young childr ~n and elderly people, aborts pregnant women and reduces 
the capac1ty of child bearing thus devastating villages and even whole coun­
tries. The evll reputation of Africa as th ~ '· B1ack Continent" does not derive 
from the dark skin of the inhabitants but from the misery and grief caused 
by Malaria. Malaria does not only destroy life , but it is the direct cause of 
underdevelopment of the African countries. In the United Arab Republic two 
occasions are memoriz·~d with deep grief : the loss of 120,000 lives during the 
digging of Suez Canal in 1859 through Malaria, poverty and starvation, and 
the occurance of not less than on~ mi'lion cases of Malaria with about 100,000 
deaths through the A. gambiae ea vicious Malaria · vector) invasion in 1942. 
Gambia was eradicated in 194.5 and the cost of eradication amounted to about. 
two million Egyptian Pounds. 

The world had been suffering from Malaria for centuries. Yet, thanks to 
the great efforts of Sir Ronald · Ross who in 1873 discovered the r elationship 
b;; tween the mosquito and Malaria transmission, much suffering is now a 
thing of the past . 

In . 1944 the discovery o.f tr.e insecticidal effect of DDT and its residue 
that lasts about 6-12 months made such a revolution in Malaria C'ontrol 
mE:thods that many nation-wide campaigns were carried o·ut succe&sfully. But 
unfortunately in 1954, the world optimism did not last long through the re­
porting of resistance of the Vector mosquito to insecticide from Greece and 
the U.S.A. 

The wOl"ld Experts met in Geneva at t he 8th World Health Assembly in 
1955 to discuss the problem . A resolution was adopted that the Assembly may 
request governments to intensify their plans of nation-wide Malaria Control 
Pngrammes so that Malaria eradication may be achieved by campaigns to 
be safely exterminated before the potential danger of a development of resis­
r.ance to insecticides in Anopheline Vector species materialises. 

The money, equipment and techniques required were to be met by the 
d:fferent nations through help from the United Nations Agencies such as 
WHO, UNICEF, Technical As&istance Programme and others. 

The United Arab Republic has ado:pted this policy and the Malaria era­
dication plans have beell. drawn up with the WHO and a new plan with the 
participation of the Rural Health Unit project is being prepared. It is ex­
pected that 400 units of 2400 are to open in July 1962. The whole country 
will be covered in 1966-1967. The unit will serve a popul[!.tion of 5,000 inha­
bitants and will be provided with a doct or, 2 assistant medi-wives, a micro­
scopist t schnician and a sanitary inspector. They will all participate in Vector 
Mosquito Control, radical cure of Malaria cases and main tenance of Malaria 
eradication. 

The United Arab Republic in issuing this stamps participates in honour­
ing the United Nations efforts towards achieving the goal of Malaria eradi­
cation and the relief of mankind from Malaria.

Among: the major health problems in the modern world, bilharzia is the 
mu.5t serious. Statistics show that no less than 150 million~'} suffer from this 
disease. Second only to endemics in number of patients, bilharzia is a serious 
obs tacle to improving the health of the rural population in the U.~.R. 

The cause of this disease remains unknown until Dr. Theodore Bilharz, 
a German scientist , discovered it in 1851. Theodore Maximillian Bilharz was 
born on March 23, 1825, in Sigmarigen, a town in Germany, and attained his 
medical certificate in 1849 at Freiburg University. Then he set to study Bio­
logy and parasitic worms under the supervision of Von Siebold. But soon in 
1850, he came to Egypt accompanied with Dr. Griesinger and though he 
was no more than 26 years old, wa12 appointed as professor of anatomy at 
Kasr El-Aini School of Medicine. There he discovered the worms causing the 
disease known then as haematuria. · 

In December 1851, Bilharz gave a details anatomic description of these 
worms and drew them meticulously. Afterwards he found the worms causing 
the disease and their snails in slices extracted from the sufferers' bladders, 
livers and intestines. Next year in May Bilharz discovered the snails which 
carried these worms in the stool and urine of patients, and he was able to at­
tribute some causes of Dysentry to the infection of Bilharziasis worm!:;. After 
this important discovery, this disease was eventually named after him in com­
memoration of his glorious work and in recognition of his devotion to science 
and humanity. 

An estimated number of 12 million peasants suffer from bilharzia in this 
country, th·us rendering a large segment of the population in a bad h ealth1 
condition. Estimated loss due to the effects of this disease is L.E.30 million­
and 30 per cent of the productivity of the rural population. 

The U.A.R. , in issuing this stamp, pays tribute to the great German 
scientist who died and buried in Cairo.

Patrice Lumumba, til e African Martyr tor Freedom (1925-1961) : 
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Patrice Lumumba was born on July 2, 1925, in a small village in Kasai 
Province. His parents were poor peasan ts, and h e was educated early 
in life . He worked for a while in the postal service, but his main concern 
was to form a polit ical party which would bring freedom and unity to the 
Congo. His party, the National Congolese Movement became the most power­
ful party in the Congo, receiving th e popular s:upport of a people that at last 
had a hope. 

During th e election campaign Lumumha's party was the best organized, 
and the strongest party. Inspite of obstacles placed in his way 'by the re­
luctantly departing Belgian Authnrities, Patrice Lumumba clearly swept tp.e 
country and. received his people's vote and allegiance. He became Prlme 
Minister of the Congo on June 30, 1960. 

It was not long before Lumumba noticed other forces at work to destroy 
and shatter the world's newest Republic at th at t ime, and with great faith 
in the United Nations, he travelled there at the end of J'uly 1960 in an attempt 
to gain the public opinion and to invite the U.N. to come and settle things in 
his country ; to supervice the departure of a ll Belgian troops, and to imple­
ment the unity of the Congo. 

On his arrival in his country he discovered th at the truth irked the im­
perialists and their agents and they were trying their best to suppress it. The 
situatinn in the Congo d.eteriorated day after day. When Lumumba tried to 
go to attend his infant daugh ter's funeral, Mobutu's bandits arrested him, 
brutally beat him and put him in jail and when h e was sent to his enemy 
Moise Tshombe in Katanga, his fate was sealed. To Tsh ombe and his Belgian 
masters Patrice Lumumba represented his country's h opes and aims, his 
people's struggle and wishes. S tark fear turned Moise Tshombe into a murderer 
and an assassin and on Febr. 13, 1961, it was announced that Lumumba was 
killed with his companions by villagers a lthough it was said that his death 
had taken place 2 days before. 

Demonstrations swept the capitals of the world and people held Belgium 
morally responsible for this dastardly political crime. 

African and Asian leaders were stunned by the news of Lumumba's assas­
sination. Imperialism and its agents fo rgot that the bright torch of freedom 
and unity th at Lumumba upheld, will not go out now that Lumumba has been 
murdered. The torch will always be upheld , by d.ifferent sons of the Congo, 
by .Africa's children forever after-it . will ligh t the way for succeeding gene­
ratwns, to whom the memory of Patnce Lumumba will be a bright example.

The ,National Charter . 

In a six-hour session of the National Congress of Popular Powers, held on 
May 21, 1962, President Nasser presented the nation with the National Char­
ter. The Congress was m a je up of 1,500 elected m embers and 250 members 
of the CongreEs's Preparatory Committee. 

The Nat ional Charter embod ies general principles ; it is the result of ten 
years of experience, from 1952 to 1962. Enumerating the six principles for 
true democracy contained in the 140-page Charter, President Nasser said poli­
tica l democracy could not be separated from1 social democracy, nor could 
poli tical democracy exist under th e domination of one class. "Democracy," 
sa id the President, "m eans the sovereignty of the people-the entire people." 

The National Charter contains ten chapters : General View, The Neces­
sity of the Revolution, The Roots of the Egyptia n Struggle , The Moral of the 
Setback, True Democracy, On the Inevitability of the socialil)t Revolution, 
Production and society, The Soc:ialisti Application and its Prqblems, Arab 
Unity and Foreign Policy. 

The National Charter was unanimously ajoptsd by the National Congress 
of Popular Powers on June 30, 1962.

{1 ) Tne 23rd July Revolution. 

The glorious Revolution of 23rd July 1952 is a landmark in the history 
of the Arab Nation. It is a revolution against corruption, treason, feudalism. 
It cleared t he road for the !Arab people, thus enabling them to march towards 
a brighter future. 

The Revolution hit hard against imperialism till the British evacuated 
.Egypt and launched a gigantic ~cheme of social reforms. Arab nationalism 
became the motto of every one who wanted freedom, security, peace and pros­
perity, it became the motto of the Arab people who wanted their usurped 
right restored. 

Arab nationalism won one of its greatest victories in 1956, when the tri­
partite aggression against Egypt was defeated. 

Under the leadership of President Nasser, Arab nationalism has become 
a dynamic force aiming at development, unity, strength , honour, dignity and 
independence for all the Arab peoples from the Atlantic Ocean to the Arabian 
Gulf. 

(2) The Proclamation of the Republic. 

On June 18, 1953, Egypt was proclaimed a Republic and thus ended a 
corrupt monarchy in which a fortunate few held undisputed sway over million 
cho barely made a living. Instead, a new society came into being in which 
each~ individual was to regain his dignity and self-respect. 

The pattern of the new society is based along lives of a democ.ratic, co­
operative socialism. The principal aim of the Government is to raise the 
standard of living and to afford equal opportunities to all citizens. Abolition 
of the old feudal system , monopoly and the domination of capital over the 
execut ive were the chief measures taken to secure a better life for our people. 
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(3) Agrarian Reform 

Undoubtedly, the Agrarian Reform Law is a landmark, in the history of 
this country and of the entire Arab homeland. 

The first Agrarian Reform Law, promulgated on 9 September 1952, and 
the second, promulgated on 25 July 1961, aim :;Lt d efining the relation between 
the landlord and the tenant and giving- a sense of stability to the nation's 
rural population. 

The land requisitioned is distributed among the landless peasants. No 
less than three quarters of a million acres came under the Agrarian Reform 
Laws. No less than a million peasants have benefited from these laws. The 
Law has tied land distribution to the establishment of co-operative ~ocieties 
which it supervises. 

(4) Non-alignment 

Our foreign policy is based on the principle of non-alignment. The world 
is now divided into two conflicting camps. Our foreign policy of non-align­
ment was established as an assurance for the policy · of working for peace. 

The 1955 Ba.ndung Conference was. turning point in the history of 
Afro-Asia. In his historic sueech to the Conference President Nasser said our 
foreign- policy aims at constructive principles in the lives of Afro-Asian peoples. 
Such principles are based on upholding the right of peoples to self-determi­
nation supporting all people to achieve national independence and working 
to end power policy. 

The major principles guiding our f-oreign policy can be summed up in : 
Working for peace, Banning nuclear weapons and disarmament for 
the sake of humanity. 

(5) Proclamation ot the United Arab Republic. 

The most important event in the modern history of the Arab nation is 
the proclamation of the United Arab Republic early in 1958. Thus the long­
cherished dream of Arab unity was realized. 

Both on the international sphere and at home, the U.A.R. achievement 
commands world-wide respect and admiration. 

Positive neutralism, non-alignement. eradication of imperialism, self-de­
termination to all peoples, banning nucl-ear weapons and working for peace are 
the highlights of the U.A.R. foreign policy. · 

Industrialization, eradication of the feudalist system and the laying down 
of the foundations of a democratic socialist co-operative society are among 
the major achiev-ement at home. No better words can describe the role played 
by the U.A.R. than President Nasser's words : "It is a state that protects but 
does not threaten, that safe~uards, but does not squander. It upholds justice 
and peace. It provides as lies within the limits of its possibility for her own 
prosperity, that of neighbouring eountries, and of all humanity." 

(6) Industrialization 

Before the Revolution, industrial production was confined to certain goods 
produced in quantities which did not even meet the requirements of local con­
sumption. The country had to spend millions to provide for its n eeds through 
imports. 
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In July, 1956, the Ministry of Industry was established in order to define 
a clear industrialization policy for this country. The first five-year plan 
for industry was drawn up for this purpose. Investments earmarked this plan 
totalled L.E.330 million. The plan's projects were completed in three years. 

In 1960, another five-year plan was launched, providing for the in­
vestment of L.E.348 million in the perioj 1960-65. 

The number of industrial project coming under the first plan was 333 
projects which provided employment for 48,000 workers. 

The value of industrial production rose from L.E.558 million in 1959 to 
L.E.655 million in 1960, an increase of L.E.97 mUlion. It also jumped to L.E.700 
million in 1961. 

( 7) Th e Aswan High Dam 

The High Dam project is undoubtedly the most important link in the 
chain of projects designed to regulate the Nile waters. The main dam is a 
rock-fill dam 111 metres high and 3,500 metres long. Its width at the base 
is 1000 metres. The dam itself will consist of three main structures ; the 
frontal cofferdam, the rear cofferdam anj the main dam. 

The cost of work completed up to the end of 1961 totalled L.E.16:5· million 
whereas another L.E.50 million contracts were signed for work required. The 
estimated total cost of building the High Dam is L.E.494 million. 

The High Dam is a major product;.ve and protective project-meeting nn­
gation requirements and implementing electric power projects. It will help 
the conversion of 700,000 acres of land from basin to perennial irrigation in 
Upper Egypt, in addition to guaranteeing the cultlvation of 700,000 acres of 
rice annually. The electric power to be generated will total 10 milliard Kwh. 
annually. Estimated total increase in the national income as a result of 
implementation of the project will be L.E.234 million. 

(8) The Social Revolution . 

The major objectives of July 1952 Revolution are the eradication of impe­
rialism, and its agents, and the eradication of social and economic backward­
ness as well as putting an end to the feudalist system of the pre-revolution era. 

Its chief aim is the creation of a democratic, socialist and co-operative 
society, based on equity and equality. 

Eliminating the domination of capital over the executive and eradicating 
monopoly have been among the measures taken by the Revolution to secure 
social justice for our people. 

For these objectives the July 1961 socialist decrees were issued. These 
provided for a larger share of the workers in the management as well as 
the profits of the co':Dpanies and factories. They also provided for the re­
vision of the income tax with a view to bridging the gap between the rich 
and the poor. 

Thus the old picture of our society is now something of the past and 
replacing it, is a picture of a new society based on equality and social justice.

MOUkhtar 

The nation' .~ foremost sculptor Mahmoud Moukhtar is by far the first 
among the many who initiated the ar tistlc movzment that characterized the 
fir st half of the century in this country. 

Born nine years before the close of the 19th century in the small village 
of Tinbara, near Mehalla El-Kobra in the Delta, Moukhtar received his school.: 
ing in Cairo, where he joined the college of Fine Arts in 1908. Three years 
later he was sent on a mission to Paris to complete his studies. 

In the Cairo College of Fine Arts he had r eceived his first lessons at 
the hands of the sculptor Lappani, and it was through him that he had 
learned th(; technique of the French classical school. 

In 1910, the first art exhibition for students of the college of Fine Arts 
was ·opened. Moukhtar's contribution was greatly admired, 'both by his teachers 
and by art connoisseurs, and he was granted a scholarship to Paris to com­
plete his studies. 

In Paris, Moukhtar's eyes saw a new world. He visited the art museums, 
galleries and academies and st-udied what were the modern trends in the early 
decades of the 20th century. Yet h e remained faithful to his style and strictly 
adhered to the Empire school which kept to the lines of Greco-Roman sculp­
ture. When his first show was opened in Paris, Moukhtar was admired by al!. 

Among the exhibits was a model of the "Renaissance of Egypt", a statue 
that was described by the French paper "Figaro", as "the beginning of the 
revival of Egyptian art". 

To honour the nation's foremost sculptor, the Government has built a 
modern museum bearing his name in the Liberty Gardens at Gezira, down­
town Cairo. the museum will hous.e the artist's works and has been opened on 
last July 24.

The U.A .R. Rockets 

193 

On July 21 , 1962, the United Arab Republic saluted the Tenth Anniver­
sary of the Revolution with a salvo of Rockets built by Arab engineers and 
technicians, and h eralded the nation's entry into the space age. 

Two types of rockets were tested, one with a range of &ix hundred kilo­
metres, and a smaller model with a range of 380 kilometres. 

The tests, the first to be publicly announced in the U.A.R. were witnessed 
by President Gamal A!dbel Nasser. He talked wlth the scientists, engineers 
and workmen who had designed and built the rocket& and congratulated them 
on their great contribution to the progress and prestige of the Arab Nation 
as a whole. 

The Arab rockets shall be used regularly in the U.A.R. to explore the 
physical parameters of the atmosphere to very high altitudes. This shall 
include soundings of the different meteorological elements e.g. atmospheric 
pressure, air temperature, air density and wind speed and. direction ; study­
ing the different gases of the atmosphere in particular the ozone and the 
spectrum analysis of the direct solar radiation. 

These data obtained by the Arab rockets will increase our knowledge of 
the physics of the atmosphere and will assist in solving the scientific problems 
of the atmosphere which is considered as a complex physical unit. Conse­
quently this will lead to the discovery of the nature of the forces affecting 
the air motions and to the improvement in the daily weather forecasting 
technique, thus increasing the accuracy of the medium and long range weather 
forecast. 

The study of vertical distribution of ozone by the Arab rockets will reveal 
some of the mysterious aspects of this gas which predominates in the atmos­
phere between altitudes 15-45 kms. with high concentration at an altitude of 
22 kms. Ozone absorbs most of the ultra violet part of the solar radiation 
which is harmful to life and thus prevents it from reaching the ground. Lt 
is believed that th e ozone affects the weath-er changes on the surface of the 
earth. 

Nowadays, international efforts are done to study the meteorological ele­
ments of the upper atmosphere, ozone and ionizing layers, meteors, aurora, 
zodiacal light, cosmic rays and oth er natural and meteoro:ogical phenomena 
which affect both the earth and the space. This study is considered one of 
the most interesting goals of conquering the outer space. The Arab rockets 
will enable the U.A.R. to participate in this international scientific field and 
its particular geographical ~tuation will increase the importance of the ~tudy 
of the natural and meteorologir.al phenomena over its territory.

(1} All Africa Table T ennis Champio12ship 

The first all Africa Tennis Championship was held in Alexandria b·etween 
September 18-28. More than 200 players representing the 23 member-coun­
tries of the African Table Tennis J:' 'edera tion part icipated in this cham­
pionship. 

(2 ) World Shooting Championship. 

Cairo played host to 700 shooters from 41 countries participating in the 38th 
World Shooting Championship held between October 11-20. It consisted 
of 14 competitions for men and six for women. 

For the second t ime in its long history, th e World Shooting Championship 
took place outside Europe. Yet it is for th e first time that it takes place on 
African soil.

"EGYPTE" ... SEALS NOT ENOUGH KNOWN .. 

The Express~on "REGIE POSTE EGIZIANE?'... Its Histocy 

Translation of the article of Mr. Jean 
Boulad D'Hurnieres, F.R.S .P.L., ([Jttblished 
in French in No. '/04 of April, 1961, of 
this Magazine . 

Since L567, Egypt, a provinc-e of the Ottoman Empire, was governed 
by a representative of the "SublimE Porte" i.e. the Sultan of Turkey. 

Among the govErnors entrusted with bhis Administration, Mohammed 
Aly Pasha was - one may say- the promoter of the idEa of independence 
and roya lty for thi s province. In 1806, he fre ed himself from the Turkish 
tuwlag·e and, in 18/18, was declared a vassal of Turkey with the title of 
\'iceroy . 

This idea was · revived later, with more insistance, by Ismail Pasha 
who obtained to hi s son, in 1867, the heredity in primogenit.ure ord·3r and 
acquired the title of Khedive with wider independence on different h Elds. 

In fact, it was only on 15th March 1922 that t-hese ambitions werE 
. l'.ealised following the proclamation of Egypt an "Independent Kingdom" 

with King Fuad I .as ils first head of State. 

Let us go through some manifestations of thi s velkiLy in brief. 

Since 1832, Mohamed Aly Pa~l1a dreamt alr·eady of the envied title of 
king, if not for himself, .at least for hi s son lbrahim Pasha. 

In a lettEr dated 19th August 1832 sent to Metternich from Alexandria 
IJy Acerbi, his repl'esentative in Egypt, he wrote : 

"Another circumstance which deserves noting is the way in wh1ch , 
!\IohamBd A1y, through the diplon:iacy of Mr. Boghos, prepares the public 
lo digest the tiUe of king for His Highness. We have seBn in an illumina­
tion "Regie arm ate vittoriose d' Ibrahim Pascia". We have s'E:Bn announced 
in the "Avertissement journalier du Commerce" published in AlBxandria, 
the arrival of . "Regio brick il Coccodrillo" ; a;nd very recently an "Avviso 
di questa Regia dogana", formBrly called "Dog ana Vice-Re-ale" . 

It appears that the Pasha of Eg,ypt thought of taking the title of king, 
whether for himself or for hi s son on the occasion of thE victories of the 
Egyptian armies in Syria and had, so to say, prepar€d the field for the 
public to digest thi s transformation in the title ,abovB refured to. 
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Unfortunately, these soundings did not obtain the requir.3d suco3ss in 
view, certainly, to the intHvention of the European diplomacy in the 
Turko-Egyptian affairs. 

Then, came Viceroy Ismail Pasha who ascended the throne in 1863 
and tried to acquire the tiUe of king in ord·er to incl~E ase considerab:y his 
prestige vis-a-vis his distinguished guests, invited to th3 festivals com­
memorating the inauguration of the Su£z Canal in 1869. 

Considering t-hat the diplomatic channels had fai~ed to acquire th2 
r.equired result, he tried to play a forced card thus C ~nstanfinopl£ would 
be faced with a fait accompli. 

Among the diff.erent means of action adopted in this connection during 
the years 1867 j 68 was the postal service. 

A good number of printing matter and postal s~als have se·en the day 
with an ad hoc libel. Some examples are given hermnd·er. 

1. - ·- A circular re-lating to the taxes du e on th~ postal orders, dat.ed 
J~t January 1868, with the h£ading "Amministrazione delle R. Poste 
Egi.ziane". At the foot appears the signature of Muzzi Bey, Genera; 
Director and the date Alexandria 1st January 1868. 

~- -- A notice relating Lo thE insufficience of franking charges on 
ldters sent abroad, dated 14th Januar,y 1868, and bearing the same heading 
a"' the pr.evious document. 

:3. - A letter of ~hE same Administration dated 20bh September 1808 
and wriLten on paper with the same h eading. 

4. - An interpostal issued around i868 with a similar libel "Dir·Olzione 
Generale delie R. Poste Egiziane - Alessandria". 

6. - Seais for stamping the postal telegrams which were also used 
with the ink stopper for the cancellation of th~ stamps of free of charge 
service or franking -covers, with the title "Regie Poste Egiziane and the 
n:une of the Post Offict". 

G. -- A certain number of seals with date, used in diif.arent post. 
offices, especially the newly establish£d, with the royal indication "Regie 
Poste Egiziane and the name of the post office". 

Finally, in i869, the Egyp~i-an postal agenc.y in Constantinople mstallsd 
ever the entrance a sign-board booring the name· "REGIE POOTE EGIZIA­
NE" which was sent from Alexandria on June 11th 1869 to replace thE 
old sign-board with the name "Poste Vice-Reali Egiziane". 

This time the matter was consider·£d a little bit exagge1~ated and tl1E­
"Grand Vizir" Aly Pasha complained to the Ambassador of Great Britain 
Sir H. F.Uiot, of the extension of powers .and the aspects of vast 1ndep.o:!-
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dmce which the Khedive of Egyp~ w.as ~rying to give himself. This 
desir.e of Isn1ai1 Pasha to decla re himself independent wa:; so visible that. 
one cannot iguor·e longer, the case of the post officE sign -board was the 
las~ exilmple. 

On the .25th June 1869, the diplomatic corps w er.e informed accordingly 
und an enErgetic order was given to the director of the said post office tu 
removE: this subv.ersiv·e sign-board. A note of protest was sent to th?. 
Egyptian Governm·en ~ in Alexandria r·2 questi ng explanation . 

An ·Enquiry was opened at the Postal Administration, at leas t for 
form's sake .and to give to the protest of Constantinople the fu ll importancP. 
i ~ was desired to give, in order to find out the "responsible" for this 
mistake. 

It has bEen revealed from th e correspondence exchanged on the sub­
ject between Muzzi Bey and H.E. Cherif Pasha, Prime Minister, during 
th e period 27th June and 23rd Ju ly 1869, that the name "Royal" - also 
used sometime by ot.hEr governamental .administrations such as the customs 
il dminis tration - was decided by a mino r employee, Mr. Giovannino 
Guami.e.r i, of grade II, who was especially in charge of supervising the 
making of sign-boards and who had arbitrary altEred the title of "Kht:dive'' 
by "Regie". 

The guflty employee was dism issed immediately. 

Muzzi Bey, in h is expl.anator.y letter, added : 

"Very fortunatf..ly the number of abused sign-boards are limited only 
b the overseas offices and to some offices in the interior which 1~2quired 

new sign boards in subs~itut.ion of the old ones installed in 1865" . 

On thE 3rd July, no more of the litigious libel w as seen. 

Finally, in another letter dated 23rd July 1869, Muzzi Bey wrote : 

"The same mistake noled on tlie sign-boards was also se.en on the 
sea ls with datE recenUy made. It w.as also the misbake of tfle same 
(;mployee. .. At the moment, ther·e is no trace of this rough and uplucky 
mistake .and Your Excellency may assure yourself of this by checkirig thE 
prints of the seals with date , in use, which I have the honour to enclose 
h er-Ewith .a specimen of same". 

Undoubtedly, this Gffi cial expla nation satisfied Turkey . There must 
b(l a responsible and that was this minor official but it was quite clear 
that such a modification canno·t be the fruit of the imagination of a minor 
c.lE.rk but mther strict orders ·coming from above. 

After this short historico-postal Peport, let us noi\v see, as philatelist, 
how this evolution has tumed out, w hat are the post offices affect-ed by 
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tb.esE modifications, when this has begun and ,,rhen and how it has 
termirwted. 

Accmding to tha dates checked, till now, on the seals, with date, 
we find out that the expression "REGlE POSTE" was utilised from 14th 
OctobEr 1867 till 20th Ootoh 2r 186\J but it is not impossible to consider· 
the beginning of this period on l s~ August 1867 if one discovers seals 
bearing this date. 

W e shail finally see that., in spite of bhe assurances giv.en by Muz.-;i 
BEy, some offices continued, for a long t ime , lo use the s·eals with the 
incriminate text. 

The material which interests the philatelist is composed of : 

A. - Seals libelled "REGIE POSTE EGIZIANE" 
1. Interpostals, 
2. Seals without date, 
3. SEals with mobile date. 

B. - Seals with mobile date with the word "REGIE" withdrawn . 
Let us tr,y to study them sepamtel,y. 

To facifi tate t.heir classification for the philatelist who have already 
adopted the R. Seymour Blomfield nomenclature, we. have put betwe-en 
br.acl<>ets the order illumber preoeded by the initials S.B. 

Adding finally that we have asked some specialists of thesE postal 
marks to favour us with their latest discoveries in this field in order to 
have an up to dcde record, among othErs Mr. l'brahim Chaftar in Egypt 
1nd Messrs R. Seymour Blomfield and Peter Smith of the United Stat.es . 

A. - SEALS LIBELLED "REGIE POSTE EGIZIANE'' 

i. - · lnterpostals (Fig. 1)

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Only one type is known. It was used by the Centr.al Administration, 
in Alexandria. 

30 i j2 mm. dia., impression gold on whitg, text in Italian "DIREZIO 
NE GENERALE DELLE R. POSTE EGIZIANE - ALESSANDRIA " 
text in Turkish with crescent and st.ar in the middle. 

2. - Service seals , without dale (S.B . GS-3) (Fig. 2) 

These seals, normally used to seal with wax the postal mail, were 
however usE d for the cancellation, in black ink, the st-amps served for 
franking the extra tax or postal dues, also these for franking packe.l,s 
d conespondenc.e. 

The impression is in while on black and reads "REGIE POSTE 
EGIZIANE - MASSAW A or SUAKIN". In the middlE, a crescent and 
star are found. In the first case the crescent is opened on the left, in the 
second case, it is opened on the rig>ht : dia . 28 mm. 

These seals we1~e only used for Mas.sawa and Suakin on the Red Sea. 

These seals ar.e found on the stamps issued in 1867, which is normal , 
also on those issuea in 1872, i.e. following tlie official date for stopping 
I he usE of "REGIE", and this is less normal. 

These two post offices, being very far from Egypt, one can assume 
that the instrudions conceming .this modification remained dead letters. 

3. - Seals with mobile dale 

One can distinguish two types, lightly different, corresponding to· two 
regional groups quite definite. 

I - Circle of 27 j 2 to 28 mm. dia . thick and large le[lers. 

The wmds bTought to,qether (S.B. ll-2) (Fig. 3) 

Offices of the Middle Egypt, i.e. between Cairo and Assiut (Giza, Beni 
~. uef, Fayum, Wasta, Fashn, Maghagha and Minia) established on ist 
August 1867. 

The SuaRin Post Office, on lhE Red Sea, was opened in November 1867

Some offices, relatively important, have used simultaneously sEals, w1tl1 
dal.e, libelled "VICE REALI" and "REGIE" (Alessandria, Cairo, Porto-Said, 
Ismailia and Suez, especially) which explains lh E difficulty faced in order 
Le find imprints with the word "REffiE". 

In .luly 1869, the incriminate seals were withdrawn and replaced by 
oLhers with N1e old text "POSTE VICE REALE EGIZIANE", or by 
canCEllation with pen , (El Guisr, for example), som3 offices received later 
~enls where the word "REGIE" was removed. In the small post offices. 
this kind of seals were in use until the date of their closing .

The .two above mc;ntioned seals made pad of a serie with th€ word 
"REGIE", and, as the order for modification was r.eceived before their 
issue, the.y have been modifiEd at the works and then sent to the offices 
concerned. 

Certainly, there must have been othe·rs in thE name of other offices. 
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It is not at ·all excluded that one may still find other names of post 
c•ffices whebher with, or without, thE word "REGLE" . According to the 
a hove-mentioned list, one notices that M1e offices with, or without, "REG lE" 
de not a:vvays correspond.

Some of these seals havE been forged, the most well-known is that of 
Dardanel (Fig·. 8) 

The seals similar to that of (Fig. 8) (S.B . 111-5), known for Mehalla, 
Suez and Smyrne, do not belong to thi s group although it exists .an empty 
space be for·£ the word "POSTE". This space was occupied by the letters 
"V.R." and the date, 1876, is very far from the. period which interests us. 

This is a brief story, supported hy postal documents, of the history of 
l·~ gypt, sbruggling for its independence.
