B.ymn, 
O.B.E., President de l'Eg.ypl Study Citcl.e, 11 essaye d'expliquer d 'apres 
lEs differentes lettres entieres d 'Egypte qu 'il possedail dans sa collection, 
comment etait calculee la ta:x e i.t pe l'cevo i l' du des linataire sur les leUres 
insuffisamment afftanchies . 

Ces let tres etaimt generalement .frappees en noir au depart du cachet 
''AFFRANCArrURA fiNSUFFICENTE" sur dtux lignes clans un rectangle 
(type H-i de Seymour Blomfield, vo ir l'O.P . Yol. Ill , No. 43 de Septembre 
Hl39) et d'un nombl'e rewes entant le monlanL tt percevoir (types K - i 

et suivants de Seymoul' 13Jomfielcl - voir l'O.P. Vol. Ill , No. 43 de Sep­
tembrE HJ39). Pou r l·es lecleurs qui n ''Ont pas la collection complete dP 
l'Orient Philalelique nous l'eprocluisons ici ces di.fferenles marques 
postales. 

AFFRANCATURA 
INSUFFICENT£ 
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Le decr.et du 21 Decembre 1865 fixant le reg lemtn l general de la 
nouvelle Administration des Posles Vice-Royales Egyptiennes precisait 
dans son .ar ticle 8 qut "l'affmnchissement des lettr.es est facultatif", et 
l'ar ticle 50 precisait que "le monlant h percevoi r pom les lettres non 
affnmchies sera indique sur le cote de 1' adres,se H1 grand s chiffres", etan l 
entendu que la letlre non affl'anchie devait etre taxee .au doubl€. 

Ii semble qu 'aucune instruction precise n'ait eLe prevue alors dans 
ce decrtt pom les lellres insuffi samment affra.nchies. 

L'existence, des le debut de l 'emploi des limbre,s-posle, du cachet 
"AEi'Ji'RANCATLJRA JNSLJFF'ICE TE" ci le plus ha.ul permel lo ul de meme 
dE pense e qu'il d"C1t y avoir une ci rculaire ou une note speciate a ce suj eL 
q ui malheureusement n 'esL pas parvenue a la connaissance d es chercheurs 
philatelistes ; la trouve ra- l-on un jour dans le,s archives posta l€s du Caire ? 

Aussi le Dr. vV. Bymn dilt-il Lravai U.er par deductions SUCC·essives pour 
i.tlTiver, apres plu siEUl'S an nees, a b·ouver la SOlution logique qu'il a 
exposee dans l 'etud e citee plus haut. 

Voici sa conclusion. 

Sachant que la leltre non affranchie etait taxee au double de la ltttre 
affra nchie, l 'on faisait le pr·emier calcul sur cette base et l 'on decluisa i L 
ensuite, du montant obtenu, la valeur de l' affranchissemen t (insuffisant) 
acquitte •en timbres-poste par l'expectiteut. C' est J.e solde qui constituait 
1~: montant it percevoir indique en chiffres noirs au recto de la lettre. 

Ainsi s'expliquent les nombres impairs de par as ou piasLres a perce­
voir que l 'on rencontre sur bon nombre de plis insuffisamment affranchis. 

C'est ainsi qu 'unE le ltre s imple adressee du Caire it Alexandrie en 
1873, .affranchie avec un exemplai ee du 5 paras, a ete taxee a 1 piastre et 
35 paras. 

Non affranchie elle aurait. ete taxee a 2 piastPes ou 80 paras ; l 'on a. 
deduit de cEtte somme l'acomp te de 5 paras paye en timbre-poste ec c'est 
k solde, 75 paras ou i pias~re et 35 paras qui a ete indique en chiffres 
au recto de la lettre. 

Autre ·exemple . LEttre pesant deux unites de poids, soil entre 7 1/ 2 
ec 15 grammes, adressee du Caire a Alexandrie en 1866 et affranch ie avec 
trois 10xemplaires du 20 paras, Laxee ~t 2 piastr-es et demie. 

Non afi'ranchie elle aurait ete taxee a 4 piastres ; l' on a deduit de ce 
montant l 'acomp te paye en timbl'es-pos le, i piastre et demie, Et c'est le 
solde, 2 piastres et demie, qui a ete indique sur le rec to du pli pour etre 
pergu du destinatair.e. 
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Troisieme exemple. LetLrE pesant deux unites de poids a dressee en 
i 87i de L agos a ConsLanLinople (par les services postaux egyptiens entnJ 
cts deux bureaux), affranchie avec un exemplaire du timbre de i piastre ; 
eJle a ete taxee a 3 piastres. 

Non a ffranchie elle aurait ete taxee a 4 piastres ; l' on a deduit de cettt 
somme l'acomptE de i piaske paye .en timbre-poste et c'est le solde, ·~ 

piastres, qui a ete indique en chiffres au recto de la leUre. 
Signalons a !'intention de ceux qui n 'ont pas eu la bonne fortune cl£ 

lir·E !'article o1·iginal du Dr. vV . Byam indique au debut de cette note, 
qu 'un resume Lres clai t· en a ete donne avec exempl es tt l'appui aux pages 
96 et 07 du ca talogue de la vente de sa collecti on les 25 et 26 Octobr·E i96J 
pal' la Mai son Robson Lowe Lld. de Londres. 

Ajou tons pour terminer, que c£s chiffres frapp es au recto des lettres 
~ont presq ue touj ours de.s cachets metalliqms ; quelques tres rares nombre3 
sont manuscrits ; il y a cependant plusieurs frapp£s differentes pour cer .. 
lains chiffres ou nombres.

Notr.e curiosite de collec~ionne ur nous a pousse a chercher a savoir 
cnmment procedaient a la meme epoque lES admin istrations postales de 
quelques pays en tretenant alors des echanges postaux avec l'Egypte, no­
tamment l' Italie Et l.a France. 

Le service de Documentation de la DirEction Generale des Postes 
Suisses a Berne, consulte i1 CE suj et, nous a confirme que la Suisse et l'Ita. 
lie procedaient alors de la fagon exposee plus Iiaut (et etablie apres de si 
longues recherches d deductions par le Dr . W. Hyam). 

Voici d'ailleurs le texte que nous avons r.egu a ce sujet. 
"Lorsque les timbres apposes sur um lettre a destination de l 'un 

des deux pays (Suisse ou Italie) representent une somme inferieure a cellE 
clue pour l '.affr.anchissement j:usqu 'a destination, oett£ lettre est consideree 
comme non affranchie et taxee comme telle, sous deduction du prix de 
ces timbres". 

Pour la FrancE, nous avons trouve la reponse a notre question clans la 
circulaire No. 270 publiee dans le Bullet,in de l' Administration des Postes 
No. 87 de Novembre 1862 que nous avons pu consultel' clans la Bibliotheque 
du Musee Postal a Paris. 

Cette circulaire SE· rapporte a la creati'On d'un bureau frangais de dis­
tribution a Suez. 

Son ar~i cle 9 est ainsi congu : 
"Les lettres insuffisamment affr.anchies, au moyen de timbres-poste, 

seront taxees comm£ non affranchies, sauf que le prix de ces t~mbres sera 
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admis en deduct.ion de la taxe a payer pat· les deslinataires, comme cela 
a lieu pour les lettr·es insuffisammEnt affranchies circul o.nt en France". 

Le procede etait exactement le meme.

Maintena n t que le probleme a ete resolu et confirme dE fagon si claire 
et si simpl e, l'on se demande commen t il n 'es t pas ven u tt l 'i dee du 
Dr. \ ¥ . Bymn de s'a drESS8l' a l'Ul12 des grandes administrations poslales 
d 'Emope pour lui demander q uelle etait la proced ure alors en usage dans 
le cas qui l'interessait p~u s specialement. 

Sachant .notamment q ue lEs P ostes Egyp tienr:es uvaient etabli Jeur 
1·eglement d 'organisation et leurs tar ifs poslaux en s' i nsp i rant principale­
ment de ceux des Postes Italiennes , l'on aurait pu pEnser qu'.en s'adressant 
a cet te Administration l'on aumil eu rapidement le r eltseignEment desire 
au lieu de faire de longue6 r:,t labo rie usEs ded ucti ons et suppositio ns. 

Pour notre part, no us avouons ti·e · humblemenl qu ' ay cm t ete questio nne 
<'t ce suj et par le Dr . W. Byam il ':/ a quelquEs annees , nou s n 'avons pas 
du tou t songe a lui. suggerer cette solu tion et nons admel. tons tres aisemen t 
qu'elle ne lui soit pas v.enue tt l 'Esprit it ce moment la . 

Voici done le probleme reso lu et veri.fie.

Pour parfai re defini ti vem en t ce travail i(·nE r~s t0 plus main tenant

These lin es, whi ch co incid ed in the 
biggest part ·with lhe h orse po l<:tl 
routes, wet·e provided , on each lhitcl 
postal re l.ay, with a p igeon stat ion. 
Cons idering that. the pos tal relay was 
2 2/ 3 m iles long·, the distance i)e­
tween lhe pig·eon s labons \Vas 7 
mi les . 

Each s tation conta ined o ne or more 
pit:eon-houses to sheller the pigeo ns. 
Some of th ese pigeons were al-ways 
rela ined al the preced ing o r· following 
stnti'On lo their horn e s lalion in ot­
der lo make use of lhem for Lhe 
transport of cables bound for Lheir 
hom e sl·alion . 

As a resu!L of the foregoing, i.h e 
stat ions were compell ed Lo exchange 
r eciproca ll y their pigeons. Such an 
exchange se rv ice wa ass ured by Lh e 
mules furni sh ed by Lhe Sullan 's 
s l.ables . For ~he big slalions , a big 
s taff was r equi reel fm the lodging of 
the mu les, lh e care lhey dese rve and 
the wo rki ng of the pigeon pos tal 
se t·v ice . Furth ermore, Lhe necessa ry 
q uat·te rs were rerlui1·ed fm the dif­
ferent b ranches of lhe se rvice a pad 
from peciu l quurlers for lll e use of 
[,[1Je high off ice t· supervi sin g the 
\Vhole bus iness. The p igeo ns Lo be 
despatch ed w ere fr eed on the hi gher 
platform of the station. Pigeons sLa­
Li'O ns wete called "Be rid" i. e. "P ost", 
l11e same name give n to the h or se 
posta l se rvice .

The Damascus sLali on senl the cable Lo Sanania. In 40 or 50 minutes, 
the pigeon m essenger arri ved to its des tinalion in Sanan ia. Upon its 
ar r ival, the cable w as taken from th e pi geon messenger to be en Lrus lecl 
to a nother one f rom Tafas w hi ch t'Ook off im media tely to th e n ext s tation 
and so on unLit Lhe cable t each ed ils final des tinati on in Ca iro throu gh the 
Cairo pigeon, r eta ined in lhe Belbeis St.ali on. 

Undoubtedly , the use of t·e lay p igeons for the despa tch of cables caused 
a certain loss of lime. Th·e cJu tnge ·~, f w ing m essengers, th e h a ndling of 
the cables to be t·edespalch ed , led lo a co nsicle t·abl e de lay especially in 
case of cables lo f ly long d istan c2s. Nevertheless, one must admi t that 
the transpmL of cables by m eans of p igeons h ad im po rtant adv;mtages . 

It is to be noted thut the rnalter did not necessary r·2quire a Lhorough­
bred pi ge0n fOl' th e shod di s tan ces between ced uin relays . T h ese pi geons 
we re - as today - very dear ai1CI in demanr.l. However , the dange r of 
acc ident, to wh ich pigeon m essenge rs were su bj ect, was far le s on the 
short distances tha t one could eas il y assm e Lh e arriva l of th e pigeon tnws­
pol'l ing the cabl e. 

Independ ent from lhe se rvice of re lay p igeons, it existed ,i1.lso a direct 
service betw.ee n the capi Lal of the Empire nncl the provin ces. When the 
Sullan wanted to cl espa lch a cable f r·om Cairo to th e governor of Damascus, 
for instan c·e, th ere were at hi s d isposal pi geons feom Da mascus, ca ble to 
cover th e ·whole di stance be tween Cairo and Damascus in one stage. 
These were lhoroughbt''2d pi geon . in the r eal mean in g of the woed. Sucb 
pigeons w ere r a ised u p for Lhe trips of long di s ta nce, .and '~' ere pr'Ob a bly 
given th e special nam e of "Hawacl i" or "Express Pi geons", by the Arab 
au thors. There was ex is ted , therefore, a b ig differ ence b elwee n the ex­
press p igeons an d th e r elay pi geons, perhaps as th e d iffer ence existin g 
be lween a hor se running in mces and a h orse p ullin g a p os tal coach. 

The m a nagemen t of th e pi g2ons postal se rvice was enlms Led to the 
chief ·of chancery of lh e SLate , Lhe pos tmaster gen eral. In th e provinces, 
it was entrus ted to the governors . Th e sovereig n's pi geons had a distinct 
s ign, a warm s l.amp mad :: i ng lhe beak and feet. To be be tler lm ovv n , 
th ey used to shorten their fealh ers in a pa r ticular w ay . F or the cables 
service, onl y blue colom pigeons w ere us.ecl . Tl is lo IJe noled th a t, still 
loday, pi g~on s bre·eders pr efm· lhi s col0ur. 
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The cables sent by pigeons w€J'e wrillen on a fin e paper , espec iall y 
prepal'ed and styled "Pape r fo t· pigeo ns pos ta l se n rice". Severe bl'evity 
was prescrib ed fo r the wording of t.hese cables . The preamb 1e "BI·SM 
ALLAH" - in L.he name of Good - th e e pistolary sly \2 of Lhe Mohamedan 
believer, Lhe Litl es of the addressee, w 2re all om il lecl. On ly lhe date aml 
h·our ·w ere mention ed and Lh :; s hol'les l expressions w et·e used, absl raclion 
made of useless words, a real bi g sac t·ifi ce on lhe part of th e Ori entals -vvho 
are accu s tomed lo flowery .l anguage . The urge nl ci t·cmYlSLances led , on e 
may say, lo so me so d of a teleg raph ic s tyle. 

The State cables were se a~ e d up . Jf a pi geon lost its w.ay, Lh 2 perso n 
in whose hand s il fell should m ention ·on the cabl e the time the pigeon 
was freed. Th e lime of ani val and re-d espatch wet·e al so m enti oned on lhe 
cab}es by lhe s l.al ions agents . 

The cables w et·e Li ed und er lhe w ings of the pi geo n and sometimes 
Lo one of ils ca uda l f-e athel's . 

In gene ral , for secur iLy purposes, the sam e cable was transmitted 
lwice by hvo diffet·en l pi geo ns in a way Lhat , in case ·one of the tn essenge rs 

would be the v icl.im of .an accidenL, the second wou ld do lhe business . Also, 
for more secUL·ily, t.he second pi geon was fr eed two houts after [,h e cl 2-
patlure of the f irs l. P igeons w e t·2 neve r off in a t·ainy Lime . Th-ey were 
a lways good fed bef·ore depadure. 

A nole of the Makr iz i r eveal 2d Lhe colossal number of pigeon messe ng­
e rs puL at the di sposal of lhe Sovereig n for th e despalch of hi s cables . 
According lo lil e said not2, there exist-ed in lhe year t 288 nol less lhan 
HJOO pigeons in lh e .-Lations ·of Cai ro a lone. On e cannu t, therefore, cons ide r 
the same au Lhor as exage·n:tli ng when he s tated in anothe r nole lhat Lhe 
Lolal number of p igeon m esse nget·s was cons iderabl e . Bul, whether lh 3 
Sultan was far ft-om Cairo Ol' from anothel' place, he could always mal.::e 
u se, immediate.l y , of these p igeon messengers . r\ cage, fu ll with a coll ec­
tion v f pigeons fl' om lh e differeul provinces, followed lhe way of Lhe 
Sovere ig n wh en he went hunling, in a journ2y, or ailsent from hi s palace 
for one reason or another. vVh en he wanted Lo despatch an o t· cler to ' t 

governm·, call ing a prin ce or taking ceda in measures, there \>.7ere aL·ways 

pigeons a L his cl isposal. 

Pigeons pvstal service was <.:o ns idered one of Lhe most impodant 
set·vices. Only the Sultan had the ri ght to rec2ive the cable arriving by 
pigeow. If lhe pigeon arrived while eati ng, h 2 inlenup ted his meal. If 
it arrived while sleeping, th e yawoke him. Nobody could touch a cable 
before he awo lte . 
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The history of lha L pe ri od referred to a number of c ircumstances in 
which lhe cable service, by means of pigeons, plnyecl , <L more ·or less 
impotlant role, in the w.at·s, governmen t admini s trat ion and dip:omatic 
t:orrespondence elc. 

P igeon houses w ere lhe object of <t padiculat· altent.ion in Egypt and 
Syria t-ill the invas ion of lhe Tal'lars in 1,]_02. The Tartars di sper sed the 
pi geons , cles t·royed th e pigeon houses and demolished the ai rmail stations. 
Hu~, undoubtedly by the end of the XV Century, the airmail s tations w el'e 
rei ns tated .

If I am no t mis taken, ra re are lhe 
ci li es in Lhe world which have ex­
changed their master , so oflen and in 
a short Lime, like the cily of Cavalla . 

I n fact , Lhis port of the Aegean Sea , 
wh ich is s ituat.ed at the confines of 
the Tht·ace and Macedonia, was 
making part of the Ottoman Empire 
for immemoruble tim es ti.H nearl y the 
end of year 1012. ·when the Balk an 
\Var \Vas dec lared on the 8th of 
October 1912, the Bulgarian s w .en L 
cl own to the said Sea while the 
Gre.e ks, under Ll1 e comn1ancl of Din­
doe Con stant in , w ent up to Saloni.ca . 
The Gree k Army seizerl lhe sa id city 
on Lb e 26 Octobe r i9 L2 and a shod 
tim e la ter, lhe Bulgarian .-\rm y en te r­
ed the cily . The Bulgars 1·emai necl 
the masters of th e cily till the w ar 
was decla red among lhe Allies fo l­
lowing Lbeir di scord. Th :; Greeks de­
fea ted lh e Bulgars and seized Cavalla 
during lhe fir s t clays of Jul y J.!)J3. 
S in ce lhnl time, Cavalla r em a ined 
Greek . 

Apart from L.his tran sfer of posse -
s ion, il i. lo be noted that the ci ty 
of Cavulla , d uring the Tmki~h domi­
nation , had ils foreig n post offices : 
Au striun , .F'rench , Greek , Russ ian and 
even Eg.yptian .

I g-ive hereunder some information 
about the subj ect. 

A.USTRLl - I possess a pair of 
stamps of 5 s·olcJi of the Austrian 
Levant No. 3, obliterated Gavalla 
wit-h a date impossible lo precise but 
must be around 1870 (fig. 8). 

I am in possession a lso of a pair of 
20 paras No. 22, obliterated 12 May 
18!J7 -and one pi.-ece of the No. 40, 
obliterated around 1903. The last 
t.wo pieces are, how2ver, less interest­
ing than the 5 soldi st-amp. 

FRANCE - The French bureau of 
Cavcllla had iLs own stttmps unde,r Lhe 
name of "Cav-alle" (see catalog). I 
possess a picture posLal card bearing 
a pair of stamps No. 2 \vith the date 
29 Decemb er 1903, also an envelope 
containing all the stamps of the serie 
from No. lO lo No. 16, with the date 
27 Novembet· J!l13 which is c'Onsider­
ed mlher a far date as, according to 
the ca lalog , the Cavalla post office 
was closed in August 19H. 

GREECE - The existence of a 
Greek post office in Cavalla around 
1865 was confirmed to me by 1Jhe 
excellen t Alexandria philatelist, 
Mr. Ath.

Dag Hammarskjold: 

Dag Hjalmar Agne earl Hammarskjold was born on July 29 , 1905, near 
Lake Vettern in Jonkoping province, in $Outh central Sweden , where his father 
was then president of the local appeals court. He was the fourth and youngest 
son of a Swedish family of civil servants and army men. 

On April 10, 1953, the youthful-looking, 47-year old ·became the Secretary­
General of the United Nations. 

In the early morning of September 18, 1961, ·secretary-General Dag Ham­
marskjold, together with 15 other persons, met tragic death when a United 
Nations plane crashed near Ndola Airport in Northern Rhodesia and thus he 
had sacrificed his own life while he was trying to restore peace in the Gongo. 

In the intervening short history of the United Nations, tho.c;e who gave 
their lives serving under its flag number in the thousand. They sacrificed their 
liv~s in various parts of the world in the pursuit of that lofty ideal so ably 
expressed by the late Mr. Dag Hammarskjold in statement before the press. 

"The best fighter for peace is he who is willing to sacrifice his own peace 
for that of others".

The project ot the safeguard ot Nubia's monuments 

The general meeting of th e Unesco was held in Paris on November 9, 1962, 
and continued till December 12, 1.962. This was the most important meeting, 
which the Unesco had h eld from point of view of the safeguard of the Nubian 
monuments, which now has reached its final st age. 

Egyptian Nubia contains eighteen temples either built or hewn in the rock, 
which were religious and cultural centres, and which in the same t ime show 
the civilization of th e state anj the power of its l{ing. Part of these temples 
belong to the n ew kingdom, and others belong to the Graeco-Roman period. 
Some of these temples were converted in the Christian period to churches, and 
they still bear the signs of this conversion in paintings, im;criptions and archi­
tectural elements. Nubia contains alw th e remains of an cient fortres ses, which 
were established to ensure trade and enforce peace in these remote regions. 
We find in Nubia too cemetries, tombs dating back to different periods, debris 
of ancient cities, quarries, countless stelae, rock inscriptions and graffiti. 

The construction of the High Dam will cause the creation of a great 
artificial lake which will extend about 300 kilometres in U.A.R. , anj abQut 187 
kilometres in the Sudan Republic. At wme points it will be wide as 25 kilo­
met res, and the water level of this lake will be 60 metres higher than the 
highest possible level that water reaches in front of Aswan Dam nowadays. 

The U.A.R. has been concerned with the problem from the first moment, 
and a Centre of Documentation of Ancient Egyptian monuments was created 
in May, 1955. It was made responsible in 1956 for maki.ng full docum enta­
tion of the Nubian monuments. It has gathered now thousands of photo-s, 
photogrametric photos, drawings, architectural drawings, key plans. casts, mo­
dels. copies of Hieroglyphic and other ancient inscriptions and archaeological 
description s. 

The U.A.R. has asked also the Unesco in April, 1959, to afforj technical. 
scientific and financial aid for such an P. normous expensive project. seeking 
to rescue historical. treasures which are important t.o t.h e wh ole world. The 
General Director of the Unesco launched an appeal. in whieh he asked all 
member nations to share in the financial costs of t.he uroi ect . according to 
every country's share in the Unesco budget . Many coun tries had acted accord­
ing to this appeal. 
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Nubia is now archaeologically surveyed. Excavations has covered most of 
its archaeological and historical sites. Seven temples were dismantled, and 
their stones were transferred to safe sites where they shall be reconstructed. 

Concerning the safeguard of the two temples of Abou Simbel, it was de­
cided that both temples shall be enclosed in concrete boxes, and raised 60 
metre~ above t he actual level of water. The preliminary work of consolidating 

· the rocks and fixing the colours of the inscriptions has already begun, and 
the tender of the whole project was announced. 

Hope is now great for the possibility of saving these wondering monuments 
which h ave p roved the capacity of mankind since thousands of years to erect 
monuments in such a barren land, difficult to live in, which rank among 
the most magnificent on earth. Also, saving these monuments gives a wonder­
ful example of international scientific collaboration.

Since 1959, the Postal Authority had issued every year a commemorative 
stamp on 2nd January, to celebrate the acquisition of the Pasta Europea 
Company by the Egyptian Government, on 2nd January, 1865. 

In issuing a commemorative set of three stamps this year, the Postal Au­
thority has two objects : firstly to celebrate the Post Day, and secondly to 
announce the organization of the International Exhibition of Postage Stamps 
which will be held in Cairo in March 1966, on the occasion of the centenary 
of the first postage stamp of Egypt, issued on 1st January, 1866. 

It has been planned also, to issue similar commemorative sets in the n ext 
three years for the same purpose. The surtax to be collected of all these sets 
will be consecrated to the financing of the 1966 Exhibition. 

The Exhibition will be sponsored by the Federation Internationale de Phi­
latelie .(F .I.P. ). Postal Administrations, collectors and Philatelic Societies from 
all over the wor1d will be invited to participate in the Exhibition. Members 
of the Jury will ·be chosen amongst philatelists of high reputation from many 
countries, and a great number of awards of value will be granted to the best 
exhibits. 

( 1) Initial Printing means that the Postal Authority has the right to reprint 
the set within 15 days as from the date of issuance . 
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The first issue of the Egyptian postage stamps, to be celebrated in 1966, 
was printed by Pellas Brothers, Genoa, Italy, by lithography, except for the one 
piastre value which was printed by typography. The set consists of 5, 10, 20 
paras, 1, 2, 5 and 10 piastres, each in a different colour and design on white 
paper watermarked with a pyramid beneath a shining ~un , except for the 
on e piastre which was printed on unwatermarked paper. 

The denominations were included in the original design of all the stamps 
in Italian , and then once again in Turkish by an overprint in black. These 
denominations indicated the currency used at that time, n amely para and 
piastre. 

An important error was made during the process, by printing the over­
print of the 10 piastres on some sheets of th e 5 piastres value, and consequently 
gave two values to a stamp, one of 5 piastres in I talian in the original design, 
and the oth er of 10 piastres overprinted in Turkish . 

The photos of each of th e 5 and 10 paras are shown on two stamps of 
this commemorative set. · 

Philatelists who are interested in varieties get much pleasure and enjoy­
ment in scrutinizing the various diversities of the first issue of Egypt, having 
the watermark in four shapes, the perforation in various compound measure­
ments, or even partly imperforated or imperforated all around, and many 
oth er varieties, the most i 'l1 portant of which is the 2 piastres stamp which 
was officially permitted, by the Po~tal Administration's circular dated 13 July , 
1867, to be bisected into two h alves, each to be used as 1 piastre stamp to 
frank an ordinary correspondence, when the stamps of th e la tter value were 
sold out. 

TWO OFFICIAJJ POSTAGE STAMPS ISSUED IN 1962
