Lorsqu’il croit «étre complet», le Collectionneur, quel qu'il soit,
peut toujours avoir l'agréable surprise de trouver encore des piéces
dont "il*ne soupconnait méme pas 'existence ou qu’il n’espérait iamais
posséder.

La philatélie ne fait pas exception, et pourtant elle fait partie
des catégories de collections les plus jeunes puisqu’elle date seulement
d'un peu moins de 130 ans.

La collection des timbres-poste d'Egypte, aui est un peu plus que
centenaire, vient de nous en donner la preuve.

La collection James H. ABBOTT, formée durant les dernieres
années du XIXe. siecle et les toutes premieres du XXe., comprenait les
timbres des pays du Commonwealth Britannique et de quelques autres
pays étrangers dont la France, la Scandinavie, la Grece, I'EEgypte, Haiti,
ete.

Décédé en mars 1914, Mr. James Abbott avait légué cette collec-
tion a I'Art Gallery de I'Université de Manchester qui, apres 50 ans
décida de la faire vendre aux encheres. C’est la Maison H.R. Harmer,
de Londres, qui a été chargée de cette opération qui a eu lieu du 17
au 20 juin 1968 et qui a rapporté plus de 49.000 livres pour 11.000 lots
répartis entre 228 acheteurs.

Cette collection n’avait pas été exposée depuis plus de 50 ans et
plus personne n'en connaissait le contenu exact.
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L’Egypte était particulierement bien représentée dans cette col-
lection puisqu’on y trouvait des piéces encore inconnues a ce jour.

En voici la liste.

1866 — 5 et 10 piastres, dent. 12 1/2, en blocs de quatre, neufs,
(fig. 1).

Si I'on connait plusieurs blocs de quatre, et davantage, des autres
valeurs de cette émission, l'existence de blocs de quatre des 5 et 10
piastres neufs ¢était absolument inconnue. I.on connait un grand bloc
du 5 piastres, dont quelques pieces sont légerement abimées, sur lettre
entiere et quelques paires neuves du 10 piastres.

Il y a une quinzaine d’années l'on avait signalé l'existence de
ces deux valeurs en blocs de quatre au Musée Postal de Stockholm;
cette nouvelle avait mis en émoi les spécialistes d’Egypte qui, apres
un examen attentif, constatérent avec peine qu’il s’agissait de faux dits
« faux Salama», tres bien exécutés d’ailleurs, sur papler original,
filograné, etc., ... mais faux. Ils furent alors immédiatement retirés de
leur vitrine par la direction du dit Musée.

Ces deux bloes sont donc absolument uniques a ce jour. Les plus
grandes collections, Albert KEid, A.S. Mackenzie Low, rois Fouad puis
Farouk, W. Byam, et d’autres encore, n'en possédaient pas; il n’y ¢n a
également pas dans celle de la reine d’Angleterre.

Les deux pieces offertes dans la vente de la collection Abbott
sont absolument authentiques, elles ont été certifiées par la Commission
d’Expertise de la Royal Philatelic Society de Londres.
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Nous avons eu la chance de pouvoir les examiner de pres et grace
a notre documentation sur cette émission il nous a été possible de les
situer dans la feuille entiere de 200 exemplaires. Ii s’agit pour le 5 pi.
des timbres No. 7, 8, 27 et 28, et pour le 10 pi. des No. 13, 14, 33 et 34.

La possession de ces deux raretés constitue sans aucun doute
la plus grande joie qu'un collectionneur, spécialiste d’EEgypte, puisse aveir
dans sa vie de philatéliste. Cela ne se produit généralement qu'une seule
fois pour chaque collection.

Voila encore une autre rareté insoupconnée eile aussi, mais
moins spectaculaire que les deux pieces précédentes.

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Tandis que le 10 paras se rencontre relativement souvent en téte
béche, il y en a dans presque toutes les collections importantes, le 5
paras cst vraiment rarissime dans cet état.

La premiere serait dans la collection de la reine
d’Angleterre, la seconde provient de la collection Ferrari et se trouve
actuellement dans une collection en Suéde, les deux autres étaient dans
la collection du roi Farouk, 'une a été réservée pour le Musée Postal
du Caire et l'autre, dans un bloc de 9, a été vendue aux enchéres en
1954 avec l'ensemble de la collection royale.

La quatrieme, ou cinquieme, est cette paire provenant de la
collection Abbott.

Following the interesting article by Dr. S.M. Vestarkis in 1’Orient
IPhilatélique No. 120 Pages 124/5 on new finds of Kgypt discovered in
1908, it 1s a fact that, although the James. H. Abbott Collection had been
at the Whitworth Art Gallery, Manchester, for over 50 years, it was
quite unknown to Kgyptian Philatelists in England.

In addition to the three items you have illustrated, you may wish
to add two further finds which came out of the same sale, as enclosed
illustrations.

One is a Block of Four mint of 20 paras — Third Issue, 1st
Printing, Performation 12} by 131, watermark upright—deep bright blue
colour, printed by LITHOGRAPHY. The other is a mint pair with the
same details as above. The condition of both is excellent and the colour
hrilliant.

It is believed that this is only the seccond block of this stamp
which has, so far, been recorded in the World.

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The French Post in Egypt — Two Notes
Peter A. S. Smith

The first item illustrated ig the front of a cover that was addressed
to Cairo from Paris in 1867. It could not be delivered, and was returned
to the sender. The reason for mentioning it here is that the front bears
a postal marking of the French post office in Alexandria that has not
been reported before, to my knowledge. It reads, RETOUR / A L'EN-
VOYEUR/ 5080, and is struck in pale red. It does not photograph well,
so I have made a Xerox copy and have strengthened the impression by
hand so that it will reproduce better here. Can anyone report another
example? This one was discovered by the sharp eyves of Gordon Torrey
(see illustrations on the opposite page).

The second item is a pair of the 5c. Type Sage overprinted PORT
SAID and used on the 24th of November, 1899. The overprint is not the
normal one ; the letters are without serifs. The only information that
I know of about such an issue appears in the addenda to volume II of
the Kohl Briefmarken-handbuch. (page 1024). The following is a trans-
lation : “Of the issue of 1899—1900, the 10c. was already issued at the
-end of October, but the other values were not issued until 24 Nov., 1899.
In the interim, it is said, the then French postmaster, with the agreement
of French consul at Port Said, had a local overprint made on November
17th of all values (except, of course, the 2 F'.) at a French press in Port
Said, in block letters (instead of Antique) and without the double points
over the i. All impressions are said to have been made in red.  This
local overprint issue is said to have been used only from the 17th to the
24th of November, almost entirely on commercial letters. The respon-
sibility for this information lies in an article in Echo de la Timbrologie
for April, 1928”.

The example shown here is the only one I have ever seen, in spite
of years of searching. If these stamps were, indeed, issued under the
conditions described here, they should be included in the catalogues.
However, they appear to have no knowledge of these stamps, and in-
deed, the stamps are almost completey unknown to collectors. Is there
a reader-who can give us -more information than this? Has anyone a

cover ?

AN EXPLANATION FOR THE UNAUTHORIZED AND
UNLISTED BISECTS

OF THE FIRST DE LA RUE ISSUE
By G. GOUGAS

This article was published in the March-April,
1968 issue of the “EGYPTIAN TOPICS”, and 1is
reproduced here by kind permission of the
EDITOR.

The bisect of the One Piastre Fig. 1., illustrated in the November—
December, 1968 issue of the “EGYPTIAN TOPICS”, provides me with
the opportunity to pass on some information which, I believe, will
interest some of the “Kgyptian Topics” readers.

It is opportune to show here, an illustration of a suggestive frag-
ment bearing a bisect of the same issue, the 10 para, mauve, (Zecheri
No. 24) Fig. 2., also cancelled with the same circular date stamps,

by Mr. R. S. Blomfield). A rather curious coincidence, mine too, shows
the same date: 8 SE 81 TI11.

Without comment, we have in fact, two different values of the same
issue, bisected to be used on different lower values.

Shown above is another illustration of two fragments, also franked
with bisects of the same issue. The 10 paras, lilac-rose (Zeheri No. 25)
Fig. 3., and the 5 paras, brown, (Zeheri No. 23) Fig. 4., Both are
cancelled with the circular date stamp; CAIRE / date / DEPART, Type,
Dep. 1.2, Both show the identical date, 11 SE 81 TIV.

I would like to emphasize here, that the stamps, as well as the
postmarks, are undoubtedly genuine.

Here again, the 10 paras value was bisected to be used as five
paras postal rate, while the 5 paras value was bisected to be used as
2 % paras postal value. It is unnecessary to remind you that the last
value does not correspond to any kind of postal rate in existance in
Egypt.

I does not require more than a glance at the foregoing information,
for you to judge that ail of these matters cannot be taken seriously.
All these facts prove something sound; that the official character of
these “bisects” is lacking and I think that it is an issue due to a zealous
philatelist who could not resist the temptation to speculate by taking
advantage of his friends in strategic areas in the postal service. In this
particular case, the existance of covers showing transit and arrival
date-stamps do not give an official character to the bisect. As we note,
from the illustrations shown, the forger cancelled his bisects with
both Alexandria and Cairo postmarks. However, it would have been
very easy for him to use covers instead of fragments After having
cancelled the bisect at the Alexandria Post Office, he might have sent
the cover in an envelope to his friend in the Cairo Post Office where
the appropriate arrival c.d.s. would then be applied.

In the past, when official shortages of lower values occured, the
General Post Office authorized the use of a higher value, to be bisected
diagonally. Directives were then issued by the Administration, prov-
iding for definite dates where they would be recognized as valid
franking with a terminal limit.

The few rare covers bearing genuine bisects were sold at very
high prices, some at public Auction up to $ 450.000 (Note lot No. 973
of the Robson Lowe Auction, October, 1961, from the late William
Byam collection).
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1 acquired the above listed bisects, Figs. 2, 3, & 4, from an honest
dealer in Cairo, the late K. L. Angeloglou. He explained to me that they
could not have any philatelic value in view of the fact that no bisects
of this issue have ever bheen officially reported as authorized, up to
the present.

I must say, for the sake of truth, that he parted with them by
offering them to me as a present.

THE INTERPOSTAL SEALS
AND THE EARLY POSTAL
SERVICES OF EGYPT

During the first half of the year
1878 a new issue of Interpostals,
type VII, saw the light and was
used jointly with the remainders
of the type V issue. It was the
sequel of the penetration of the
French language at the “Ligyp-
tian Khedivial Postal Adminis-
tration” who used to renovate,
in proportion to their require-
ments, their printed forms, cir-
culars and postal issues, under
this new concise name “POSTES
EGYPTIENNES” (See page 103
of IO.P. No. 120 — July/Octo-
ber 1968).

This new series, round in form,
diameter 39/39.5 mm approxima-
tely, bears on the top, on a che-
quered ground, within a frame
surrounded externally by four
concentric circles, the blank text
(white) “POSTES EGYPTIEN-
NES” in French. However, the
Arabic inscriptions in the centre
remained identical to those of the

As to the white part, reserved
at the bottom in the concentric
circles, the name of the locality
was made in the colour of the
Interpostal, the whole printing
of which is red on a white
ground.

Four sub-types are noticeable,
two of which—types VII and VITA
— made out of the same die, are
only differenciated by the way
the name of the locality is in-
cluded. It is the same case with
the sub-types VII. 1 and VIIB,
made out of a second die.

Sub-types VII and VIIA, have
their letter “O” of “POSTES”
large in the centre and the Ara-
bic punctuation dots square,
while on the sub-types VII.1 and
VIIB, the letter “O” is narrow in
the centre and oblong; the Ara-
bic punctuation dots are round.
As to the letter Y of the word

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For the sake of documenta-
tion, we give the reproduction of
the obliteration of “KHATAT-
BE”, used before the official
opening in 1882 (designed by S.
Blomfied). It was the “SOCIETE
ANONYME D' IRRIGATION —
DANS LE BEHERA” who were
officially entrusted (*) with the
postal services of the locality,
using their service stamp (vio-
let ink) for marking stamps and
correspondence, adding the date
in ink, by hand, on the stamp.
The stamps bearing this tempo-
rary obliteration are very rare.
My collection contains a P.T. 1
stamp of 1879, rose colour, which
bears in black ink, by hand, the
date 27.10.80. My colleague and
friend Seymour Blomfield has
another piece dated, by hand,
15...

Sub-type VIIA was issued for
the localities the names of which
are given hereunder.

May I ask my colleagues who
would have covers of the sub-
type VIIA for other localities not
mentioned above to point them
out to me, with supporting pho-
tos, in order to mention them in
future numbers of 1L'O.P.

As to the sub-types VII B, the
oldest date on the used items in
my collection is that of Ismailia
POSTE EGIZIANE 14 LUG
1879 T.I. We, therefore, consider
1879 as the year of issue of this
set.

Tllustrations of the 93 Inter-
postals of my collection are given
hereunder. However, may I point
out that I do not possess the
Interpostals of the following
localities, according to Mr. E.

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“DOPO LA PARTENZA’ on Egyptian Stamps
Peter A. S. Smith

Stamps of the Third Issue of Hgypt have long been known with
the words “Dopo la Partenza” impressed on them in two lines, usually
in black, but occasionally in red. This marking appears to be hand-
stamped, but it is always placed rather precisely, horizontally in the
middle of the stamps, which in all examples known to me also bear a
normal date-stamp cancellation. Many articles have appeared in
[’Orient Philatélique about these markings, but the exact circum-
stances of their use are still uncertain. For easy reference, here is a
list of the previous articles :

A major difficulty in understanding the use of this marking has
been the lack of covers; even loose stamps bearing the marking are
rare, and command a price several times the value of the ordinary
stamp. However, the very few covers so far reported establish certain
facts : the marking was struck on the stamp and on the envelope as
well; no special rate or extra fee was involved. This article was prompt-
ed by the opportunity to report two covers, both of which confirm the
fact that only normal rates were involved. Fig. 1 shows a cover from
Cairo to Mansura, mailed on April 11th, 1877, and received on April 13th
The duration of two days for a journey that should have required but a
part of one day implies that the letter was posted too late in the day to
catch the last dispatch for Mansura, and was thus held over until the
next day, exactly as described by George Gougas for a letter mailed from
Cairo to Assiut in the same year.

Fig. 2 shows a cover sent from Cairo to Damascus, postmarked at
Cairo 29 MAR 76, and backstamped at Port Said 21 MAR 76, and at
Beyrouth (Austrian P. O.) on April 3rd. Again there is a two-day lapse
for a journey in Egypt that should have required less than one day. The
rate, 1 pi. 20 para, is the normal foreign letter rate. This cover differs
from the previous one in that there is no impression of the marking on
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(Fig. 2)
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the envelope itself. There is another difference of interest: the post-
mark “Dopo la Partenza” is larger than usual, although the type of let-
tering is the same. It measures 18 mm. wide instead of 17 mm., and the
letters are distinctly taller. I do not believe this type has been reported
before.

Another fact that should not be passed over is that in nearly every
example of this marking on Third Issue stamps, it is struck in an ink
different from that of the circular date stamp. Usually an intense black
is used, in contrast to the grayish black of the date stamp. This implies
at least a different ink pad, and has led some people to conclude that

the marking is actually an overprint, applied before affixing to the en-
velope. Such a conclusion is, of course, untenable in view of the fact
that several covers are now known in which there is a second impres-
sion on the envelope itself. Nevertheless, it would not be unreasonable
to conclude that the “Dopo la Partenza” marking was applied at a dif-
ferent time ; that is, after the stamps had been duly cancelled and the
letter had been duly passed along to the sorting section in preparation
for dispatch. Perhaps it was in the dispatching office, or even at the
train station, that the marking was applied.

The two-line “Dopo la Partenza” marking has been forged. Fig. 3
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shows an example on the 10 para of 1872. (It bears a forged cancellation
of Alexandria as well, but that is another subject.) I have seen several
examples of this forgery, which can be recognized by the fact that the
letters are not aligned straight, especially in “Dopo”, the letter “z” is of
different appearance at the bottom, the “a” is formed differently at the
right, and the alignment is slightly different (in the presumed genuine,
the top of the “t” is well to the right of the center of the “p” above it).
At one time I thought that this type might be a genuine variant, since
it would be logical to expect that a number of similar handstamps had
been prepared. I have three examples of the forgery, all struck in red,
all inverted, all on the 10 para 1872, and all bearing a forged date stamp
of Alessandria dated 14 GEN 1872. These conjunctions, particularly the
forged date stamp, make it clear that this type of “Dopo la Partenza’ is
not legitimate.

Incidentally, this same forged date stamp is known used without
“Dopo la Partenza”, to cancel remainders of the Third Issue at a time
when the then very common unused stamps (especially the 10 para)
could not be so readily sold. I have a block of four of the 10 para neatly
cancelled by four strikes of the forged date stamp, dated 14 GEN 1872,
of course. An easy point of recognition is the date, but apart from that,
the position of the date indicia is slightly rotated from the proper posi-
tion centered over “ALESSANDRIA”. The ink used is different, too ;
it penetrates the paper so as to show the gray-black color clearly on the
back of the stamp.

The genuine “Dopo la Partenza” in the small type being discussed
here is usually seen with cancellations of Cairo or Alexandria ; I do not
recall having seen a genuine example from any other town (can any
reader report one ?), except for one most intriguing example : a 5 para
1872 genuinely cancelled at Bairout, 27 GEN 1872. The “Dopo la Par-
tenza’ is struck in blue, and appears in every way to be genuine. [ sus-
pect that it was applied at Alexandria, when the arrival of the mail
steamer was too late to catch the train for the uitimate destination.

The span of use of this “Dopo la Partenza” appears to be from
January, 1872, to 1884 or later. The 1884 date is based on the illustra-
tion in .A. Smyth’s article of 1937, which shows a 20 para De La Rue,
presumably the rose one, since it is described as being the 1884 issue.
It appears to be genuine, and the cancellation appears to be Cairo. I
have never heard of an example on the Second Issue. Other types of
“Dopo la Partenza” or “Aprés Départ” were used to later dates, but I
have not heard of any being used other than in the nineteenth century.
Fig. 4 shows a late cover with the French-language version lightly

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struck on the envelope only (top center). The cover was sent from
Alexandria to Constantinople, and required nine days for the journey
(posted March 29th, 1895, and received April 7th). Presumably it had
just missed a sailing, and was held for a later ship.

Another type of “Dopo la Partenza” has the words all in one line,
but in the same cursive lettering (Type TL—2 in Blomfield's study of
postal marking for the Egypt Study Circle). It appears to be known
only on the early De La Rue's (1879 to 1884). All examples I know are
on pairs, usually the 10 or 20 para. The length of the marking requires
a pair to show it all, but that hardly seems to be sufficient reason. Can
any reader offer a convincing explanation of why it is always (?) struck
on pairs ? ‘



THE CENTENARY OF ROYAL PHILATELICAL
SOCIETY, LONDON

Avril 10th, 1969 was the date of the Centenary of the oldest Phi-
latelic Society in the World and to celebrate this outstanding event an
Exhibition was staged in London. The contributors were all members
or fellows of the Society and their sheets constituted a small token dis-
play of stamps and postal markings which were in use in the World prior
to 1869. The Exhibition was outstanding, so much so that we may never
see its like again.

Her Majesty The Queen honoured the Exhibition with a visit in
which she showed great interest in the exhibits, in the Library and the
Museum of the Society, of which she is,Patron.

Egyptian Philately was well represented by displays by four Collec-
tors and the following items were enjoyed and appreciated. It will be
understood that, owing to the small amount of room available, this could
only be a token display, and what it lost in size it made up for in
quality.

Madame Kuyas of Istanbul displayed stamps of the 1st Issue of
Kgypt, amongst which was a Cover carried from Alexandria to Cairo
with 8-—5 Para adhesives of 1866 (2 strips of 4), a newspapeer wrapper
of “Lia Trombetta” which bore a 5 Para dated 21st October, 1866, a su-
perb left-hand bottom corner block of 6 of the 10 Para, and a mint pair
of the same value imperforated between horizontally. The 20 Para value
was well represented by a brilliant block of 4, the blue being exception-
ally intense, and a pair imperforated. The largest known block of 1 Piastre
was another outstanding piece — 53 copies of Perf. 13 in one large block.
A right-hand top corner block of ‘6 of the 2 Piastres value and also a
block of 4. Next was a front of a cover sent to Alexandria which carried
a block of 10 of the 5 Piastres of the 1st Issue, plus singles of the 5
Para, 20 Paras, 1 Piastre and 2 Piastres with the framed black cachet
ASSICURATE (INSURED).

Madame Kuyas is to be congratulated on her really remarkable
display.

Lt. Colonel J.R. Danson, in his token display, concentrated on the
Italian and French Consular Offices in Egypt. A cover was displayed
from the Italian Post Office in Egypt addressed to Livorno from Alex-

andria dated 19/6/1863 with a strip of 4—15 Cent adhesives and with
the PIROSCAFKI POSTALI ITALIANE marking in blue. Another lta-
lian cover dated 25th August 1863 bearing 6—10 cent Sardinian stamps
and also Posta [Kuropea marking which carried the cover from Cairo to
Alexandria and it was then carried by British ship to Florence in Ttaly.
Also a French Combination Cover with 3—1 Piastres of the 1st Issue
of Egypt and 3—40 cents French adhesives. A display outstanding with
its really superb material which pleased everybody who saw it.

Mr. J.P. Steindler of Illinois, U.S.A. had 3 Suez Canal Covers on
display, one dated 19th July, 1868, sent from Kantara to Port Said bear-
ing 4—5 Cents green Suez Canal stamps which had been pen canceiled.
Another cover dated 28th July, 1868 from Port Said to Kantara with a
20 cents Suez Canal blue adhesive with French cancellation “5129” and
the third cover from Port Said, via Ismailia to Alexandria dated 20th
July, 1868 with 'the combination of 1 Piastre Egypt 2nd Issue with 20
cents blue Suez Canal adhesive. The Suez Canal stamp is cancelled by
MSS, while the Kgyptian stamp is cancelled Ismailia by C.D.S. 20th
July, 1868.

In addition there were shown 2 Russian adhesives of 1858 and 1866
cancelled “785" in a truncated Rhombus of dots (Alexandria). What
a feast for sore eyes — thank you, Mr. Steindler.

Mr. J.H.IE. Gilbert showed 3 covers which included an 1864 Cairo
Crowned Circle in red, an 1859 Crowned Circle in black from Suez, and
also an 1849 Cover from Alexandria to Great Britain with the Egyptian
Transit Company in black eval cachet.

In the permanent display in the Royal Philatelic Society’s Museum
there are original black and white drawings of various watermarks.
Amongst them are the single star and crescent (wide type) of Egypt and
the triple star and crescent — marked “Soudan” which was only used
for Kgyptian stamps. “Watermark bits” in woven wire cloth include
single star and crescent — also marked “Soudan” and “The Crown over
Arabic 7 as first used in the 1926 Issue of the 12th Agricultural ¥xhi-
bition. :

Several members of the Kgypt Study Circle who lived in the United
Kingdom visited and enjoyed the Kxhibition and also two overseas mem-
bers were specially welcome, Mr. Ernest Kehr from New York and Mr.
Lars Alund from Sweden.

THE FIRST ISSUE OF EGYPT 1866
VARIETIES AND CURIOSITIES

BY
Dr. Sava Michel Vestarkis

Prof. Dr. Peter A.S. Smith wrote an exhaustive study on “Plate
Flaws and Retouches of Egypt with comments of their cataloguing
and pricing”. This study appeared in L’'Orient Philatelique No. 117
pages 609 - 628, No. 118 pages 735-751 and No. 120 pages 120 - 121.

With the aim of extending these studies, I show, on the following
pages, varieties and curiosities on stamps of the first issue of HKgypt
which are in my own collection.

This additional study has not been gasy particularly for the 1 p.t.
value because Dr. Peter Smith based%is study ‘for this value on
examining three quarters of the complete proof sheet i.e. 150 stamps
out of 200.... the complete left hand side and the lower half of the
right side of the complete pane. Nevertheless, some nice flaws passed
his clever observation.

Some of the mentioned flaws are already known, some may not be
so spectacular, but no doubt others are worth mentioning as major
varieties in the future Zeheri catalogue. The decision on such opinion
varies because it may sometimes fall under “De gustibus non est
disputandum”.

Through the aid of the photo-copies of the plate proofs of the
“First Issue of KEgypt” which are kept in the library of the Philatelic
Society of Kgypt, I was able to locate the various flaws described. Some
items which were not found in these photo-copies. I temporarily
considered them as curiosities until other collectors may find similar
items to prove that such variety happened sometime after successive
printings and then they can be considered as definite varieties.

In locating the position of these varieties it is important to mention
that although the ~sheets’ of -all values of the First Issue contain 200
stamps yet there is variance in their make-up. The 1 piastre is printed
on the sheet in two horizontal panes of 100 stamps (10 X 10). These
two panes are placed side by side with a white space measuring about
12 3/4 mm. between them. In all other values {.e. 5 pa, 10 pa, 20 pa,
2. pi, 5 pi and 10 pi, the printed pane is intact i.e. 20 X 10 stamps
without any separation. Consequently the position of each variety will
be mentioned as No. 1—200 for all values with the exception of the
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1 p.t. where the position will be mentioned as No. 1—100 left pane
and No. 1—100 right pane. In this procedure I followed Dr. Peter
Smith because it seems to me more accurate, although it differs from
that adopted by Robson Low sale’s catalogue of Kgypt (*) where the
position of flaws on the 1 p.t. is described from 1—200.

Some additional details in description are inevitable in order to
identify properly the position of semi-similar flaws e.g. “PE joined”.
“broken frame” etc.

I — 5 PARAS

I. — 1) Photo No. 1 position 172 shows that the smooth conti-
nuous attachment between . (Sadd) and , (RI) of the left word
< .=» (Masriya) is interrupted by a small protuberance. There is also
a small dot above | (Alef) of the lower word . ., (Parah).

It shows a
nice curiosity as there is a dot above the central word .. (Masr) and
thus changes the pronounciation of the word from Masr to Madr.
This dot is not found on the proof sheet. The stamp is perforated

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I. — 3) Photo No. 3 depicts an interesting curiosity where there
is a small circle attached to the outer left side of the last left character
°© (He) of the upper word .., (Postah). The stamp is apparently
imperforated right side but perforated 13 bottom i.e. 12.5 / impert. /
13 7 12.5.

Since that article was written, 1 have seen an example of the 10
para 1874 imperforate with large margins. This variety is not listed in
Zeheri or in Scott, but is listed in Gibbons with a price of only 45/- The
example I have seen measures 27,5 X 21.5 mm., which is convincingly
large , it is used at Alexandria.

This is not a fresh setting, but the utilisation of ‘the two central
columns of the setting of twelve as a group of six stereos.
