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SOME NOTES ON THE DE LA RUE ISSUES 1879- 1906

Having collected, or rather accumulated, Egyptian stamps for quite 
a long time, I have now at last started mounting my st amps properly 
thanks to some t ime's convalescence. In a way one f eels sad to "put a 
lid" on a collection by writing up t he pages. One so to say locks the 
collection and nothing more can be added unless one r e-writes some 
pages . But in spite of this the result seems very pleasing and at the 
same time one gets a fresh opportunity to study once more the various 
issues, reviewing well-known varieties and sometimes by luck making 
new finds. This is the case with me and I have jotted down some notes, 
which might be of some interest to my fe llow-collectors, who therefore, 
I hope, will excuse me for publishing them. In this first article I shall 
confine myself to the issues, printed by Messrs. De La Rue & Co. of 
London during the period of 1879 - 1906. These issues were generally 
very well printed, but all the same some defects have occurred. 

Starting with the issue of 1879 (Zeheri Nos. 23, 24 and 27- 30) 
I have to state that I have only very few of t he die proofs, printed in 
black on card-board. Most interesting is perhaps the separate print­
ing of t he central vignette, illustrated in the L.O.P. No. 122 page 270 
as Fig. 6. More interesting still is a set of the imperforate plate proofs 
with corner margins, all printed in the same colours and on the same 
paper as the issued stamps. The sets comprises the Zeheri Nos . 23 - 25 
and 27- 30, i.e. the whole set of 1879/ 82 but for the 10 para grey. These 
proofs all have the watermark "Crescent and Star" inverted, and I 
wonder if this fact indicates that all these values were at first deliberate­
ly printed with their watermarks inverted ? As is well known, the first 
two short-lived 10 para stamps in mauve and in lilac-r ose exist with in­
verted watermark only. Of the remaining values in this series I have 
not so f ar seen a single copy with upright wat ermark, postmarked prior 
t o 1882, when the first two 10 para stamps were no longer printed. I 
think it would be worth investigating whether anybody has f ound any 
stamp of this issue with upright watermark, postmarked 1879 - 1881. 
If no such stamp would be found, I think this would be a good support 
to my t heory, which explains the non-existence of upright watermark 
on the two first 10 para stamps. 

Turning from the wat ermark to the various values of this issue 
and starting with the 5 para, we first of all look for the well known 
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variety with joined Arabic inscription in the bottom panel of the stamp, 
caused by a white f law j ust between the two Arabic words. I am lucky 
enough to have this variety with both watermarks, upright and inverted. 
(Just to annoy my fellow-collectors I must mention that I found one of 
t hese varieties in a tobacco-shop in Copenhagen at t he convenient price 
of 6 d .) As I also have t his variety on an upper stamp in a block of four 
with upper sheet margin attached, the variety must occur in the first 
horizontal row in t he sheet, but unfortunately I cannot give any closer 
indication of the exact position in the sheet. It should be noted, that 
a less prominent flaw occurs on the same stamp as a thin white, curved 
line, starting through the bottom frame line about 6 millimetres from 
the SW corner and extending towards NW into the bottom panel. This 
flaw, which is constant, can be clearly seen on the illustration of the 
"joined inscription" in the Zeheri catalogue (No. 23 b). 

On the same value some other varieties exist, such as b1·oken 
circle lines round t he value figures & c., but most of them are insignifi­
cant and presumably not even constant. One single item may be noted, 
viz. a copy with misplaced perforation, causing parts of two adjoining 
stamps to be seen on the stamp. Due to the normal accuracy of the 
printers such defects ar e not common. I have, however, a similar variety 
of the 10 para mauve. 

On the 10 para mauve and the same value in lilac-rose and gray 
I have found only minor flaws, such as small white dots, circles & c. The 
10 para lilac-rose seems to have a minor but constant f law on stamp 
No. 20 in the sheet, consisting of a small coloured dot in the sky above 
the h ead of the sphinx . From the same value is to be mentioned a 
corner block with control number [ 2 ] , not r ecorded in the Zeheri 
catalogue. 

The value of 20 para has no varieties worth mentioning as far as 
I have seen. Thus I have never met with the white circle before P in 
PARAS, illustrated by Professor Smith in L.O.P. No. 117, page 626. 

On the 1 P.T. rose there exists a prominent white flaw on the dark 
side of the pyramid (Fig. 1), but I cannot tell whether this one is con­
stant or not.

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The 2 P.T. yellow has several flaws, but most of them, such as 
broken lines, small dots & c., do not seem worth mentioning. One of the 
white dots is quite striking, however , as it occurs in the NW corner 
immediately right of the Arabic f igure ... changing the value to 'I'. 

i.e. 20 P.T. - I have also a copy with a thin white, vertical line across 
the design about 5 millimetres from the right frame-line. 

Another small but striking variety consists of a coloured speck at 
the head of the sphinx on the pyramid side. It does not show up clearly 
on a photograph so I have made a rough drawing instead (Fig. 2), show­
ing its position more exactly. - When dealing with this value I should 
like to confirm the existence of control number [ 5], as I have a corner 
block of four with this control, unpriced by Zeheri.

On the 5 P.T. green I have not found any prominent flaws. In my 
collection there is a used block of 20 (4 X 5), which makes up quite a 
high postage fee. Has anyone seen a larger used block of t his value ? 

The next stamp in this study will be the provisional stamp of 1884. 
When the Government Printing Office in Boulac prepared the surcharge 
they obviously pulled a proof of the surcharge before using it on the 
stamps themselves. I have a single copy of t h is proof, printed on white, 
unwatermarked paper, somewhat thinner than the paper used for print­
ing of the stamps. (Fig. 3). As can be seen from the illustration the 
proof is perforated on all four sides. 

As often with provisional stamps several defects occur on this value.

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Most of them are not very prominent, however. I might mention a little 
variety, where the upper bar of the surcharge in the SE comer is muti­
lated, thus showing only H· bars in that comer. Some stamps in the 
sheet show guide-lines in one or more corners . The guide-lines usually 
form a t hin cross ( + ) and such a cross can be seen on the illustration 
of No. 31 d in t he Zeheri catalogue. I have found one copy with the 
horizontal bar of this cross clearly doubled ( =F) but cannot so far ex­
plain t he signif icance of this anomaly. Perhaps one more variety on this 
stamp should be mentioned although it is not obviously constant. 
Due to a paper fold, "accordion", in the original sheet just between the 
figures 2 and 0 in the surcharge, the right side of the 2 is missing and 
the left-hand vertical text PARAS is entirely missing as it must have 
fallen on the adjoining stamp to the left of my copy. Perhaps similar 
copies exist, as I think that the whole vertical row of stamps in this 
sheet above and below my copy should show the same defect. 

A mint block of four with inverted surcharge and inverted water­
mark might also be mentioned, as I think that this variety is scarce in 
multiples. 

When turning to the next issue, the colour changes of 1884, one 
should always have an eye on the different types of watermark, the origi­
nal, narrow, watermark, and the later , wide watermark "Crescent and 
Star". Both watermarks are described by Mr. Revell in L.O.P. No. 94, 
pages 355 - 358. The watermark on the four values of 1884 (Zeheri 
Nos. 32 - 35) is normally wide, but on the 10 para green and the 1 PT 
blue some sheets were printed on paper with narrow watermark. This 
variety, which is not so far recorded in the Zeheri catalogue, undoubtedly 
is quite scarce. Of the 10 para I have found only three copies and of 
t he 1 P.T. only two . The three 10 para stamps are postmarked between 
29 Jan. 1885 and 8 July 1886 and one of the two 1 P.T. stamps shows 
the dat e of 26 April, 1885. On the other 1 P.T. stamp the ,year in the 
postmark has fa llen outside the stamp. 

The flaws on the 1884 issue are mostly insignificant. Of the 10 para 
I have found a single copy with a prominent flaw on the pyramid 
(Fig. 4) , but this variety probably is not constant. Two other copies

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have their impression slightly squashed, thus giVmg a clear doubling 
of the vertical frame lines right and left of ARA in PARAS. 

Of the 1 PT blue value I have a copy with the upper frame clearly 
broken above t he first E of EGYPTIENNES. Another copy has a crack 
in the upper frame, causing a horizontal white lin~ in the frame from 
the NW corner to a point above the first S of POSTES. Presumably due 
to a wom plate another copy shows a vertical white cloud in the sky 
at the right side of the pyramid. 

Amongst the minor varieties on the 5 PT grey only two seem to 
be worth mentioning, viz . one with clearly doubled vertical frame line 
at the left side, due to a squashed impression, and the other, where the 
lips of the sphinx have not taken ink, thus showing a white flaw under 
its nose. 

When coming to the next issue of 1888-1893 with the lower values 
in the new currency of milliemes we do not find much to be said about 
the values of 1, 2 and 3 milliemes (both colours ). On the 5 milliemes I 
have never seen the flaw, illustrated by Professor Smith in L.O.P. 
No. 117, page 626. There are, however, other varieties such as a small 
coloured speck below G in EGYPTIENNES and also a very clear white 
f law, stippled with small red dots at the left side of the upper inscrip­
tion (Fig. 5 and 5a).

I do not know how it comes that the next value, the 2 PT orange­
brown is so very rich in f laws and varieties. Professor Smith has men­
tioned and illustrated two of them (L.O.P. No. 117, page 626), but I 
have never seen any of them in real life . But there are other varieties, 
some of them quite spectacular. One major variety has been caused by 
a cracked plate, where the whole SE corner of the plate has broken 
away and is slightly but clearly displaced towards SE. This can be seen 
on the finished stamp as a thin, while line, starting through the bottom 
frame line, extending towards NE through the frame and the bottom 
panel and eventually turning to the right and going horizontally to the 
right margin through the two right-hand vertical frame lines just above 
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the SE value tablet. This variety is most easily detected in the bottom 
frame line, which is about 1/ 4 mm. lower at t he right side of the break 
than on the left . side, see Fig. 6 and 6a . I have found two identical 
copies of this variety out of about 6.000 stamps, one postmarked 1902 
(in Cairo) and the other 1901 (in Tanta), so it must be constant. Per­
haps somebody else will find further copies amongst his duplicates ?

On this value there also exists another cracked plate but not so 
spectacular as the «Cracked corner». At the SE corner an about 5 mm. 
long, a bit of the bottom frame line has broken away and stuck on 
t he plate about -} mm. below its original position. During the printing 
t'nis little bit has taken ink and caused an extra line in the margin, 
very similar to a double impression (Fig. 7 and 7a). Also this variety 
must be constant, as I have found two identical copies.

A small crack or flaw in the NW corner above t he Arabic numeral 
r is also constant (Fig. 8 and Sa) , three copies being in my collection.

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There are several minor flaws on stamps of this value, but I do not 
think that they are worth recording. I cannot, however, forbear to 
mention a striking but presumably not constant variety, where an addi­
tional white line curves through the bottom Arabic inscription (Figs. 
9 and 9a).

The 10 PT does not show any varieties, worth mentioning as f ar as 
I have seen. To collectors, interested in multiples, I should perhaps men­
tion that I have a used block of 25 (5 X 5) stamps, but I do think that 
larger units exist. 

The following issue of 1902, printed on chalk-surfaced paper, shows 
very few flaws and varieties, mostly minor size. The 5 milliemes has, 
h owever, a more prominent white flaw at the foot of P in POSTES 
(Fig. 10), but I cannot tell if it is constant or not.

As with the preceding issue, printed on ordinary paper, the 2 PT 
orange-brown value shows a multitude of varieties . A white circular 
flaw at the forehead of the sphinx is quite spectacular, giving the im­
pression to the sphinx of a Spanish dancer with a rose in her hair (Figs. 
11 and lla). On another stamp there is a little crack in the plate in 
the NW value tablet, showing a bit of the tablet falling out (Figs. 12 
and 12a). Both these varieties are constant.

Of this same value I also have found a pair with invisible water­
mark. 

The 5 PT grey and the 10 PT also show some minor f laws, but I 
think only few of them are worth recording. On the 5 PT there occurs a 
plate crack, causing an uneven white line through the bottom frame, 
immediately left of the SE value tablet. On another stamp of this value 
a circular white flaw in the sphinx's wig shows up very clearly (Fig. 13).

I do not know, whether new plates ,were used for the 1902 issue 
on chalk-surfaced paper, but I am inclined to think so, as I have never 
seen the same flaws on stamps of this issue as on the equivalent values 
of the previous issues on ordinary paper. 

· At last I · should perhaps mention another item of interest in this 
issue. It is a cover with a bisected copy of the 1 PT blue on chalk­
surfaced paper, nicely t ied to the cover by a double-circle postmark 
«ALEXANDRIAj DLY 31. VIII. 10. 3.30 P.M.» There is no backstamp 
on this cover and to me it looks like a philatelic produce. Its use is, 
however, later than any of the items, recorded by Mr. Gougas in L.O.P. 
No. 121, pages 180-182.

1885 », traitant les diffe rents bureaux de Massawa, Zeila, Berbera, 
Tadjoura et enf in HaTar . 

Au suj et de ce dernier bureau, Mr. H. Tristant presente une corres 
pondance qui aurai t ete ecrite par Arthur Rimbaud lorsqu'il etait en 
E thiopie. Les enveloppes sont affranchies a l'aide de timbTes-poste egyp­
tiens de 1879 a 1884 obliteTes du cachet (( C?"Oix de Malte » de Hc~mr. 

Quelques-unes de ces lettres ont ete decrites par Mr. Lars Alund (de 
Suede) clans le Vol. V de 1966, pages 90 et suivantes du Quarterly Cir­
cular de l'Egypt Study Circle de Londres . 

Beaucoup de details curieux, anormaux et peu vraisemblables de 
ces lettres eveillent des doutes de la part de Mr. Tristant qui se propose 
d'etudier plus completement cette question. 

Dans le No. 41 du troisieme trimestre 1969 de ces memes « Docu­
ments Philateliques » il publie le resultat de ses recherches clans une 
remarquable etude intitulee : « Une audacieuse et malad?"oite supercherie. 
Les enveloppes du pretendu courrie?" cl'Arthu?" Rimbaud a l'epoque de son 
se,iour en Ethiopie » . 

Avec une precision digne d'admiration, Mr. Tristant etudie et refute 
tous les arguments possibles exposes aux collectionneurs qui ont ach ete 
ces enveloppes par leur « inventeur » Mr. J ean-Adolphe Michel. Les 
affranchissements insolites, les sejours d'Arthur Rimbaud a Harar, la 
confrontation des dates des pretendues lettres avec celles des passages 
de Rimbaud en Ethiopie, !'expertise de l'ecritm:e, l'obliteration des tim­
bres egyptiens, la duree d'existence du bureau de Harar, etc; 
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En conclusion ces lett1·es du bureau egypt-ien de Hamr ont bien ete 
fabriquees de toutes pieces par Mr. J.-A . Michel qui etait arrive en 
Ethio.pie en octobre 1901 et qui les a vendues a des collectionneurs prin­
cipalement suedois. 

Dans le COUl'S de ces deux ar ticles, Mr. Tristant se refere a plusieurs 
articles de MM. Ahmed Mazloum et Ibrahim Chaftar parus dans l'Orient 
Philatelique ; il cite egalement le Lt.-Col. J. R. Danson et evidemment 
Mr. Lars Alund. 

N ous ne saurions trop conseiller aux specialistes, que ce sujet inte­
resse, de se procurer les deux numeros de la publication en question ; 
prix 14 francs l'un, port compris, a « Documents Philateliques », 98 
Cours de Vincennes, 75- Paris ( 12°), France. 

Pour terminer, signalons accessoirement que Mr. Tristant mention­
ne une etude de Mr. J ean LIAUTARD intitulee « Les postes egyptiennes 
et soudanaises en Ethiopie » pub1iee dans « POUNT » Bulletin de la 
Societe d'Etudes de l'Afrique Orientale, dans laquelle il est fait etat de 
]'existence d'un troisieme bu?'enu egyptien en Ethiopie au cours de la 
periode 1800-1885. 

Ce bureau est celui de KEREN, ville situee au Nord-Ouest de 
Massaoua qui fit partie de l'Erythree. 

Ce bureau possedait un timbre a date au meme type que celui en 
service a Massaoua, a contour circulaire de 20 mm. de diametre, avec date 
sur· une bande mediane. L'auteur cite une empreinte du 22 novembre 1884. 
L e nom du bureau figure en haut orthographie «CHEREIN » en carac­
teres latins et il est repete en bas en camcter·es arabes. 

J e laisse le so in aux chercheurs de la Societe Philatelique d'Egypte, 
plus qualifies que moi en ce domaine, de mettre au point cette decouverte 
absolument inedite, semble-t-il.

Dans plus d'un domaine les Postes Egyptiennes ont eu des initiatives 
que l'on pourrait qualifier auj ourd 'hui de « pnkurseurs » . 

C'est ainsi que, sit6t apres son emploi dans la Convention Postale 
de Vienne de 1891, le terme « PLEINE MER » fut adopte par l'Egypte 
pour designer et mal'quer les correspondances emanant de navires non 
pourvus d'agents postaux embarques ; on le rencontr e des septembre 
1893. 

Quant au mot « PAQUEBOT », qui fit suite au terme precedent, il 
fut officiellement adopte par tous les pays signataires de la Convention 
Postale de Washington de 1897 pour designer l'origine de ces corres­
pcn.dances ; son emploi a ete signale en Egypte des novembre 1899. 

Comme on le voit, !'application des decisions de ces deux Congres 
Postaux a ete tres rapidement realisee. 

*' * :;: 

Avant ces accords internationaux les timbres-poste etr·angers affran­
chissant les correspondances provenant de la « Pleine Mer » etaient 
generalement frappees en noir par la Poste Egyptienne d'un losange 
muet forme de 49, 64, 81 ou 156 points (fig. 1) ; le cachet a date du port 
de debarquement etait alors appose au recto du p li. 

Cet usage a ete signale des 1875 et s'est prolonge jusque vers 1910. 

Cependant a ce jour, les losanges de 49 et 64 points (types 1 et 2) 
n'ont pas encore ete signales sur lettres entieres, mais on en trouve 
souvent sur timbres detaches. 

Des 1893 les bureaux de poste de debarquement d'Alexandrie, Port­
Sai:d et Suez re<;urent des instructions d'avoir a appliquer le cachet 
« PLEINE MER » nouvellement cree, (Fig. 2), en lieu et place des 
losanges de points utilises jusqu'alors.

Les cachets egyptiens « P AQUEBOT » d' Alexandrie et de Port-Sa'id 
.he devi·aient pas se rencontrer sur des timbres fran<;;ais ou du Levant 
·franc;ais avant le 31 mars 1931 parce que le courrier provenant des na­
vires franc;ais etait remis aux postes franc;aises de ces deux ports qui 
.disposaient d'un cachet special - le type 9 -. Ces deux bureaux ont ete 
fermes le 31 mars 1931. 

En 1897 a ete ouvert a l'extremite sud du Canal de Suez le bureau 
·de Port-Taufiq qui a progressivement rem place celui de Suez pour la 
reception du courrier provenant des navires du sud.

Pour modemiser son materiel et simplif ier le travail du personnel 

postal, le mot « PAQUEBOT » a ete incorpo1·e dans le cachet a date de 
.chacun des trois por ts d'Alexandrie, Port-Said et Port-Taufiq (fig. 4). 

La premiere date signalee pour l'emploi de ce nouveau type de 
cachet est le 3 fevrier 1921 a Port-Said. 

Pour Port-Taufiq il semble que ce genre de cachet ait ete mis en 
service beaucoup plus tard puisque la plus ancienne date qui nous ait 
·ete signalee est le 20 mars 1939. · 

Le cachet de Port-Said a ete signale sur timbres d'Egypte de 1937 
avec les deux erreurs de date : annees 04 et 14 p~ur 40 et 41. 

Ces trois types de cachets sont theoriquement encore en usage.

FIRST ISSUE 1866 (1)

IBRAHIM BEY CHAFTAR, the enterprising President of the Phila­
telic Society of Egypt, has recently advanced our knowledge of these 
stamps by the discovery of a series of documents relating to their incep­
tion, production and use. He found, in the King Fouad I. Postal Museum, 
no less than fifteen items of great philatelic importance and from them 
he has written the story of how the first adhesive stamps of Egypt came 
into existence. Moreover he used them as the foundation on which to 
build the First Cairo Philatelic Exhibition. This outstandingly successful 
show continued for nine days, from 28th February to 8 March, 1946, and 
received the Patronage of H.M. King Farouk. 

In L'Orient Philatelique, July 1846, Chaftar has published in English 
a full account of his find, including many excellent translations from 
the Italian with which he has combined transcriptions of letters and 
documents in the original. Chaftar's paper is designed to aid the postal 
historian but contains much of interest for the collector of the stamps 
of Egypt. I will now endeavour briefly to record the gist of the fifteen 
items. 

There is a letter dated 7th June, 1864 from Giacomo Muzzi, head of 
the private courier service known as the Posta Europea, to the Viceroy 
of Egypt Ismail Pasha, proposing the issue of adhesive postage stamps 
"to facilitate the payment by the public of the charges due for the frank­
ing of correspondenee." In it was made an offer "to reduce the different 
taxes already in force to a uniform figure of 25 centimes per 10 grammes, 
without regard to distance or destination, for letters franked and of 50 
centimes for letters unfranked." Attached is a List of Charges for cor­
respondence in the interior of Egypt, fixed by the Act of Concession 
(5th May, 1861), ranging from 1 P.T. (the equivalent of 25 centimes) 
between Alexandria and Cairo, to 4 P.T. between Alexandria and. Mansura, 
Sherbine and Damietta. Muzzi somewhat naively suggests that "the pro­
posed alteration will result in a saving by the public of 0.51 centimes on 
each letter," on the assumption that the same number of letters would 
be passing between Alexandria and Cairo as between the former city and, 
for example, Minuf or Zefta- a not very likely happening when the re-

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lative populations of Cairo and these much smaller towns is taken into 
eonsideration. 

As is well-known, the Viceroy regained control of the Posts on 2nd 
January, 1865, the deal being effected through the French banker, Der­
vieu for a sum of 950,000 gold francs. The Posta Europea was handed 
over to the Egyptian Government on the same day that Dervieu bought 
it. A Notice to the public announcing the liquidation of the Posta Europea, 
dated 20th November, 1864 ; a copy of the Contract handing over this 
organisation to Messrs. Dervieu & Co. ; and the Contract passing it on 
to the Egyptian Government, represented by Muzzi Bey, who by then 
(2nd January, 1865), had become the first Postmaster General of Egypt, 
are three of the outstanding items from Chaftar's cache. 

Immediately, the Minister of Public Works issued an order for the 
preparation of postage stamps, and as the letter, signed by Nubar Pasha, 
is dated 3rd January, 1865, it seems obvious that Muzzi's idea had taken 
root in the mind of the Viceroy from the time it was proposed seven 
months previously. That it had occurred to Muzzi by 1863 is certain, for 
it was presumably then that he caused to be prepared the essays for 
adhesive stamps, the only recorded set of which reposes in the collection 
r.f Mackenzie-Low (Fig. 1). The design is a triple circle 31 mm. in dia­
meter; POSTA EUROPEA above and MANSURA below, both in serif 
capitals ; BONO PER and value in centre. Lettering in black. Lithogra­
phed on coloured card. Ungummed. The values are 10 Para, yellow-buff ; 
20 Para, blue ; 30 Para, pale green ; 1 Piaste Tarifa, pale pink. When

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writing to Ismail Pasha on 7th June, 1864, Muzzi suggested that the 
sbmps might bear "the August effigy of Your Highness, or such other 
design as may appeal to Your Highness's wishes." 

From the time the postal monopoly for Lower Egypt was granted 
to the Posta Europea, by the Decree (Firman) dated 5th March, 1862, 
the amount of mail increased enormously and to frank it by hand h?.d 
become an almost impossible task for the staff at Muzzi's disposal. It wm; 
to overcome this difficulty that the introduction of adhesive stamps was 
envisaged, an innovation which at the same time was intended to allow 
pre-franking to become optional. 

In 1863, Muzzi called for tenders from various firms specialising ill 
the printing of postage stamps and received offers from Pellas Brothers, 
of Genoa ; the Press of the Imperial Court of Vienna ; and an English 
company, the name of which was not quoted but may have been Charles 
Skipper & East as the records of this firm, now lost as a result of the. 
Y•;ar, suggested that they tendered for stamp production for Egypt at 
an early date. The essays by Skipper and East, with which we are fa·· 
miliar, carry in the inscription the title Khedive (Fig. 2), and as this 
was not granted to the ruler of Egypt by the Sultan of Turkey till 14th 
May, 1867, it is safe to assume that these essays were not prepared in 
response to Muzzi's original request.

Among the letters discovered by Chaftar are two written by the 
firm of Pellas to Mr. de Agostini of the Italian Public Works Department 
at Turin. They are dated 17th August and 31st December, 1863. The first 
quotes a price for printing the stamps required by Muzzi and states t hat 
it will "include the cost of perforating by a machine of modern design." 
The second discusses "a cheaper offer received from an English firm,'' 
~md requests de Agostini to inform his Alexandria friend (Muzzi) that 
Pellas was "prepared to quote the same prices and even to offer a dis­
count." 
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Ghaftar comments "It is obvious by th ese two let ters t hat the pre-
1iminary negotiations were well advanced and Muzzi, in submit ting his 
petition of 7t h J une, 1864 to the Viceroy of Egypt, had ·already made his 
choice and probably deci ded to entrust Pellas Brothers, his fellow coun­
trymen, with t he execution of t he proposed postage stamps." 

In a letter dated 19th April, 1865, the Egyptian Minister of P ublic 
Works, Nubar Pasha, instructed Muzzi to proceed to Europe in order to 
arrange for the manufacture of postage stamps. Specifications for the 
supply of watermarked paper were set out in detail , together with a draw­
ing: of the watermark as we know it. A rough sketch of the stamp design 
also appears in this letter and, alongside it, the lower words of the super­
scription appropriate to each of the proposed valu~s. The choice of colours 
was left to the discretion of Muzzi ; green, however, . was ruled out . A 
Ltscimile of this letter is given in L'O.P. 

Muzzi seems to have remained in Italy till the end of September, as 
a letter from Giuseppe Pellas, dated at Ge:noa on 27th September, 1865, 
and sent to his address in Egypt, states "On your an;ival in Egypt you 
will find this letter," and goes on to say "Abbas will sail on Saturday 
uext, carrying all the postage stamps, by the English steamer." Then 
follow some of the most illuminating statements revealed in these letters. 
Pellas tells of an envelope he has previously despatched, containing "two 
copies of ea'ch type of postage stamp, to be submitted to His Highness." 
He mentions that one copy is on· watermarked paper and the other on 
paper similar to that , used for the 1 P.T. stamps, and explains that he 
has taken this step because the paper supplied by the make1:s was of .such 
poor quality that "the gum transpired so that the ·sheets looked oil­
stained." In order to avoid this, "I thought it better, as most of the pos­
tage stamps were already printed-except those of 1 piastre-to plunge 
the printed sheets of postage stamps in an alum-bath-to render them 
gum proof." This process was reported successful for some sheets, but 
2. failure for others and "as a r:esult, an eno1·mous quantity of paper was 
lost, as Abbas can testify." (This paper was seemingly supplied by the 
nrm of Bondi of Turin who forwarded samples of watermarked paper 
used for the postage stamps of Ttaly and offered to manufacture for the 
Egyptian Government paper watermarked with whatever design might 
be required. This letter is dated 27th March, 1865). 

The next paragraph of the letter of 27th Sept., 1865 from Pellas at 
last clears up the mystery of why the 1 P.T. stamps of 1866 are on un­
watermarked paper but throws no light on why the lithographic process 
was not employed for this value. It reads : "The plunging of the sheets 
in the alum-bath caused them to shrink while drying, SQ I decided to 
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abandon this procedure f or t he 1 piastre stamps . The shrinkage ()f the 
paper caused serious damage to the stamps when the sheets were per­
f orated. This was due to the f act th at t he machine was constructed to 
perforat e two sheet s at a t ime, the r esult being satisfactor y when the 
sheets were of equal size but not otherwise. "You will notice from the 
samples submitted that the 1 piastre stamps are the most beautiful and 
that they are correctly perforated. 

"This change of paper caused me s ome loss and I was left with all 
the paper intended for the 1 piastre stamp, it being useless to me, owing 
to the fact that it was watermarked with the pyramid and star device. " 

· As can be seen from the illustration (Fig . 3), a design was prepared

The lithographs, 
which must be regarded as essays, are printed on the normal water­
'marked paper and closely correspond in colour to the issued 1 piastre 
stamps .. Similar lit hographed essays by Pellas, on t he paper of t he issued 
stamps are : 5 para with lithographed superscription 10 piastres, and 2 
piastres with lithographed superscription 20 para . C. D. Rawson has 
recently discovered a 5 para essay with the superscription of another 
value. 

Other lithographed essays (Fig. 4), apparently by Pellas, are known 
printed on unwatermarked paper similar to that used for the 1 piastre 
stamps. It will be noticed that in every instance the supers'cription, which 
is also lithographed, is appropriate to the 1 piastr e stamp. 

Although t he correspondence with Pellas puts on record t hat the 
stamps of this issue were perforated by hirri in Italy, there is no doubt 
sundry unperforated sheets were delivered in Egypt and it is almost cer­
tain that t hey provided material for trial of the perforating machine used 
by V. Penasson (12,5 by 15, for t he stamps of the Second Issue (1867) . 
Both the 10 para and 2 piastres of 1866 are known perforated with this 
gauge, as also the 5 piastres with superseription of 10 piastres . The first 
two var ieties are among the greatest rarities of Egypt. 

The perforating done by Pellas in Italy was performed by two single­
line machines, gauging 12,5 and 13, which seem to have been used in­
discriminately on the same sheets of stamps. In this way arose the many 
combinations with which we are familiar and which therefore do not 
constitute evidence of separate printings. All stamps with such compound 
perforations can be found used from the commencement of the issue. 
As a simple practical classification of these perforation varieties the 
fo llowing is suggested by the Egypt Study Circle : 

(a) 12,5 (the normal perforation) all values . 

(b) 13 : all values . 

(c) compounds of 12,5 and 13 all values. 

(d) imperforate : all val,ues . 

(e) partially perforated all values. 

(f ) 12,5 by 15 (trial perforation) 

10 para, 2 P.T., and 5 P .T . with error of superscript ion 10 P.T. 
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(Stamps bearing other gauges are either proofs, with trial perfora­
tions, or forgeries .) 

To return to the evidence discovered by Chaftar. In a letter dated 
·2nd October, 1865, Pellas states that with the stamps were despatched 
"the plate of the watermark used for the production of the paper ; the 
plates for the typograph superscription of the 2 piastre stamps, and the 
original designs used for the superscriptions of all values." He adds that 
the "designs of the other stamps were not sent to Egypt as, having been 
lithographed the stones were defaced when the printing was complete. 
The originals (the dies) having been engraved on a stone bearing other 
designs it was not considered expedient to send them to Egypt unless 
expressly requested."

Statement signed by Muzzi, g iving the number of stamps of the first issue 
distributed to P.O.'s; used postally ; and retu rned to the Ministry of Finance. 
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Finally we are given t he invoice submitted to Muzzi Bey by Pellas 
on 30th September, 1865, and a document dated Alexandria, 25th August, 
1868, signed by Muzzi, giving a detailed statement of t he stamps of 1866 
issued, used postally, and also t he residue returned to the Ministry of 
Finance (Fig. 5) . It is interesting to notice that the f ig ures of Pellas and 
of Muzzi do not correspond-Pellas stating that 1,000 sheets of the 10 
P .T. value were sent to Egypt (a total of 200,000 stamps), whereas Muzzi 
claims to have issued 23,000 stamps, of which only 7,600 were actually 
used . 

From all of which it can be seen that Chafter has greatly extended 
our knowledge of the First Issue of Egypt, but this is still a field which 
offers ample opportunities for research.
