Location : The shading or lines across the face of the pyramid nearest
the sphinx and particularly the long line which goes from the
point near the eyebrow of the sphinx.

1872 : This line iz always complete.

1874 : This line is always broken to a lesser or larger degree.

1874 : Nearly always broken. If broken then this is a sure sign of

not to be broken but these ten stamps can be identified, as
the top frame lines are always intact.

Quelques faux cachets
dont il faut se méfier

Ces derniéres années il m’a été soumis, pour examen et avis. plu-
sieurs lettres datées de juillet 1867 affranchies avec le provisoire cons-
titué par une moitié du 2 pi. jaune de 1866 coupé diagonalement et uti-
lisé pour 1 piastre.

Toutes avaient le méme type de cachet a date, un faux.

J’ai pensé intéresser les lecteurs de I'Orient Philatélique en réunis-
sant ici a4 leur intention les données principales concernant le cas de
I'emploi de ces moitiés de timbres.

J'indiquerai ensuite les signes caractéristiques des faux cachets
utilisés sur ces plis et je compléterai 'information avec quelques aufres
fauv cachets, rencontrés trop fréquemment, dont il faut également se
méfier .

En juillet 1867, a la suite de I'épuisement soudain des timbres de
1 piastre de I’émission en cours (1866). et en attendant la mise en vente
le ler aoGt 1867 de la nouvelle série, la Direction Générale des Postes
Egyptiennes a permis 'emploi de moitiés de timbres de 2 pi. jaune de
1866 coupés diagonalement et utilisées ainsi pour 1 piastre chacune, ¢’est-
a-dire le port d’'une lettre simple en Egypte. L’on rencontre ces moitiés
provenant de timbres dentelés et non dentelés.

Cette autorisation valable & Alexandrie du 16 au 31 juillet, selon
circulaire No. 1678 du 13 juillet 1867, a ensuite été étendue au Caire du
20 au 31 juillet, selon circulaire No. 1703 du 19 juillet 1867 *.

I1 faut rappeler qu’Alexandrie était alors la premieére ville d’'Egypte
par I'importance de ses activités commerciales et administratives; ceci ex-
plique peourquoi l’emploi de cet affranchissement exceptionnel a été
d’abord limité & cette ville. Le Caire atteint également par cette pénurie
de vignettes de 1 piastre devait bénéficier quelques jours plus tard de
ce traitement spécial, a I'exception de toute autre ville, semble-t-il.

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Pour compléter ce bref exposé il faut signaler que les cachets & date
d’Alexandrie étaient frappés en noir et ceux du Caire I'étaient en bleu
sur les plis ainsi affranchis. Les lettres originaires d’Alexandrie sonf
beauccup plus rares que celles émanant du Caire (Fig. 1).

C’est sans doute ce cas particulier et exceptionnel d’affranchissement
qui, depuis longtemps déja, a tenté le faussaire en l'incitant a fabriquer
ces lettres dont seuls les timbres-peste sont authentiques alors que les
cachets a date de départ au recto et d’arrivée au verso sont faux, tandis
que Jes adresses imaginaires, libellées en arabe, contribuent a tromper
davantage encore 'amateur trop confiant.

Grace aux recherches méthodiques entreprises depuis plus de 30
ans par un groupe de spécialistes enthousiastes et consciencieux, d’'Egvpte,
de Grande-Bretagne, des Ktats-Unis et de France, il est possible au-
jourd’hui d’assurer avec certitude que certains cachets sont vraiment
faux.

I1 y a 30 ou 40 ans I'on savait encore trés peu de choses sur les mar-
ques postales égyptiennes et plus d'une piéce rare. acquise ou échangée
alors en toute bonne foi, s’avére maintenant étre une falsification par-
fois méme grossiére.

Si Ton ajoute encore qu'un expert célebre et une trés sérieuse com-
mission d’expertise avaient déclaré authentiques deux lettres différentes
datées de juillet 1867, on peut réaliser aisément combien étaient maigres
les connaissances sur ce sujet.

Toutes les fausses lettres de juillet 1867 vues a ce jour sont origi-
naires d’Alexandrie ; c’est la plus grande rareté de ces plis par rapport
a ceux émanant du Caire qui aurait incité le faussaire & en fabriquer
avec différentes destinations en Egypte.

Voici maintenant quelques cas isolés d’origine indéterminée.

Le 5 pi. de 1866 avee surcharge du 10 pi. est une erreur tres rare
a l'état neuf, mais beaucoup plus rare encore a l'état oblitéré sur frag-
ment. J'en connais deux exemplaires datés respectivement « POSTE
VICE REALI EGIZIANE CAIRQ 2 MARZ 66 » et «26 LUGL 66 » au
méme type que le cachet a date reproduit sur fig. 1 au début de cet ar-
ticle au nom d’« ALESSANDRIA ».

Dans deux ventes aux encheres en 1966 et 1969 la méme piece obli-
térée, d'abord sur fragment, ensuite détachée de son fragment, a été of-
ferte aux collectionneurs.

Le cachet & date est tics bien exécuté mais le nom du mois est a-
brégé en « DICKE » alors qu'a cette époque c’était l'abréviation « DIEC »
qui était en usage pour désigner le mois de Décembre.

Ce repere d’orthographe est catégorique pour ce type de cachet a
date qui est un treés bon faux, donc trés dangereux.
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Voici encore un faux trés grossier rencontré sur un faux exemplaire
du 5 pi. de 1867 sur fragment.

Tout est anormal dans le texte « POSTE VICE REALE EGIZIANE
21 NOV 68 2 T. SUEZ », notamment « REALE » au lieu de « REALI ».
La forme de toutes les lettres ainsi que le bloc dateur ne ressemblent en
rien a un cachet authentique de cette époque (Fig. 15).

Enfin comme complément & larticle paru dans le No. 81, Vol, VIII
de janvier 1953, pages 26 et 28 de ce Journal, je reproduis un nouveau
faux cachet & date « CANAL DE SUEZ CHANTIER VI 16 MAY 69 »
frappé en violet sur un exemplaire du 1 pi. de 1867 (Fig. 16).

Les trois premiers types de cachets faux décrits au début de cet
article ont certainement la méme origine ; ils ont da étre fabriqués en
Egypte entre 1910 et 1930 sans pouvoir fixer une date certaine.

Il devait y en avoir un grand nombre dans la collection du roi Farouk,
vendue en février 1954 ; c’est surtout apres cette date que ces picces ont
envahi le marché philatélique.

I1 doit exister encore beaucoup d’autres cas d’emploi de ces cachets,
mais ils ne sont hélas pas tous connus.

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THE FORGERIES “SALAMA”
OF 1866 ISSUE

Introduction

We are trying today to describe
in particular the forgeries ‘“Sala-
ma’” of the first issue of Egypt,
printed by Pellas Brothers of
Genca. These stamps are pretty
well imitated and are printed on
the official watermarked paper.

In fact, we are not the first to
deal with the question of the for-
geries of the said issue. Some stu-
dies have already been published
either in the local philatelic press
or abroad and referred to some
guiding points on the subject.
However, they failed to gain the
entire approval of the specialists in
the philatelic world as far as the
question of precision is concerned.

Our work is the summary of
researches extended over a long
period of time covering many
years. Our descriptions are brand
new and sure. They are accepted
with enthusiasm by all philatelists
interested in the matter.

Before going further in our dis-
cussion, we would like to draw
the attention to the fact that the
details we are intending to pro-
duce here, should not invite some
collectors — unwarned — to be-

Introduction

Nous entreprenons aujourd’hui
de décrire en particulier le faux
«Salama » de la 1leére émission
d’Egypte, imprimée par les fréres
Pellas de Génes. Ces faux sont
assez bien imités et sont imprimés
sur le papier filigrané officiel.

Il est vrai que nous ne sommes
pas les premiers a traiter de la
question des faux de cette émis-
sion, certaines études avaient bien
été publiées dans la presse phila-
télique locale et méme étrangére.
Elles indiquaient quelques points
de reperes mais manquaient de pré-
cision et les spécialistes ne les
avaient pas toutes admises.

Notre travail résume le résultat
des recherches entreprises durant
de longues périodes réparties sur
plusieurs années. Nos descriptions
sont inédites et certaines, actuel-
lement diffusées aprés démonstra-
tions. sont admises avec enthou-
siasme par les philatélistes inté-
ressés.

Avant d’aller plus loin, nous
nous devons d’attirer l'attention
sur le fait que les détails que nous
divulguerons dans cette revue
pourraient inviter quelques collec-
tionneurs — non avertis — & croire

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lieve that they could judge them-
selves the genuineness of the
stamps of the said issue.

Far from it, this information
can merely put them on their
guard and we advise them, in case
they meet material deserving sur-
vey, to address themselves either
to trustworthy dealers, to interna-
tional philatelic experts, or to the
experts committees of the phila-
telic societies such as ours, fThe
Royal Philatelic Society of London
or the Collector’s Club of New
York.

PAPER OF THE ISSUE :

The paper used for the issue
in question was furnished by
Messrs Bondi of Turin. During the
same period, this firm supplied also
the paper required for the Italian
issues. However, the quality made
for the Pellas Bros., who were en-
trusted with the job, although of
handmade quality “a la cuve”, was
a moderate one : badly “gummed”
and caused serious deceptions dur-
ing the operation of printing.

The dimensions of the sheets
were around 45 cms X 325 ems
and could contain 200 figurines
(20 X 10). Of light grey yellow
colour, they became abnormaily
narrower when moisted for litho-
graphy printing. This major de-
fect was also the main reason for
the bad centralisation of the vig-
nettes as the perforation comb was
at a fixed advancement and the
sheets were narrowed differently.

LE PAPIER DE I’EMISSION :

Le papier utilisé pour cette
émission a été fourni par la Maison
Bondi de Turin. Cette firme fabri-
quait aussi vers cette époque le
papier nécessaire aux émissions
italiennes. Cependant la fourniture
faite & la Maison Pellas chargée
de V'entreprise, quoique de fabrica-
tion manuelile (2 la cuve), était de
qualité médiocre : mal « encollée»
et causa de sérieux déboires en
cours d’impression.

Les feuilles avaient approxima-
tivement les dimensions de 45 cms
X 325 cms et pouvaient contenir
200 figurines (20 X 10). De cou-
leur légérement gris jaunatre el-
les se rétrécissaient anormale-
ment lorsqu’elles étaient humidi-
fies pour recevoir l'impression
lithographique. Ce vice majeur fut
en outre la cause principale du
mauvais centrage des vignettes, les
peignes de perforation étant a
avancement fixe et les feuilles
ayant rétréci différemment.
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During the complicated steps
of printing the values of 5 - 10 and
20 paras, the 2 -5 and 10 piasters,
an enormous quantity was damag-
ed. With less stock of paper in
hand for the printing of the pias-
ter stamps (1.200,000) figurines,
Pellas Bros. courageously printed
the last value, typographically. on
commercial paper, half glazed and
without watermark.

Following an exchange of cor-
respondence between Muzzi Bey,
Postmaster General of the Egypt-
ian Postal Administration and
Pellas Bros. the remaining stock
of the watermarked paper (unused
and refused sheets) was returned
to the Administration.

Out of the said stock came the
sheets used for the printing of the
forgeries “Salama”. Tt seems that
the Postal Administration have al-
lowed its personnel to make use of
these sheets as draft paper for
routine work.

COMPOSITION OF THE SIX VA-
LUES ((5-10-20 paras & 2-
5-10 piasters)

One only original drawing was
engraved on stone for each of these
values. The workmen then placed
at random the drawings in order
to form a vertical column of 10
figurines which, repeated horizon-
tally 20 times, formed the plate of
200. On the four sides of the sheet,
inscriptions were printed, thus
leaving no space around, unwater-
marked, to allow the eventual ob-
taining of figurines without water-
mark.
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Une énorme quantité avait été
gatée durant les étapes compli-
quées de l'impression des valeurs
des 5, 10 et 20 paras et des 2, 5
et 10 piastres. Il ne restait plus
suffisamment de papier pour I'im-
pression de la piastre (1.200.000
figurines). Pellas courageusement
imprima typographiquement cette
derniere valeur sur un papier com-
mercial demi-glacé sans filigrane !

Par la suite, une correspon-
dance explicative fut échangée
avee Muzzi Bey, Directeur Général
des Postes d’Egypte et le restant
du papier filigrané (feuilles vierges
et rebutées) fut rendu a 1"Admi-
nistration.

C’est de cette derniere source
que proviennent les feuilles ayant
servi & imprimer les faux « Sala-
ma ». Il semble que I’Administra-
tion a toléré que son personnel
emploie ce papier comme papier
brouillon pour le service.

COMPOSITION DES SIX VA-
LEURS (5, 10 et 20 paras (2, 5
& 10 piastres).

Un seul dessin original a été
gravé sur pierre pour chacune de
ces valeurs. Les ouvriers ont en-
suite placé n’importe comment les
dessins pour former une colonne
verticale de dix figurines qui, ré-
pétée horizontalement 20 fois, for-
ma la planche de 200. Sur les
quatre cotés de la feuille, des ins-
criptions ont été imprimées, ne
laissant aucun enpace du pourtour
— mnon filigrané — permettant
d’obtenir éventuellement des figu-
rines sans filigrane.
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The lack of attention which al-
lowed the placing of designs, up
and down, without distinction, pro-
duced what is called “tétes-bé-
ches”, i.e. pairs, the design of each
unit is inverted in comparison to
the other unit. The result was in-
verted vertical and horizontal
‘“tétes-béches”. and the rarest of
which is that of the 5 piasters. as
only one existed on the plate.

Moreover, the surcharge was
applied invertedly on certain sheets
when compared with the essay
sheets. However, as Dr. W. Byam
once stated, who can say that the
essay sheets have got the sur-
charge on the right side ?

Finally, when one notices that
the sheets themselves were either
printed on the right or the inverted
side, in other words, either on the
side ready to receive the printing
or the side opposed, it is easy to
understand the fantastic task of
classifying the lithographic speci-
mens of this issue, first, in view of
their right or inverted design, then
in view of the right or inverted
surcharge and of their water-
mark : on the right side Type I;
inverted Type I bis, inversed to the
right as a result of printing the
sheets on the inverted side Type
IT and finally inversed to the right
but inverted Type II bis.
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Ce manque d’attention qui a
permis de placer les dessins sans
distinction du haut et du bas a
produit des « tétes-béches » c’est-
a-dire des paires dont le dessin de
chaque unité est renversé par rap-
port & lautre. Des tétes-béches
verticaux et horizontaux existent,
le plus rare de tous est le téte-
béche horizontal du P. 5 dont il
n’existe qu’un seul sur la planche.

La surcharge a été en outre
appliquée renversée sur certaines
feuilles si on les compare aux feuil-
les d’essai. Toutefois, comme le dit
le Dr. W. Byam, qui peut dire que
les feuilles d’essai ont recu la sur-
charge a I'endroit ?

Quand on notera enfin que les
feuilles elles-mémes ont été impri-
mées a 'endroit et & 'envers, ¢’est-
a-dire soit du coté apprété pour
recevoir l'impression, soit du coté
opposé, il est facile de concevoir la
fantastique tache de classer les
spécimens lithographiés de cette
émission, tout d’abord par leur des-

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BIRTH OF THE FORGERIES
“SALAMA”

It appears that, around the
year 1890, a certain Salama had
the idea of fabricating the forged
stamps of the first issue on water-
marked paper which he had ac-
quired from some officials of the
Postal Administration at that
time at Alexandria. Stanley Gib-
bons Monthly Journal Vol. 1 —
pages 244, 287, related the adven-
ture of the said Salama with
Messrs. Stanley Gibbons firm as
follows :

“In 1891, there was an auda-
cious, but fortunately abortive, at-
tempt to counterfeit the stamps
of this issue, the intending forger
having obtained twenty sheets of
the water-marked paper and also
all “the dies to cancel the postal
stamps since the beginning of the
European post up to 1882, with all
that is necessary for dating, etc.”

The possessor of these forger’s
desiderata communicated with
Messrs. Stanley Gibbons, Ltd. *

Alexandria, February 23rd,

1891.

I hereby propose to you a very
serious affair, and worth your at-
tention. I possess about twenty
sheets of paper watermarked like
the postal stamps of the first issue
(1866) ; each sheet can contain
one hundred stamps, which makes

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two thousand in all. In case you are
not a buyer, tell me whether you
will have them re-imprinted for
me, and what price you want for
the two thousand. However, I have
to impress you that I only want
re-imprinted the five and ten pias-
tres and the five piastres ervor,
with the inscription “ten piastres”
in Arabic.

The writer then went on to
say that he had the cancellation
dies, etec., as above quoted.

In consequence of the prompt
action taken by Messrs. Stanley
Gibbons, the Acting Postmaster
General of Egypt was enabled to
trace their correspondent and ob-
tain from him the paper and da-
tingstamps : the former was des-
troyed, and the latter were de-
faced.”

But, it seems that Salama was
more malicious than the official
people as, around 1913, he cheated
the good faith of a good number of
the Cairo philatelists well-known
at the time, among others the late
Henri Cantel Bey, a high official
of the Public Security Department,
Léonce Colucci Bey of the Ministry
of Public Health, Albert Eid, son
of the Consul of Belgium in Cairo,
E. Angeloglou, Chief Accountant of
Cigarettes Dimitrino and others.
He sold them pieces and blocks of
the first issue, forged by him.

While classifying his acquisi-

Albert Eid noticed the fraud and,
following a serious dispute with
Salama, the latter finally confessed
and admitted that he had used for
his fabrication of the said stamps
original paper used by some offi-
cials at the Postal Administration
as draft paper. For the good faith
of Cantel Bey and Colucci Bey, the
affair was a deception. Salama
begged A. Eid not to lodge a com-
plaint against him.

The affair was concluded when
Salama accepted to deliver to Kid
all his stock and material against
reimbursement of his expenses.

Nevertheless, Salama had still
his hiding place and. following the
departure to Europe of mobilised
Eid in 1914, he sold to some Cairo
and Alexandria dealers and collec-
tors the balance of his stock.

On the other hand, during the
collapse of Belgium, a good part of
the forged stamps belonging to Lid,
taken with him when he left Fgvpt
and confined to an untrustworthy
friend, was found between the
hands of Brun and the dealer Vie-
tor Rcobert of Paris. Eid could re-
cover the stamps after proving the
forgery of the figurines @.

In short, the forgeries “Salama”,
for the time being, are circulating

In our description we shall not
worry the reader with too many
details, we shall only indicate those
details, the presence of which is
considered as an unmistakabhle
identity.

In the genuine 5 paras of 1866
issue, the central design has the
form of a cross surrounded by or-
naments in the shape of a horse-
shoe very regular, while on the
forgery Salama these ornaments
are irregular and two are inter-
rupted, one at 5 o’clock and the
other at 2 o’clock. Moreover, that
of 7 o’clock is pointed.

There are also two photos of
the surcharge of the 5 paras, the
one at right is the genuine, that at
the left is the forgery ‘Salama’”.
Thanks to the arrows, they are
self-explanatory. We draw the at-
tention to the signs 1-2-3-4 and
5.

FORGERY OF THE 10 PARAS
As to the 10 paras, the charac-
ter referred to by an arrow

referring to the value of the stamp
in Arabic, is cut off obliquely to
the left, while on the forgery

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Some Varieties Unrecorded in Zeheri

by
Dr. P.A.S. Smwith, F.R.P.SL.

Barly editions of Zeheri listed the 1 P.T. of 1872 bisected and used
for 20 paras, but this variety has been cmitted from the recent editions.
Perhaps this was just an oversight during the enormous amount of work
required to compile a new edition. and those of us who did not share in
that work should not complain ! However, this seems to be a good ocea-
sion to put on record a few facts about it, for future use.

The bisected 1 PT. (perf. 121) is listed by Gibbons (£ 22 in 1966)
and by Scott ($75 in 1971). The late Dr. Byam, in an article written for
the London Philatelist, stated : “Bisected stamps. 1872. The 1 piastre
typograph was uncfficially bizected and used at Salonica and Scio.” A
copy on a large fragment is in the collection of William Scheetz, and is
cancelled in blue at Gedda, dated “5 LUG 75”7. We thus have notice of
three lecations where it was used (although I have never seen examples
used at Salonika or Scio). An important point that is not mentioned in
any of the sources mentioned is that this bisect is always used in conjunc-
tion with an unbisected 1 P.T. stamp, making the 1} P.T. rate, which came
into force in July, 1875, for mail to and from the Egyptian post offices
in the Ottoman Empire upon the formation of the U.P.U. in July, 1875.
There was no simple 20 para rate for letters of any kind. The 20 para
stamps were normally required for use on receipts for mailing of money
in “groups’, a service that was available inside Egypt, but not from the

L /]
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overseas offices. It is thus not unlikely that the overseas offices would
have kept only a small steck of the 20 para value, and when the demand
for it suddenly increased in 1875, therve were not enough to meet require-
ments.
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The type of variety in which an overprinted stamp is found se tenant
with an unoverprinted stamp is known in several instances in Egypt
but none is recorded for the crown overprints of 1922. Such varieties
can in principle arise in several ways : 1) when a sheet is misplaced in
the press so that one or more rows of stamps protrude and receive no
overprint ; 2) when part of a sheet is folded over, thereby receiving the
overprint on the back, and protecting the stamps bheneath the fold ;
3) when a piece of extraneous paper falls on the sheet before the press
descends ; and 4) when the plate is incompletely inked, so that only part
of the sheet receives an inked impression. The iliugtration here shows
an example of the 1 mill. with crown overprint in Type III, in which
one stamp shows the full overprint, ancther shows about half of the over-
print, and the last two show no overprint (actually, there are some small
specks of black ink where the alef of “al mamlakat” should be). Becauze
of these specks, and because the border of the inked portion on the second
stamp is not sharp, I am inclined to believe that this is a case of class
4) above, although it is not possible to rule out class 3). Presumably
other examples exist (or once existed) {rom the same sheet, and the
variety should be listed in the catalogs.

The third variety that I report is from the Sudan. It is the 50 P.T.
overprinted for official use in 1962, in which the blue printing (the water
below the dam and behind the word SUDAN) is entirely missing. The
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illustration shows the variety and a normal stamp for comparisen, buf
a black and white illustration does not show the effect very clearly. It
is very striking when seen on the actual stamp. There is, of course, al-
ways the worry with varieties of modern stamps with a missing color
that a faker may have removed part of the design by chemical means.
I do not helieve that to be true in the present case, for the blue color
overlaps the lettering of SUDAN, which is not disturbed, and examina-
tion of the stamp under ultraviolet light shows no evidence of chemical
treatment (this is not infallible, however).

There is another missing color variety known from the 1962 issue
of Sudan also. The 15 mill. of the ordinary issue, printed in bister, ma-
roon, and orange red, is known with the orange-red color omitted. This
variety exists in fresh mint condition only, and there is therefore no
question of chemical alteration. It is not illustrated here, because it would
not show up all in black and white.

In summary, then we have new varieties of Kgypt No. 17 and 69, and
of Sudan No. 153 and Official 72, using the 1967 Zeheri numbers.
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Photo of a pair of the Official 2 m. stamp, vermilion, of 1922 - 1923
(Zeheri No. 22, page 270), bearing the two varieties recently discovered
hy Mr. G. T. Houston, i.e. “Dropped Dots” on the stamp at left and
“RGYPT Redrawn” on the stamp at right (refer to the important study
by Mr. Houston, published on pages 36 - 41 of No. 124 of this journal).

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LOCAL OVERPRINT ON FIRST
ISSUE OF PORT-SAID FRENCH
POST OFFICE

In issue No. 121 of “L’Orient -

Philatélique”, Professor Peter
Smith described a rather unknown
type of overprint. found on stamps
of the first issue, type “Sage”, of
the French post office in Port-Said.
By chance, I recently discovered
two items bearing such stamps and
at the same time an additional do-
cumentation.

Apart from the Briefmarken-
handbuch of Kohl, this local over-
print is mentioned in a few lines
in the specialized catalogue Yvert
et Tellier. French offices abroad.

This is the detail of the story
according to “L’Echo de la Tim-
brologie” dated April 1928 : it is on
6 October 1899 that the French
Ministry of Trade decided by dec-
ree that the stamps sold in the of-
fices of Alexandria and Port-Said
would bear the names of these of-
fices as an overprint.

The postmaster of Port-Said,
Mr. Broquedis, heard on 18 October
that a despatch of 9,000 stamvs of
10 centimes overprinted in this
way, had just been done for him.
He immediately wrote to the Direc-
tor in Marseilles to ask for a sup-
ply, of other values, for the 30th
anniversary of the inauguration

in such circumstances to be sup-
plied with every kind of new over-
printed stamps. But at the end of
October in spite of a cable confirm-
ing his letter, Mr. Broquedis has
not yet received anything.

Then he decided to apply to the
French consul in Port-Said, Mr.
Summaripa, to ask him the autho-
rization to have the overprint,
Port-Said, struck on the French
stamps which he still had in stock.

The French consul having ap-
proved this procedure, a French
printer of Port-Said, Mr. Colomb,
was entrusted with the making of
the overprint. The type of letters
was choken in comparison with
that put on the 10 c. stamps which
had at last arrived. Nevertheless,
if the size of the overprint was
almost the same, several other
characteristics were different : the
local overprint is in block letters in-
stead of Antique, it has no double
point on the i and also the over-
print is red on every value. The
enlargement shows the difference
in the shape of letters. These
stamps were sold from 17 to 24
November 1899, the day when they
were out of stock and were replac-
ed by official stamps which had
arrived on 22 November. The print-
ing is said to be of 200 stamps for
each value.

“Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen, I have known John for thirty
years on terms of close friendship and I propose today to reverse a usual
order and talk first about John Gilbert, the Man before I come to John
Gilbert, the Philatelist. I think those of us who know John so well, will
agree with me that they have never heard him say an unkind thing about
anycne and that, in a hobby where probably our critical faculties are
keenly sharpened. He has been a wonderful travelling Ambassador in
delivering messages from Britain and from other countries to other
countries in his many travels over the world. I have never known John
Gilbert fail to put anyone at their ease and there can be no newcomer
going to a stamp meeting where John is present, without being some-
how made to feel he is part of the Assembly.

Now you may say that those are social qualities but with them there
are tremendous philatelic qualities. First of all to deal with some of the
offices he has held and I do not propose to go through them all in detail
because they are set out in this book for you to read for yourselves, but
a few of the highlights have been his Chairmanship of this Congress
itself ; have been the Chairmanship of the Society of Postal Historians.
Some of us remember how hard and successfully for a short time he
fought to revive that fine old Society, The Herts. His work for the Royal
Philatelic Society has gone on now as a Council Member for 24 years
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and he is the Curator of the Royal museum. I still despite the lapse of
time, have a great gratitude for all the work he did as a member of the
Organising Committee of the 1960 Exhibition in London, where he was
the Chairman of the Social Committee.

Now ycu may say having done all these things, how has he ever
found time to collect stamps and I go back to the days of the late Doctor
Byam, possibly one of the first students philately has ever known and
of the years when he was his First Lieutenant and now I think one can
say that the mantle of Egypt, whether it be on land, by see mail or in
the air has rightly descended upon John. During the last few months
he received a Gold Medal at our own Philympia when the standard of
competition was so tremendously high and only in the last few weeks
he has received another Gold in South Africa. I think his medals are as
good as his heart.

Now we like to say something about the writings of our DP’s and
I am not going through the many articles John has written. I think that
nearly all of them had an Egyptian touch. I am referring not to the
Janguage in which he writes, but to the subject matter and whether it
be the Air Mails of Egypt or whether it be the Christmas Seals of Egypt,
he is in print and I think for me and for many of us one of his most
delightful writings was a fairly short article dealing with the Canadian
Voyagers, who came from Canada in the hope that they would save
Gordon at Khartoum. He tells the epic story of their tremendous strug-
¢les, which as you all know, were two days too late.

John Gilbert, man of great kindliness and humanity and T think
all your friends would want me to say and of humility, wonderful friend,
brilliant Philatelist, it is a real pleasure to ask you to advance to the
table in the happy presence of your wife and your son Donald and to
sign the Roll of Distinguished Philatelists — John Gilbert.”

Having signed the Roll of Distinguished Philatelists, Mr. John Gilbert
joined the other Distinguished Philatelists on the Dais having first re-
celved from the Chairman of Congress, a bronze plagque as a memento
of the occasion.

The Ceremony took place at the Royal Hotel, Norwich, Norfolk on
18th. June 1971, on the occasion of the 53rd. Philatelic Congress of Great
Britain. '

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DOUBLE IMPRESSIONS

by
Dr. P.A.S. Smith, F.E.P.S.L.

This article is concerned with double impressions of the photogra-
vure stamps of Igypt, which have not been recorded before. However, it
is good to begin by reviewing what is known of other double impressions
of Egypt. Such varieties are known in the Second Issue and in the 1888
Postage Due issue. They are printer’s waste, and although interesting and
collectable, they do not deserve catalogue listing on the same basis as
properly issued varieties. They are mentioned in Gibbons catalcgue in
a footnote, and a price is given to them, but they do not have a cata-
logue number. It would be good if the next edition of Zeheri alse made
this distinction.

There is one more double impression that turns up on the market
from time to time. It is the Interparliamentary Union Conference com-
memorative of 1947. These varieties are pure forgeries and were made
from half-tone blocks of the type made for newspaper illustrations. The
coarse screen of half-tone dots is very obvious, and the forgeries should
fool none. but nevertheless, illustrations of them appear in catalogues of
major auctions !

Certain stamps of the 1927 Fuad issue struck me as having peculiar-
ly dark and smudged impressions. Being aware that different plates were
used for different printings of these stamps, I at first attributed the
effect to a special plate, but was surprised that I was able to find only
a very small number over a long time. Examination under a good mag-
nifying glass disclosed the following characteristics :

1. The white parts of the design were all narrower than the nor-
mal stamps ;

2. The narrowing was caused by a sort of colored shadow that in-
truded from one side only, in a lighter ink than the rest of the
stamp ;

3. The shadow was always on the left side of all white areas, and
thus immediately to the right of a normally printed part ;

4. The width of the shadow varied from one stamp to another, but
appeared to be the same width throughout a single stamp.
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The overall effect is of a double impression, in which one impression
is only very lightly inked, and is displaced a fraction of a millimeter to
the right, but in perfect vertical alignment.

All of the observations were made in the late 1950’s, and I began
corresponding with wother philatelists, including our Editor, Mehanny
Kid, and the late Dr. Byam. No one had noticed these varieties hefore,
and no good explanation was forthcoming. The matter then lay quiet for
a time, until August, 1959, when I received a letter from Dr. Byam,
from which I quote :

“T also return your cover bearing the 3 mil photogravure double im-
pression. When at the Philatelic Congress at Torquay a few wecks ago,
I had an opportunity to ask about these ‘doubles’ at the end of a talk
given by the head of the printing works at Harrison’s. The man had just
shown us their latest colour film illustrating Harrison’s present techni-
que and thus was obviously an expert. His explanation of the double
prints is that they are apt to arise if the roller printing has to be stopped
for any reason — e.g., some defect in the machine. The paper may then
run backwards for a short distance so that when the machine is restart-
ed, a portion of the paper may run through a second time — normally in
perfect register but not always so. Your 3 mills is an exambple of such a
shift.”

This explanation is convincing, for it explains why the second im-
pression is always very pale — the plate had not been inked a second time.
The plates for this type of printing are, of course, cylinders, which ro-
tate as the paper passes through, only a smalil strip being in contact with
the cylinder at any given moment. It is also ciear from the above explana-
tion why the second impression is displaced in one direction only ; it is
the direction of travel of the paper through the press, along which very
slight slippage can occur during the roll-back when the machine ig stepp-
ed in the middle of a printing operation.

A later letter from Dr. Byam is worth quoting :

“Re your photogravure doubles : now we know how they are caused,
1 consider them of definite catalogue rank, and if you write a paper on
them, may I suggest you send copies of it to the more important cata-
logue editors.”

Tt may not be easy to bring out the effect of these double impres-
sions in the half-tone black and white illustrations, but I hope at least
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some of the features will be visible. I illustrate an example of the 100
mills.. used, together with a normal example for comparison. The effect
is particularly evident m the Arabic inscription at right, in the Arabic
numerals, and in the oval of ornaments surrounding the portrait. Whereas
these ornaments are normally hollow and show fine detail, on the double
impressions they are blurred, and the hollow spacess are nearly filled up.
The other example illustrated is the one referred to by Dr. Byam. 1t
is a 3-mill. Farouk ‘Boy king’ overprinted for use in Palestine, used on
a complete cover. This example is particularly prominent, for the dis-
placement is larger than usual. It is most easily seen at the right outline
of the fez, and at the right edge of the numerals, although the inscrip-
tions also show it clearly.

I should make it clear that, although the explanation came from
Harrison & Sons, who printed the first Fuad portrait issue, I have never
seen an example of the effect on that issue. I know of them only on the
second Fuad portrait issue, and the ‘Boy king’ issue. The values I have
seen are : Second Ifuad : 15 m. blue ; 20 m. blue (large format) ; 50 m.
(pale center) ; 100 m. (pale cenfer). ‘Boy king’ : 3 m.

If readers show of other examples, I urge that they report them to
the Editor!

Lastly, how rare are these ? My impression is that the Postal Ad-
ministration and the printers did not regard them as important, and
made no attempt to remove them from stock. I have found several exam-
ples of some denominations. obviously from different sheets, for the
shades and the degree of displacement show differences. Perhaps during
the early period, when the Survey Department was getting used to the
new presses, there were many stoppages, and during the war years of
1938 - 45, difficulties would also have arisen. These double impressions
are certainly scarce, but I do not think that are extremely rare. Their
value will only become apparent over the years, now that their existence
is publicized.

In 1890 a new type of inter-
postal seals was introduced.

It has the same form and di-
mensions of the preceding type :
40 mms in diametre, the inscrip-
tion “POSTES EGYPTIENNES”
in white block letters over a blue
background in the upper part of
the circle. However, in the lower
part of the circle the Arabic in-
seription i, .. i, is in white
over a blue background, which is
not the case in the preceding type
where the Arabic text is in colour-
ed characters on a white back-
ground. Needless to say that the
center is in white for receiving
the obliteration of the expediting
office.

I give the illustrations of the
obliterated seals of this type which
I have in my collection :

First date is that of Kafr el
Cheik obliteration — 14 JL 90 —
and Chabas — 15 JL 90 — and
the latest date is that of Mohar-
ram Bey (a quarter in Alexandria)
dated 17 x 07, 5 PM.

I shall be thankful to any of
my colleagues who would be able
to notify me of any other offices
that used this type or of other
