This sheet was printed in a
very strange way, as only one
of Abdel Nasser’s stamps
occupied the upper right
corner of the child’s stamp
sheet, and it is not certain if
the opposite is true (meaning
that the child’s stamp is also
present in Abdel Nasser’s
stamp sheet).

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Postal Rates of Periodicals and Non Periodicals

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Postal Rates of Periodicals and Non Periodicals

Significance of this exhibit: The Internal postal rats for periodicals and are documented
but for external rates reliance has to be made on the evidence of postal material e.g. wrapers
and newspapers. For this reason the dates on which many of the rates came into effect are
uncertain. Insurance for declared value is another category of rates for which information is
far from complete, making it more difficult to determine the exact external rate at different

periods of time.

Historical Background: The postage on perioidicals, principally newspapers, was always
the lowest of the rates. At first it was invariably paid with stamps, but the labor required
led to a special arrangement between the Postal Administration and the major newspapers
whereby the postage on such bulk mailings was paid in cash. Smaller periodicals, however,
continued to use stamps. To qualify for the rate for perioidicals an item must have been
printed in Egypt and mailed by the publisher to subscribers.

Wrapper bands with stamped impression for sending periodicals were first issued in 1889.
They were all printed without additional inscription on brown paper of low quality. Where
two denominations were issued, the lower was for periodical papers mailed directly by the
publisher and the higher for samples. Although these wrapers were issued until 1947 yet an

ordinary paper band with stamps of proper rate value were often used.

Non-Periodical Printed matter was generally charged twice the rate of postage for Periodicals
When a Periodical was mailed other than by the publisher to a subscriber it incurred the

Non-Periodical rate also.
