On May 15, 1964 the Unitea
Arab  Republic celebrated a
most important event in the
history mnot only of Egypt but
perhaps also of the whole world,
namely the diversion of the Nile
course along which it has flowed
for thousands of years. This
new course of the Nile has been
cut through the sclid granite by
the hard work of Arab workers.

The Diversion canal is an open
cut at its upstrean: and down-
stream, 1950 meters long and its
base width is 60 meters. Its middle
part is solid local granite where 6
spillway tunnels were excavated
to hold the iron spillway gates
which will control the flow of the
river. Each tunnel is of an aver-
age length of 270 meters and a
diameter of 15 meters, and is
lined with reiniorced concrete,
one meter thick. The volume of
excavations completed were about
10.5 million cubic meters of rock
in the open canal and 0.5 million
c.m. in the tunnels.

At the downstream end of the
tunnel a hydro-electric power
station is erected comprising 12
main generating units each of
175000 kw., thus making a total
generated power of about 10,000
million kwh. per year.

Its foundation has been alrveady
laid down and work thereupon
will be completed in 1970.

The upstream part of the dam
which will block the river chan-
nel is part of the main dam
which will be completed in 1968.
It is of thz rockfill type 111
meters high. The length of its
base at bed level is 980 meters.
The total volume of construction
materials to be used is estimated
at about 43 million cubic meters.

This commemorative stamp
records this everlasting day
of the memorable diversion of
the river channel. It represents
the High Dam after its comple-
tion in 1968 and the diversion
canal mentioned above.
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SHAKESPEARE SCENES ON AIR
LETTER FORMS ISSUED BY ENGLAND

Colourful engravings by David Gentleman of scenes from six of Shakes-
peare’s plays are a feature of one of two special air letter forms which were
issued by England on April 23rd. The other has a full-colour photograph of
the Shakespeare Memorial Theatre, Stratford-upon-Avon.

The stamp on the two forms shows the Globe Theatre as seen on the famous
sixteenth century panoramic print of London by Wencelas Hollar. This and an
engraving of Shakespeare’s head on the address panel were designed by David
Gentleman.

The new forms cost 10d each, including sixpence for the postage. Last
year two forms with coloured pictures of London were put on sale at Post
Offices in London only. These were withdrawn from sale on March 31st.

Both pictorial and ordinary Air Letter forms may be used for correspon-
dence to any part of the world (except Europe), and may be posted anywhere
in the United Kingdom.
