The fi rs t ire m concerns a "CHARGE" cover, 
from the col le ction of Kenneth Pierce, of Los 
Angel es , from the Fre nch Post Office in A l­
exandria, addresse d ro Pa ri s (Parigi in I tal ion) 
The two 80 centime stamps are cancel led by 
the well known nu mera I handstamp "5080" in 
a lozenge of dots. (Fi gs . 1 & 2). 

In the upper left hand corner is a strike of the 
specia l cac het "CHARGE " with the manuscript 
number 1125 above. This is an ear ly form for 
"RECOMMANDE" (Re gistered) . 0 n ve rso o f 
the cover is struck a curious rectangular hand­
stamp w ith boxes to fill in by hand. Thi s un ­
usual strike is called, in French 1 "Cachet de­
scriptif de Cha rge ment ", and indeed, it is a 
descriptive one. Verti cal ! y , at the le ft side 
we find the "5080" in the large figure s of 
Alexandria. Then comes a box "POIDS''­
(weight) divided into two parts for grams, 
and centigrams (lOO centigra ms = 1 gra m). This 
letter weighed e xact ly se ve n (7) grams . Final­
ly, we ha ve another box d iv ided into three

"3 704" in small numer­
als for Alexandria is re­
ported. Extreme dates of 
use recorded are 1862 -

The Second Cover (Author's collection), bears 
a handstamp even less known. lt is the "Return 
to Sender" , of Alexandria', French post office, 

. struck diagonally on the face in three lines 
"RETOUR/ A L'ENVOYEUR/5080" in b I a c k. 
Backstamped at A lexandi-ia 6 October 1895.

Scarcity of this cachet is obviovsly related 
to the fact that these letters con only be found 
in the country of origin, and the letters were 
often thrown away, being sometimes of no im­
portance, like this one (printed matter}, yes­
they had "junk mail in those days too ! 

Only one other example of this strike hasbeen 
recorded, that in L'Orient Pl,ilatelique, No. 
121 by Dr. P.AoS. Smith. His example depict­
ed the cachet with "red" strike of 1867 and of 
a si ightl y different type by form and relative 
position of the letters. Thus, we are sure of 
at least two different types having been in use; 
one in 1867 and the other in 1895 with a per­
iod of use not less than 28 years. 

The same handstomp must have been u sed by 
the three other French post offices (Numerals 
5105, 5119 and 5129 as well). Can anyone 
advise us of any additional examples ?

have a closer look at the stamp 
(Zeh. 151) Egypt issuedafterthe 
French- English expedition. Mr. 
Fors her, in his comment of this 
stomp in a previous 11 Topics" -
July -August 1972, stated that 
the design supported · pure fiction 
as, in his opinion, the three sol-
diers depicted here were actually 
running in the opposite direction to t hat shown. 
First of all 1 there ore not three so!diers 1 but one 
on I y. The two other ones are c i vi I ions, one o f 
whom is a woman. No f em a I e soldiers are 
known in Egypt. There were active citizens 
defending Port Said; this is clearly mentioned 
in the Zeheri catalogue under the illustration of 
the stamp and evidenced by all specialized au­
thors who in ideate fire arms had been distributed 
to civilians, following the adv ice of the Russian 
consul, it seems. 

Neither is it fiction that a rather unfr iendly re­
ception awaited the parachutists who filled the 
sky above Port Said on that morning of 5 Nov­
ember 1956. Heavy fire fell on them end sev­
eral paratroopers died or were w ounded that 
day by the Egyptian defende rs who were later 
silenced by ai r attacks.

That night, several French people, not advised 
of the nev<s, had some trouble in finding thei r 
ship in the darkness and further off in the morn­
ing; among them, the Commander in Chief hi m­
self, General Beaufreand several newspaper men 
who I ooked for the launch of the "Jean Bart 11 that 
hod to transport their ma il. So was born the story 
of the "disappearing" of the "Jean Sort" I ate r 
announced by Egypt. lncidently1 it is interesting 
to note that, hod she sunk, the 11Jeon Bart 11 would 
hove token to the bottom of the sea, some nicely 
produced propragondo items in the form of a com-
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plete fake issue of the great Egyptian newspaper 
"AI :A.hram", printed bv the French in Algiers. 
I don~t believe time perr,,itted this special issue 
to ne'~'distributed. 

Long after these events, an Egyptian crew visit­
ed the French port ofToul on and they were then 
shown the "JEAN BART" in perfect condition. 
The stamp remains as the evidence of this 'little 
part of hi story. 

On the other hand, have you noticed that this 
is the only Egyptian commemorative stamp on 
which no name of country of origin appears? lt 
is a translation stamp as well: before this one, 
all texts on the stamps were in French (one ex­
ception - the Anglo-Egyptian Treaty stamp of 
1936) and all following ones bear English texts, 
in addition,of course, to the Arabic text. 

The second item illustrated i s 
re I ate d to the 1967 war. I i· 
is a cover with an Egyptian­
Israeli mixed franking ! A fake 
of course, and not too clever. 
Four Egyptian stamps for use in 
Palestine have been used, tot­
al face value is 13 Mills, a 
rate I believe insufficient for 
a l~tter to France, where it 
was addressed. The stamp used 
from Israel seems of a low val­
ue as well (0.02). Most inter­
esting are the. date stamps. At

first glance, the Egyptian one is 6 July 67 and 
the Israel cds shows 13 July 67, the · vvhole giv­
ing the impression that this cover : Hved the· his­
torical days of the occupation of Gaza by Israel. 
Actually, the faker altered the Egyptiancds that 
initially showed another date. The first. year fig­
ure was blackened and the "7" of ''67'_' belongs 
in fact, to the hour indication (7 -8). !he bJack 
dot after the "6" has not even been removed. An 
entire lot of these fakes were sold before my eyes 
to collectors who didn't seem to suspect the forg­
ery. 

This is not Israel's finest production. However, in 
the spirit of tolerance referred to by Dr. Goud­
smit, and above philatelic disappointments, can 
we reconsider? Shouldn't we considerthis mixed 
franking as the forerunner sign of a real peaceful 
coexistence of both countries ?
