Its ~tamps are .cancel led 
with the fam iliar Gras Chiffres "50 8 0", ass­
igned to Alexandria, Egypt, What makes it a 
tru ly remarkable and most important i t em o f 
Fra nce-in-Egypt Postal His tory is that it is the 
earliest recorded use of the 5080 marking. lr­
deed, it may be the ea r I i est usage of t he 
"Gros Chiffres" numeral in a I! French Postal 
Historv. 

France officially began use of the Gras Chi ff­
res (l arge numeral in d iamond of dots) on Ja nu ­
ary I, 1863, and was authorized unti l April of 
1876 (Barthelerny ond Maury*). This replaced 
the "Petits Chiffres 11 (Sma ll numera l indiamond 
of dots) , In the case of Alexandria there was 
also a nu mber change from 3704 to 5080. The 
entire i llustrated, was cancelled with the COS 
of Alexandria and the "5080"on September 1, 
1862, four full months before the official first 
day of usage of this ooncel. While the author 
is not aware of an y earlier use of the "Gros 
Chi ffres cancel on any French covers, its use 
ou tside of Alexandria, pre-dating the authors ' 
September 1, 1862, is possible as this area is 
outside of his realm of expertise. Inquiries 
along this line are in progress. 

As for' the use of the 5080 in Alexandria, the 
previously known earliest dote os recorded by 
the Egypt Study Circle (Iondon) was October 
13, 1862, fully 43 da ys after the date of this 
e ntire. 

The letter also bears, on the reverse, the re­
ceiv.ing C. D. S. of Marseille doted September 
9, 1862. This date, combined with the Sept­
ember 1s t date would indica te that it was car­
ried by the French Paquebot "Mersey", which 
departed Alexandria on September 2, 1862 -
and arr ived in Marseille on September 9th via 
Messina and Palermo ("Salles""' ).

UN E F FREE MAIL POSTMARKS FROM DANOR BA TTAUON 

This article deals with the UNEF po:~-tmarks tha t 
one ·finds o n the free mail from DANOR BTLN, 
UNEF, i.e., on I y on the external mail, viz, on 
mail sent to other UNEF Units. 

One can consider the UNEF free mail system 
with respect to DANOR BN. as follows: 

T} the free mail was handled and cancelled by 
one of the UNEF pos t offices, includ ing B P O's. 

2) DA NOR BN. post office handled and can­
celled all the free mait by a free mail postmark 
of if·s own. 

A) The first phase covers the peri ad from 10 
December 1956 unti I November / Novemb­

er 1963 . O n 10 Dece mber 1956 the first mail 

which was cance lle d by a UNEF by a free mail 
postmark le ft Naples. At this time the Nor­
wegian and Indian Units had been granted a 
free mai I privilege. 0 n l January 1957, this 
same priv ilege was granted to the Danish Un i t. 
Moi I up to 10 grammes was from now sent free 
of charge to all countries. 

Prior to t·hese dates the f ree m a i I had been 
frank ed with Ita lia n stamps and ca ncell ed at 
Napl es . After the UNEF B. P. 0. hod been 
transferred from Capodichino to Beirut ( JAN . 
1958) one con occas ionall y also find fre e ma i l 
from the DANOR BN . franke d with Lebanese 
postage stomps.

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In general the free mail from DANOR BN. Hqs. 
and the Coys were cancelled at the nearest 
UNEF post office , which for some t ime was Re­
fah. When a UNEF post office opened at UNEF 
Hqs . in GAZA, mail from the Danish Bn . was 
sent to t his post office fo r cancellat ion and for­
warding. 

Units on guard in Sinai o r at Rafah may some­
times have forwarded their mail to the UNEF 
post offi ce which was in t he area, and on oc­
casion ha ve it forwarded to DA NOR post office 
which in its turn shipped it to Gaza for cancel­
lation. No fixed rul es can be given. 

Consequent ly a lot of UNEF free mail postmarks 
can be found on Danish UNEF ma il . To t hem, 
add mai I with stamps of Egypt 1 Lebanon, Jordan 
Syria and Cyprus from soldiers on leave or visit 
in these countries. lt would carry us too far 
awa y, if we mentioned all these post marks in 
this a rt icle. 

B) THE SECOND PHASE began in November / 
December 1963 when one of the UNEF free mail 
postmarks was handed over to the DA NOR post 
offi ce . In the following catalogue, I list these 
marks in chronological order as for as their use 
by DANOR post offi ce is concerned. 

lt should be noticed that most of the UN E F 
postmarks which were used by DANOR had been 
used by other UNEF post offices before the y 
were handed over to DA NOR. 

In the following catalogue I have given all the 
postmarks a catalogue number (1-7) and a code 
"number" whi eh refers ~o t he p a> s i t i on of the 
postmark in my catalogue which cove r s all 
UNEF postmarks . This cata logue is not reprint­
ed here. The code number gives the UNEF types. 

lt may surprise the reade rs that DA N 0 R BN. 
postoffice in fact used and damaged so many 
postmarks as it really did. I would like here to 
draw the atte ntion to some points w h i c h m a y 
help to explain that. The postmasters from Do­
nor Bn. whom I have met, were not profession­
al post office people, but came from other pro­
fessions and were selected to the job for reas­
onsunknown to me. Besides the first free mail

AUTHORS ADDENDA - 5080 CANCEL 

Since writing the foregoing, the author has re­
ceived some new data regarding the early use of 
the Gros Chiffres. Robert G. Stone. editor of 
the France & Colonies Philatelic Society Jour­
nal, and a we!! -known French specialist, odvi­
ses us of the following: 

There is a record of the following early dates of 
usage for the Gros Chi ffres: 

August 5, 1862 - Smyrno 
August 19, 1862 - Constanti ne 

August 30, 1862 - Algeria 
September 1, 1862 - Algeria 

However, these were recorded some time ago 
and whether the covers or letters still (or ever) 
existed is unknown. 

Mr. Stone also mentioned that a Dr. Pistre, writ­
ing in on old French journal, stated that the over­
seas offices were supplied with the new markers 
first as it would hove token longer for'the ship­
ments to reach them, which certainly mode sen­
se. There are several French domestic covers with 
the Gros Chi ffres doted during December of 1862. --.-----....... · ·-__ .._.,_.__...,.... 

I must admit that the reading ofthe "outrageous" 
Austrophil descriptions of Egyptian postmarks mode 
me angry and impotientond I dismissed the quoted 
name "Lindberg" as iust one ore of those 11 noms 
de plume" used by auctioneers' to transform "ordi­
nary postmarks into rare one, or into earliest or 
latest dates ood cause the metdmorphosis of the 
"RE TT A " from what we know it is, into a rare 
shipping postmark.
